The CELEBRATION.
A GREAT CROWD AND EV-
ERYBODY DELIGHTED.

THE FUNNIEST MARDI GRAS
PARADE OF ALL.

Magnificent Storming of Fort
Chickamauga.

The great celebration came and is
gone. It came, saw, conquered. Suc-
cess is written on every house in town,
on every citizen’s face, and all over the
front, rear and sides of every man, wo-
man and chiid who took part in work-
ing it up and carrying it to such a tip-
top conclusion.

There is but one vote on the subject
and that is a unanimous “‘yea” and a
tiger that this year of grace and
drouth, 1886, brought us our biggest,
best and Lrightest celebratien.

It was evident on Friday night that
Old Fourth of July himself had come
to town and was inspiring everybody
by his presence. The officers had hard
work to keep the fire crackers from
snapping and bursting everywhere and
in all kinds of places where they had
no business to snap and burst. Some
of the boys arranged a surprise by
manufacturing some bombs which
were brought into central pirk about
midnight and set off with a report that
shook every house in town and left the
park looking as though a brown paper
will bad blown up. Early in the
morning the bells were rung and the
customary saluie was fired, and from
that time on people weie astir., The
tlags were “let loose from window and
wall” and Worthington was turned in-
to an exaggerated flag-statf, alive with
star spangled banuners of all sizes and
ages, old tlags and young tlags, big
flage and little flags, baby tlags and
doll flags.

At an early Lour, too, the teams be-
gan to pour in from the country and
up to ten v’clock one conld look out in
any direction and see a procession on
the road and a line of dust along the
Bky.
About 11 o'clock the general parade
was formed in the following order:

Worthington Brass Band.
Stoddard Post Dram Corps.
Stoddard Post . A. R. and ex-Sol-
diers and Sailors.
Worthington Juvenile Guards.
Goddess of Liberty and Representa-
tion of States,

By thirteen young ladies, in a patri-
otic American chariot drawn by four
liberty-loving and gallant war horses,

Orator of the Day.

City Fathers and County Officials,
Citizens in carriages, wagous. etc., ex-
officials, and ought-to be officials,
and all other distinguished and
deserving voters and
non-voters.

The grand parade over, the multi-
tude assembled in central park or
court house park, under the stately
gottonwoods and maples, (from 10 to
60 feet high and from three to twenty-
four inches through at the base,) and
in front of the grand stand (now a
permanent structure beautifully paint-
ed, and on this occasion decorated
with flags and patriotic regalia.)

Here the exercises opened with mu-
sic by the band and a song by the
Worthington Philharmonic ciety.
Prayer was offered by Rev. D. Hender-
son. The Declaration of Independ-
ence (a document said to have been
written by Thos. Jefferson, Thos.
Paine, Benjamin Franklin and others
in the early days of our history and
containing the gist and kernel of our
political system and of human rights,)
was then read by Rev. E. R. Lathrop,
one of the G. A. R. boys. The Star
Spangled Banner was then sung with
fine effect by the Philharmonic Society.
Next Mayor Shell introduced the Hon.
Freeman Talbot, of Cleveland, Minn.,
the orator of the day.

MR. TALBOT'S ADDRESS,

The speaker said that his acddress
was priincipally for the younger por-
tion of the assemblage. The early his-
tory of the republic was read in every
laud. but the true history of our own
times was not so well known. The
speaker then traced the history of Sla-

very from the early efforts of Jefferson |

toward emancipation down to the time
of the breaking out of the rebellion.

He then touched upon the salient
facts and events of the great four

ears’ war which abolished slavery.
,688,523 were enlisted and this im-
mense army contained more absolute
intelligence, a broader education, more
mechanical skill, and a broader knowl-
edge of what it was fighting for than
any army ever mustered before. 56,-
of this army died on the field of
battle, 35,000 died of wounds, 184,000
died of disease, nearly 800,000 in all.
The speaker then paid a glowing trib-
ute to the women of the land who cul-
tivated farms, attended to business,
organized sanitary commissions, etc.,
while their hushands, brothers and
sons fought battles. 1t was estimated
that the free will offerings of the peo-
pie to sustain the government and war
amounted to $500,000,000. Commodore
Vanderbilt contributead $1,000,000.

The speaker said that in order that
the young might judge properly be-
tween slavery as it was and freedom as
it is today, he would quote briefly from
both pelitical parties existing at that
time and from others. He then read a
letter frcm John Wesley to Wilber-
force allnding to slavery as that *“‘exe-
orable villainy,” and from among the
abolition leaders, the war democrats,
eto. Also from some of the more vio-
lent pro-slavery leaders. He quoted
Danlel O’Connell’s remark to a Boston

man who went to him to discuss the
justice of slavery. O’Connell replied:
s‘Discuss anything nunder this roof, but
before you discuss the justice of one

silver.”

The speaker next referred feelingly
to the muityrs of the anti-slavery
cause an® to the sufferings of the early
abolitionists. *Will you, my youth-
ful friends,” said he, ‘believe that I
saw a minister of Christ, Elijuh D,
Lovejoy, brutally murdered in the
atreets of Alton by a pro-slavery mob,
in the free state of lllinois, because he
dared to publish A newspaper in the
interest of religion, humanity and uni-
versal freedom, and no man Was ever
punished for that brutal murder.”

