Hon. Freeman Talbot Writes Iis Im-
pressions of Our Arbor City— Former
Visits—The Colonists or Early Set-
tlers—More First-cluss People than
Ever Seen in a New Town—Prosper-
ous and Intelligent Leyond any New
Settlement in America—The Celebra-
tion—Worthington’s Way of Celchra-
ting—Most Interesting and Thorough.

Hon. Freeman Talbot, who delivered
the oration at our recent celebration,
was so pleased with the beauty of
Worthington, and so impressed with
what he saw, heard and felt, that he
sends us the following glowing letter
for publication:

CLEVELAND, Miun., July 20, 86,

Eprror AbvaNcCE: Fourteen years
ago Ilast May I made my first visit to
Nobles county intending, if the sur-
roundings suited me, to make Worth-
ington my future home.

Quite a number of the first settlers
had arrived. Some were living in com-
fortable liouses, some in rough board
shanties, 12x14, others in tents and
still others on the bleak prairie about
to select the site of future independ-
e¢nce on or near the banks of the beau-
tiful Lakes Okabena.

In a short time [ became acquainted
with many of your first settlers. 1
wrote ol them at the time for the St.
Peter Tribune, and I repeat it now that
I found in that infant village more
manly culture;, more womanly refine-
wment, wore educated pluck, more valu-
able Looks, more costly pictures and
more musical instruments than I ever
saw betfore amongst the tirst settiers of
a new country. [ was delighted and
predicted for Woerthington a rapid ad-
vancement, a glorions future.

Still I did not dare to east my lot
with dhese 1 so wueh admived. No
timber, no shrubs, no friendly buash to
shelter man or beust from the noontide
s, nothing but the fertile barve, black,
burned prarcie as far as the eye comd
reach on every hand; and L accustomed
all my life to the dense forests of Ou-
tario, or the “*hir woods” of Le Sueur
county, could not settle down remote
from that shade and shelter that all
backwoodsmen have deemed essential
to comfort, health and prosperity,

I have for many years watched with
deep uterest the straggles of your
people. During the first tive yvears of
your settlement the rich soil of your
county gave hut a scant pittance to the
cultivator, amnd year after year count-
less  myrinds of  grasshoppers made
futile the best directed efforts of the
agriculturists of Southwestern Minne-
sota.  Still your people totled on pa-
tiently, hoping and praying for that
havvest and Lthat sunshine of prosperity
which had so long been denied them.

That some of the ilrst and some ot
the best pioneers were impoverished by
the plague and left your county, hoping
to regain at least a portion of their
old home in the more castern States,
cannot be wondered at. That many
more dill not leave in despair only
shows the indomitable pluek and man-
ly, Chimistian coutidence that sustained
them during the long years of anguish
and tribulation,

The dark days have gone, I trust
never to return, and I perceive that for
the last nine or ten years your town
and county have made the most aston-
ishing strides to prosperity and future
independence,

I found you on last Independence
Day sheltered away in the backwoods,
thousands of splendid heultl? trees on
every side, shady parks well laid out
and beautifully planted, and every
street beautified with trees from six to
twenty inches in diameter, and dense
gtoves of timber beautifying the coun-

homes of your people.

orthington today is the best tim-
bered town in this State of its age, and
were I now as young as I was the first
day that I saw the blue waters of
Okabena, I would gladly pitch my tent
for life amongst your people. The
same culture, the same gentlemanly
deportment, the same lady-like hospi-
tality and refinement that was planted
in the soil of Nobles county in 1872,
has taken deep root and flourished and
multiplied antil the greater part of
Southwestern Minnesotta is more pros-
rous, more contented and more intel-
igent in all its pursuits than you will
ﬂnd in any other egettlement in Ameri-
ca. When I saw your churches, your
achools, your - banks, your leading
hotels, your commercial houses, your
charitable and patriotic institutions,
and your first-class weekly newspapers,
I was astonished at thesolid prosperity
that I saw on every hand ; and I would
say to those seeking a home in Minne-
sota. ‘' go to Nobles county at once
and there you will see as rich and as
beautiful a country as the sun shines
on to-day, and if you arean American,
an lrishman, an Englishman, a Scot, a
German or a Scandinavian, however
educated and refined, you will find your
equals on every side of Lake Okabena.”

Although an actor amongst your
people on the 4th of July last, permit
me to say that that celebrahon in all
its various details, was the most inter-
esting and the most thoroughly carried
out of anything of the kind that I ever
witnessed. Money. artistic skill, musi-
cal talent, female beauty and mllmu'y
genius were all used at the proper time
to make the whole a grand success.

Oh, how 1 regret that such men as
Prof. Humiston, Rev. Creever and
others were obliged to leave a town or
A country that they had so long and so
faithfully labored to build up snd to
make known throughout the world.

Thanks for that book, ‘ Consola-
tion.” The poem, ‘* Minnesota,” is
excellent. will live in future history,
and is worth more than its weight in
gold.