MINNESOTA A8 A LEADEKR,

The following portion of Mr., Tal-
bot’s address is 80 new and interesting
to most Minresotians that we give it
in his own worda:

To Minnesota belongs the high hon-
or of having st an early day in her his-
tory executed the laws and adminis-
tered justice in a way that no state in
this union had ever done before.

In 1858.9, Col, Christmas. a planter
from South Carolina, wvisited Minne-
apolis with his family and » slave ser-
vant. She was black, bright and at-
tractive. The ladies of that city, some
of them more than half lawyers, (their
husbands were practicing attorneys)
spoke to Eliza of freedom. She had no
aspirations in that direction. She was
born a slave and expected to live and
die one, Col. Christmas was a kind
master, but Eliza well understood that
were he to die or adversity overtake
him, she might be sold on the auction
block with his horses, sold, perchance,
to one of the greatest tyrants that ev-
er wielded the iron-pronged collar, that
hateful instrument of torture, on the
necks of his own children.

Freedom! O, how Eliza wept and
trembled as those Minneapolis angels
contrasted fieedom with life-long
bondage. All the details of that Min-
neapolis struggle for Lliza’s freedom
need not be given here. Suffice to say
she was spirited away and hidden in
the country. Search warrants were is-
sued, the slaye catchers went on her
trail, she was arrested and taken into
court, the best legal talent in the city
was there to defend her rights. Col.
Christmas had also able counsel to ex-
pose the reckless conduct, the illegal
proceedings of the “'she kidnappers’, of
Minnesota, After several days® liti-
gation Eliza was declared by the court
to be n free woman., She was not a
fugitive slave. Sle was brought into
free territory by her own. master and
the tyrannical fugitive slave law could
not be made to operate in her case.
When justice was done in that court,
when the chains fell from Eliza’s
limbs. cheers rent the air and for a
time the Falls of St. Anthony were
nnheard in that city, Col. Christmas
handed Eliza $100 and said, **Eliza,
when your Northern friends desert
you, this sum will enable you to return
to South Carolina.” But Eliza never
returned to bondage.

Col. Wm. King, Mr. Joel DBassett,

and that good old Quaker, Father
Wales, of the bookstore, were amongst
the most active of Eliza’s emnucipa-
tors,
Mr. Talbot then alluded to the faet
that he was a soldier more than fifty
years ago, that hLe w:s active overa
quarter of a century ago in _defending
the fronticr of Minnesota. He quoted
from the song, **We've drunk frow the
same canteen,’ and taking up a can-
teen he drank from it, handed it to
sSheriff Miller, who also took a drink,
and the two shook hands over the
canteen relic of the war.

I'his closed the address and *bronght
down the house' or the whole camp
meeting, and three rousing cheers
were given for the *‘old war veteran,”
Freeman Talbot.

The people then united in singing
America and the exercises ended.
Groups gathered around the park and
ate picnic dinners and expectation
then rose on tiptoe for the Calathump-
iap parade.

THE FUNNY PROCESSION.

At 1 o’clock the Calathumpian, Mar-
di Gras, Momus parade formed and
twice paraded the principal streets.

The subjects themselves, the cos-
tumes and the behavior generally of
the participants were enthusiastically
commended. This was altogether the
best parade of the kind ever seen in
Worthington and a gentleman inform.
ed us that it beat the Lord Mayor’s
procession in London in everything
except numbers and extent, and he has
seen the I.ord Mayor’s procession sev-
eral times.

After the parade came n variety of
amusements. The band of colored
minstrels held a crowd most of the
afternoon as they sang their darkey
vieces from the pagoda.

These were a novelty and the people
were hlghl¥ amused to see balloons in
the form of fish, roosters, etc., floating
over the town.

A number of people remained in
town to witness the grand culmination
of the celebration, which was the
storming of the fort by the Grand
Army bois. This occurred just after
dark. T

the Burlington track on the eminence
just east of town. At dark the Feder-
al troops formed in front of G. A. R.
hall and marched out to storm the

ort.

The Confederate forces, under com-
mand of Vice Commander C, I, Shep-
ard, took possession of the fort, deter-
mined to hold it against all Romin
candle nnd rocket odds. The Federal
troops were under command of Post
Commander J. A. Town, The troops
were nrmed, some with muskets, some
with bieech loaders Aring pyrotechuic
ammunition said to have been invent-
ed by Dogardus, and others armed
with Roman ecandles. The artillery
used sky rockets. The Dbattle was
brief, brillinnt and decisive and the
Union forces were soon over the walls
cheering loudly. ‘The pyrotechnic dis-
play of the battle was novel and high-
ly pleasing to the thousands of specta-
tors. ‘The victory was celebrated by a
grand outburst and display of fre-
works, direct, rotary, curvilinear, and
multi-colored.

Returning from the **war? the peo.
le were loth to give up the day. They
ingered in the park till nearly twelve
o’clock witnessing a further display of
fireworks and listening to the colored
*troops?” who sang *‘nobly” and con-
tinued to pass the plate for nickles.

The celebration was the best and the
Inrgest in the series of good ones which
Worthington has held, The commit-
tees and officers having the matter in
charge degerve all the praise they are
getting, Strangers especially were en-
thusiastie in praise of the excellence
of the varions features of the day and
tbe guod order everywhere prevailing.
