The supreme court of the United 
States maintains the validity of the 
lriva well patent, that has been in 
lispute for some years.

teeping. That fact is in itself a more 
var-like one than any number of di­
plomatic or even military rumors they 
telegraph, to be contradicted one day 
ind repeated the next. 

The Pennsylvania legislature has 
ibolished the state tax on watches, 
imiiture and pleasure carriages. 
There, as elsewhere, the assessment 
>f this tax has been unequal. Much 
>f this classes of property has escaped 
taxation, and the perjury committed 
n valuing it is enough in volume to 
tink a nation. 

Mr. Edward Atkinson says, and 
proves it, that "at the present time 
the average rate of wages in the United 
States in nearly every art which is of 
*ny material importance is higher 
lhan ever before, higher even, with 
irery few exceptions, than at the worst 
period of paper money inflation in 
L865-6 and 7. 

Dr. Holliiield, a Presbyterian preach­
er of St. Louis, is going for the mind-
cure with true marked vigor. Hesays; 
"It is neither Christian nor science, 
but bold, blasphemous infidelity." 
"It produces two different but equally 
fatal results," says he, "leading to 
austere asceticism on the one hand 
and to the grossest sensualities on the 
other. 

Judge Hoadly writes to the Cincin­
nati Commercial Gazette that he 
:ou!d not accept an appointment to 
the vacancy in the supreme court, be­
cause he thinks a southern man should 
be appointed. The south has no rep­
resentatives on the bench at present 
and it seems to be conceded that 8he 
should have the appointment. 

The immigration to California dur­
ing the past year is reported to have 
amounted to about 100,000 persons. 
Southern California got most of them, 
and it is estimated that the money 
spent in advertising that section has 
returned, multiplied by 1,000. Ib is a 
jood sanitarium but not the best for 
people who have to make a living by 
the sweat of their brows. Other sec­
tions farther north are much better. 

Buffalo Bill's wild west show in 
London is all the rage among amuse­
ment seekers. Queen Victoria and 
the leading members of the aristocra­
cy have attended the exhibition and 
that of itself was sufficient to set the 
public current in that direction. 
Everybody who visits London goes 
to the show, and Americans, who 
would not take the trouble to see it at 
home, are filled with enthusiasm, and 
American newspapers fill columns 
with de-criptions of it. 

Lieut. John J. Shaw, U. S. A., ob­
tained pay nineteen times on the same 
voucher, and then disappeared. He 
wrote from London, tendering his 
resignation, but the secretary of war 
considering all the circumstances of 
the case, declined to accept the resig­
nation, and ordered Mr. Shaw's name 
to be dropped from the army register, 
knowing the certainty of detection 
and disgrace, it is a matter of surprise 
that any officer could be guilty of 
Mich an offence and yet cases are fre­
quently reported. 

Attorney General Garland an­
nounces that he would not accept an 
Appointment of justice of the supreme 
court, and says that the president 
was informed more than a year ago 
that he had determined to retire from 
public place and public life at the end 
of his term as attorney-general. So 
this element is elimenated from dis-
snssion.

He feels that "i 
Que the public service that, as a gen­
eral ru'e, and other things being equal, 
Dne who enter upon the performance 
ol the duties of supreme justice should 
have a fair and reasonable prospect 
of twenty years of active labor, before 
reaching the age named by the law for 
retiring." 

In the last four months there have 
been no less than three hundred and 
fifty new banks formed in the United 
States. It almost seems that the 
profitable limit in this business must 
be reached before long. Yet there are 
few or no signs that it is near at hand, 
nor is it likely to be reachcd so long 
as money finds ready business at rea­
sonable good rates. About fifty of 
these new banks have been organized 
under the national system. This is 
reassuring in view of the fear which 
has been entertained that> the nation­
al banks are likely to be rapidly di­
minished by the payment of the pub­
lic debt. Whatever may be the case 
in the large cities, it is apparently an 
object for the smaller national banks 
to replace the 3 per cents, with cost­
lier bonds. Every dollar of note cirl 
culation brings in an interest revenue 
(including the 4 per cent, bond inter-
ist) of 6 to 8 per cent. net. Many 
banks, therefore, will find it to their 
advantage not to reject this addition­
al gain, even if they have to pay 25 
per cent, premium for their basal se­
curity. While this rate of profit can 
be kept up the calling in of bonds may 
considerably trouble the national 
bank system, but it cannot * eptirely

New 
Brunswick and in tho Northwest. Premier 
Maedonald says: 

Annexation is out of thd question. The 
Manitoba pedple formerly objected to the 
duty oA agricultural implements, as they 
imported them from tho Uuited States, 
hnd the duty of course increased the cost 
of these implements; but latterly Mani­
toba and tho Northwest have been sup­
plied with all agricultural implements by 
Canadian manufacturers cheaper than 
they can purchase from the United States. 
I don't think reciprocity in manufacture 
ere would be looked upou with favor in 
either country. 

Death ofCoainottore Daviihoa at St. Paul. 
Commodore W. F. Davidson, one of the 

best known residents ol the northwest, 
died on the 27th inst., in St. Paul. He had 
been ailing for nearly two months and had 
suffered considerably from heart disease, 
which finally resulted in his deatln A 
blood vessel in the head became ruptured 
and at about the same time partial paraly­
sis set in. He was perfectly conscious all 
the time and remained so to the time of 
his deaths 

Wednesday morning liis nephew, Col. J. 
Hum Davidson, asked him if he knew what 
the doctors thought about his condition, 
and if he was afraid to die. He calmly 
?.iV;.wored he was not, ifnd said: 
• should I be?" He professed faith 
In Christ, and said that he was ready to 
die. Wednesday evening he was no better, 
a" w'10 attending him 
with Dr. Murphy, asked him if he wished 
to make his will. Ho said that he did, and 
it was then made. He was clear and deti* 
nito in his bequests, und as he gave the 
points they were put in shape, read to him, 
and ho then signed the simple but com­
plete document. He named also his execu­
tors. 

But ten minutes before the end he spoke 
to Dr. Murphy intelligibly^ 

Cammodoro Davidson was born in 
Lawrence county, Ohio, Feb. 4, 1825. His 
father was a canal-boat man on the Ohio 
and other rivers and was also a local Bap­
tist preacher. The boy early became in­
terested in the work his father was engaged 
in and took quite naturally to tho river. 

In 1854 he came to St. Paul, and with 
him brought the Frank Steele, a staunch 
little steamer, with which he began his 
work in the new waters. His first work 
was on the Minnesota river. He placed 
his boat on the river, and later added to 
it several other similar craft. 

lie began some little time later the 
organization of a company to run boats 
on the upper Mississippi, and as a result 
the La Crosse it Minnesota Packet com­
pany was organized with him as a con­
trolling power. This line ran to Dubuque. 
Later the Northern Union Packet com­
pany was organized by him and he then 
had about fifteen boats on the river. 
About 18bS-(>9, the Northern Line com­
pany gave liim marked competition, and 
then river war was on in earnest and was 
continued with much earnestness. The re­
sult of the whole, liowuver, was the con­
solidation of several lines as are 
known as the St. Louis & St. Paul 
Packet company, of which Commodore 
Davidson was the president. An immense 
business was done by this company and it 
practically controlled the traflic of the 
river. In the sprint; of 1870 he moved 
from Sc. Paul and took up his residence in 
St. Louis, where he lived for about ten 
years. Ho then returned to St. Paul, 
where he has sincevresided. In 1SG4, .'65, 
'0f>, Tiis attention tfas called to the possi­
bilities in St. Paul real estate and he in­
vested a good deal of money in city prop­
erty and held on to it and at his death it 
was valued at $3,000,000. 

Edwr.rd Payson Weston, who excited so 
much attention as a pedestrian twenty 
years ago, is a reporter on the ]few York 
World and is worth about §30,000. 

At a meeting of the National Brewers 
Association in Baltimore, the report of 
the publication and vigilance committees 
were read. The latter was an elaborate 
argument to prove that beer-drinking was 
conducive to longevity, that beer should 
be classed as one of the necessaries of life 
and that temperance fanatics were blas­
phemous when they attempt to prove that 
God commanded abstinence. 

Mrs. D. C. Ryder of New York has dis­
covered that her butler recently substitut­
ed paste diamonds for $75,000 worth of 
real stone which she owned. 

At Rockville, Mo., John Vanderberg, 
charged with having chloroformed and 
ravished Miss Jennie Anderson, daughter 
of a leading citizen, was shot to death in 
the court room at the conclusion of the 
preliminary examination, by a brother of 
the girl. Miss Anderson confronted the 
prisoner and claimed to identify him. The 
judge had just announced that the prison­
er would bo held in $10,000 bail, when a 
shot rang out, followed in rapid succes­
sion by two more. 

The president appointed W. L. Reid, o 
Virginia, to be assistant reg ister of the 
treasury. 

In pursuance of the provisions of the act 
of congress approved March 4, 1887, rel­
ative to the industrial exposition, to be 
held in Minneapolis, the secretary of the 
treasury has issued a circular to custom 
officers, directing that no duty, fees or 
charges for customs services shall be ex­
acted on any article imported for exhibi­
tion, except HI case of withdrawal for con­
sumption in the United States. 

When the National Rifles of Washington 
were at Lake Minnetonka, in 1884, they 
were entertained at Minneapolis by Com­
pany A, of the First Minnesota regiment. 
They have never had an opportunity to 
return the complimeut until this drill. 
Recently they had the Minneapolis 
boys up to their quarters and treated them 
to a luncheon. Before Company A returns 
to Minneapolis the National Rifles will give 
them a reception and banquet.

At the session of the general council of 
the Reformed Episcopal church, at Phila­
delphia the following standing resolutions 
were reported from the committee on con­
stitution and carions and adopted: Re­
solved, First that the Reformed Episcopal 
Church recognizes adultery as the only 
scriptural ground for divorce; second, that 
this church forbids its ministers to perform 
the marriage ceremony for any divorced 
party unless the person from whom that 
party is divorccd lias been guilty of or is 
living in adultery; third, that nothing in 
these resolutions forbids the remarriage of 
a former husband and wife. 

The president has authorized the allot­
ment of lands in severalty to the Potta-
wattamies and absentee Shavynees in In­
dian Territory. 

R. G. Dunn & Co.'s weekly trade review 
of the 28th says: The most important 
news of tho week is that crop prospects 
have decidly improved. In view of the 
great speculation in wheat and the false 
reports carefully circulated by interested 
parties, it is of service to know that our 
agents telegraph: From Wisconsin. "Lo­
cal rains have helped the agricultural dis­
tricts;" from Minnesota, "Rains through­
out the northwest have very materially 
improved the crop prospects;"* from Kan­
sas City, "The prospects are excellent for 
exceptionally large crops." The cotton 
crop prospect is generally good. 

Steps have been taken by the Racinc, 
Wis., election officers to institute legal 
proceedings against Rev. Olympia Brown 
Willis on the charge of attempting to stuff 
the ballot boxes. Mrs. Willis is the leader 
of the woman suffragists of Wisconsin. 
The inspectors claim that Mrs. Willis, 
when her vote was rejected, attempted to 
force her ticket into the ballot box and 
was only prevented by the superior 
strength of the inspectors. 

Postoffices discontinued. Dakota: Eat­
on, Dickey county. Wisconsin: Holet 
Park, Shewano county. Postmasters 
commissioned—Iowa: Sherman J. Holt, 
Minnesata: Mcdelia.

Father Tosti, who holds a prominent 
position in the Vatican, will publish a 
pamphlet advocating a reconciliation be­
tween Italy and the papacy on the basis 
that the pope renounce all claims to tem­
poral power. 

It is officially announced that seventy-
five corpses have so far been recovered 
from the ruins of the Paris Opera Comique. 
It is expected that 100 will be found. 
Twelve English people lost, their lives by 
the burning. 

The lack of money for runningthe courts 
caused by the failure of the general defi­
ciency bill is beginning to be felt all over 
the country. Justice Miller expected to go 
out upon circuit work at once, but he re­
ceived a telegram from Judge G. W. Mc-
Creary, of the Eighth circuit, which in­
cludes Minnesota, saying that Justice Mil­
ler need not trouble himself to come west, 
as all the money was gone and no term of 
the circuit court could be held. 

Commissioner Sparks has recommended 
to the secretary of the interior that he re­
quest . the attorney general to institute a 
suit to vacate the patent for the Rancho 
El Llano d' Beuna Vista in California on 
the ground that fraud was used in procur­
ing the confirmation of the grant by the 
California board of land commissioners. 
Tho tract contains between 8,000 and 
9,000 acres. 

Secretary Bayard is credited with the re­
mark that "certain matters can better be 
settled in October at tihe extra session of 
congress;" but all the official or semi-official 
information which can be obtained tends 
to confirm the belief that the adminis­
tration not only has not decided to call 
an extra session, but that it does not con­
sider ao exrra session desirable. Secretary 
Fnircliild has said that the subject of an 
extra session has not been considered. 

The residence of Dr. De Groff, in Hobo-
ken, N. J., was robbed of $700 in money, 
$2,700 in Adams Express bonds and 
about $15,000 worth of silver ware. 
. Mr. Geo. -E. Lemon, general treasurer 
of the local fund, has completed and trans­
mitted to Mrs. Logan a detailed state­
ment of the source and respective amounts 
of the subscriptions to the fund, as well as 
the disposition made of the money. All 
the subscriptions have been paid except 
one by Geo. W. Murray, of Montreal, o! 
$1,000. The aggregate of the subscrip­
tions paid is $63,034.45. Th^re was one 
subscription of $2,000—Judge Hilton, ol 
New York; 25 of $1,000 each, 20 of $500 
each, 13 of $250 each, 11 of $200 each, 
41 of $100 and in smaller amounts down 
to $1. The money has all been. invested 
in United States 4 per cent registered 
bonds, with the exception of $13,000trans-
mitted to Mrs. Logan direct from Chicago, 
and $3,000 paid on a note against the es­
tate.

W HAT MR. LAMAR SAYS: 

Secretary Lamar is thus quoted: 
My letter to the president as to certain in­

demnity withdrawals is only the first step 
towards a revocation of all indemnity 
withdrawals remaining in all parts of the 
country. I am fully convinced that all 
the lands which have .been withdrawn 
Irsm settlement at various times to al­
low the land grant corporations to Belect 
indemnity lands from ought to be reopen-
id without delay for settlement, and this 
ls_ what I shall do. Every indemnity 
withdrawal will be revoked by 
me without unnecessary delay. My 
first order on the subject siin-
hly clears the ground for the complete ac­
tion on which I have determined. I shall 
revoke every indemnity withdrawal and 
open all indemnity lands to settlers at 
once. Within the granted limits the laud 
grant corporations have certain rights to 
the exclusion of the people. This is by 
act. of congress. Within the indemnity 
li'mits the corporations have their rights 
of selection only in common with the peo­
ple. 1 

INDIAN LANDS. 
The numerous leases of Indian lands by 

cattlemen I shall sweep away. If they 
were allowed to subsist, the Indians who 
have made leases of this kind, for which 
there is no authority of law, would be in­
duced to resist the law of congress com* 
Inanding their settlement iu severalty. I 
•hall, therefore, give proper notice 
presently that the cattle must be 
removed and the leases annulled. If we 
have been obliged to use troops to keep 
Settlers out of Indian lands, or lands held 
by agreement for Indians, then we may 
kurely use troops if necessary to driveoff 
and keep off cattle just as I have found it 
necessary lately to employ troops to tear 
down fences around public lands. I am 
hot fond of the use of troops, but when 
the cattle lease men will not obey in good 
faith, I shall not hesitate to compel 
gromot obedience. The law of congress 
* t be carried out. 

MILITARY DRILLING. 

FiratDar of the Militarr Drill st Washington. 
Washington Special 29th. The competi­

tive drill of infantry began a few minutes 
past 10 o'clock this morning. The com­
peting companies were limited in numbers 
to 24 men each with their three officers 
and two guides. The programme of 
maneuvers was to be deliver­
ed to each company comman­
der one hour before the time 
allotted for the corps' appearence, and the 
men were thereby to be kept in ignorance 
of the maneuvers they wero to execute un­
til the orders were actually given. They 
were to exercise first in the schools of the 
Boldier (that is without arms) then in the 
manual-at-arms and lastly inthesclioolof 
the company. Thirty minutes were allotted 
to each company to complete its pro­
gramme. 

Company A. of Minneapolis was the 
first company called. It was Company A's 
first appearance on any stage, so to speak, 
but Capt. Amory and his men were perfect­
ly cool and gave a most creditable exhibi. 
tion. Minnesotians were on hand in force 
in the grand stand encouraging the boys 
with hearty applause throughout their 
evolutions. Among them was Gov. McGill 
and his staff in full uniform. Congressman 
McDonald, Capt. Richardson, Senator 
Daniels, Major Straight and Judge Crowell. 
The company did well but failed to finish 
its programmee on time. The Eighth sep­
arate company, of New York (Seeley Citi-
tens' Corps of Rochester), was the next to 
appear. 

The third of the competing co mpanies— 
the Muscatine (Iowa) Rifles, Capt. C. F. 
Garlock—was marched at once to a cen­
tral position. Tho soldierly appearance 
of tho men, their showy but tasteful uni­
forms, and the remarkable accuracy ol 
their performance throughout, won them 
round after round*of applause. 

Company A, First battalion of Virginia 
troops (colored), and the State Guerd of 
Virginia (colored) appeared in turn and 
showed in their performances the results 
of careful drilling. The Vicksburg South­
rons were escorted to the grounds by their 
band and were greeted in advance 
by _ the welcoming cheers of 
their _ friends on the stand. Their 
marchiug and general appearance was very 
fine. Company A of tho Frst Virginia regi­
ment was the last of infantry competitors. 
The interest in the day's proceedings cul­
minated in the performance of tho Keck 
Zouaves of Johnston, N. Y. Their skir­
mish and bayonet drill were marvels of 
precision. 

Th number ot soldiers in camp has been 
variously estimated. Adjt. Gen. Carne-
then on being asked how many troops 
were now encamped said: 

I estimate there are about forty men to 
each company, and we have about seventy 
companies. This would give 2,800. 
About one-third of them are from Virginia. 
The boys are in good trim for the drill, 
and there is every reason to believe that 
it will ba an uuqualified success.

Ssprewe Court Decide* the Dei Hoalei Rim 
Caie; 

l?he settlers upon the Des Moines river 
lands, above the Raccddri Fdirksj Received 
in the supreme court another set-back to 
their cauiie that. leaves them practically 
without hope. Two weeks agd the case oi 
Edward F; Bullard against the DeA Moines 
& Fort Dodge Railroad company and 
others, in error to the stiprenie court df 
Iowa, was argued, and on Monday Justice 
Miller handed down a decision affirming 
the judgment ot the court below, and 
affirming also the title of -the railroad 
company to the lands. The court goes 
over the history of the case. After 
saying that the action of congress could 
not affect the withdrawals, the court con­
cludes: 

The title of the plaintiff therefore rests 
upon the settlement upon odd sections of 
land within five miles of the Des Moines 
river, which were reserved from sale or 
pre-emption at the time the settlements 
were made, Two of the settlements, which 
are the foundation of the plaintiff's bill, 
were made in May, 1862, only a few days 
before the passage of the act of July in the 
same year, and one of the settlements un­
der which the plaintiff' claims was made 
after the passage of this act. The title 
was transferred by that act to the state Of 
Iowa for the original purpose of the grant 
of 1846. The object of this bill is to have 
a declaration of the court that the title of 
the plaintiff under those settlements and 
pre-emption is superior to the title conferr­
ed by congress on the state of 
Iowa and her grantees under the 
act of July 12, 1862. If the land was at 
the time of these settlements and pre­
emption declarations effectually withdrawn 
from settlement, sale or pre-emption by 
the orders^ of the department which we 
have considered, there is an end to the 
plaintiff's title, for by that withdrawal 
the lands were reserved for another pur­
pose, to which they were ultimately ap­
plied by the act of 1862, and no title could 
be established or initiated because the 
land department had no right to grant. 
This proposition wiil be found supported 
by former decisions of this court which are 
decisions of tho whole controversy. The 
judgment of the supreme court of Iowa 
founded on tho same view of the subject 
as set fourth is therefore affirmed. 

The Collision of the Celtic and Britannic. 
Tho steamer Celtic,of the White Starline>

apt. Irving, of the Celtic, says: 
Shortly after noon on the 19th, when 

about 300 miles east of Sandy Hook, we 
ran into a fog. I reduced steam about one-
half and began blowing whistles at regular 
intervals. Extra lookouts were station­
ed and every precaution taken to 
to prevent a collision. It was a little 
after 5 o'clock when I heard the whistle ol 
another steamer off our starboard bow. It 
seemed at such a distance that I did not 
think there was any danger of our meeting. 
A few minutes later the same whistle 
sounded again—this time much nearer. I 
rang the bell to stop the engines, but just 
then the Brittanic loomed up on our star­
board, apparently trying to cross our 
bows.

The Driven Well Pstent Sustained. 
The United States supreme court an­

nounced decisions in about twenty cases 
and then adjourned. Among the cases of 
general interest was the following: 

Harris Eames against W. D. Andrews 
and others; appeal from the United States 
district court for the District of Connecti­
cut. 

The controversy relates to the validity 
of the "driven well patent." 

The importance of this litigation and 
the extent to which the people of the 
country are interested in it are shown by 
the fact that the number of driven wells iii 
the United States is between 500,000 and 
1,000,000. The court holds: 

First—That the grounds upon which it 
is sought to invalidate the reissued patent 
for the driven wells, as being for a different 
invention from that described in the origi­
nal patent, cannot be sustained. 

Second—That the invention had not 
been anticipated by others. 

Third—That there is a clear cause of in-
fringment. The validity ot reissued pat­
ent No. 4,372 is sustained. W. Green is 
therefore sustained and tho decree of the 
circuit court affirmed. Opinion by Judge 
Matthew. 

A. T. Beedle against Frank D. Bennett 
and others; appeal from the United States 
circuit court for the Northern district of 
Ohio. 

This is also a driven well patent case. 
Upon the grounds set forth in tho opinion 
of the preceding case, the validity of tho 
patent is sustained and the appellant held 
liable for infringment. The enect of these 
decisions is to make all users of driven 
wells not authorized under the patent, li­
able to damages for infringment. 

Official Statement of Nihilist Executions. 
It is officially announced that Andre-

jushkin, Ossipanoff Generoloff, Showy off 
nnd Uljanoff were executed for the part 
they took in the recent attempt on the 
life ot the czar. During the trial by the 
sefiate, in the presence of representatives 
of the various governments, the following 
transpired: 

Generoloff, who was a Don Cossack peas­
ant; Andrejushkin and Ossipanoff, citi­
zens; Showroff, a merchant's son, and Ul­
janoff, an official's son, together with Gor-
kunoff, Pilludski and Lukshewitzshe, no­
blemen; Kantscher, an oficial's son; Val-
ochoff, a citizen; Pashkovskio, an apothe­
cary's apprentice; Novorusskey, a palm 
reader's son and a candidate for the St. Pe­
tersburg Ecclesiastical academy; Anaajina, 
a peasant and a midwife, and Rebecca Sell-
inedova.a midwife, belonged to a crimminal 
society formed to overthrow the govern­
ment and establish a commune by violent 
revolution. In 1886 they formed a secret 
circle for terrorist action, and resolved in 
December to make an attempt to assas­
sinate the czar, for which purpose Genera-
loff, Anderjushkin and Assipanoff procured 
explosive bombs. On March 13. in com­
pany with Kantscher, Grokura and Voloch-
off who undertook to inform the bomb carri­
ers by a signal when the czar passed by, 
they went to the newsky prospect. It was 
their intention to throw the missiles under 
the czar's carriage aa he passed by, but the 
police frustrated their design.

Third district of New Jersey, Fifteenth dis­
trict of Now York, Sixth district of North 
Carolina, Sixth district of Ohio, Nineteenth 
district of Pennsylvania, First district of 
Texas, Fourth district ot Virginia, Third 
district cf Wisconsin, Sixth district of 
Wisconsin—in all twenty-two districts. • 

Father Keller Released from KJlmanham Jail. 
London Special: The court of appeals 

at Dublin has rendered a decision in ths 
case of Father Keller, a priest of Youghrl, 
imprisoned in Kilmainhamjail for refusing 
to testify regarding his conncction with the 
plan of campaign. The court holds that 
the warrant for Father Keller's arrest wae 
illegal, and reverses the decision of the 
court ot queen's bench. Father Keller Was 
released from prison at 3 o'clock Saturday 
the 21st inst. Ho was driven to tho Im­
perial Hotel in the lord mayor's carriage 
in company with Archbishop Walsh and 
Timothy Parrlngton, M. P., followed by 
a large crowd. At the lintel he was receiv­
ed by Shcey and Cully, mem­
bers of parliament, and a num­
ber of priests. Father Keller addressed 
the crowd from the window of the hotel, 
and said he might have been in prison un­
til doomsday before Justice Boyd would 
have released him. In reference to his 
treatment while in psison, he said the of­
ficials had shown him marked respect. To­
night a crowd of citizens are carrying ban­
ners, headed by bands, and parading the 
streets in honor ot Father Keller's release. 

Millions of Acres in Market. 
Land Commissioner Sparks, in speaking 

of Secretary Lamar's purpose to revoke 
tho orders of withdrawal of railroad in­
demnity lands, made by his predecessors 
from time to time since 1850, expressed 
the opinion that the revocation will result 
in 2,000,000 acres of land being thrown 
open to settlement and entry. The 
railroads which, it is said, will be 
most affected, and the states, terri­
tories and localities in which are located 
much the larger portion ol the lands to be 
restored are given in the order of the in­
terests involved as follows: 

The Northern Pacific in Montana, Dak­
ota, Washington Territory, Idaho and 
Oregon; the Atlantic &• Pacific in New 
Mexico, west of the Rio Grande and 
Arizona: the Southern Pacific in Southern 
California; the California & Oregon from 
Roseville Junction, near Sacramento, in 
California-, to the Oregon line: The Oregon 
& California from Portland to the Cali­
fornia lino.

Fourth-class postmasters appointed:

Edmund Von Tilly, professor of lan­
guages at Gastman's College, N. Y., com­
mitted suicide. He left a note requesting 
that his body by cremated. Prof. Von 
Tilly was an officer in the Austrian army 
and was decorated for bravery in battle. 
No cause is known for the suicide. 

The visible supply of wheat in the United 
States and Canada decreased 1,450,000 
bushels during the past week, corn decreased 
552,000 bushels, oats docreased 87,000 
bushels, and barley decreased 81,000 bus­
hels. Rye increased 19,000 bushels. The 
stock of wheat on hand is 43,018,000 
bushels. 

The President appointed Commodore D. 
B. Harmony, W. A Wallace, of New York; 
H. S. Van Eaton, of Mississippi; Asa Mor­
gan, of Arkansas; Thomas A. Logan, of 
Ohio, and Prof. D. C. Gilman, of John S. 
Hopkins University, as members of the 
board of visitors to the naval academy at 
Annapolis. 

With the exception of northern Wiscon­
sin, west of Hurley and down on the Goge-
big range, a distance of fifty miles, the fires 
are abating. In that territory they aro 
doing great damage in pine and hardwood 
lands. Jronwood is not burned ordainaged. 
The total insurance in the Lake Liuden 
tire was $397,000. 

A heavy thunderstorm passed over West-
port, Dak. Thegrading camp of John Coop­
er on the Aberdeen, Bismarck & Northwes­
tern railroad was struck by lightning, in­
stantly killing two laborers—Peter Nelson, 
who lived between Leola and Westport, 
and Charles Curtey ot Long Lake. Both 
were young men unmarried. Several other 
parties in the camp were injured but none 
seriously. 

In accordance with tho orders of the war 
department, Gen. Crook has ordered Com­
pany K, Ninth cavalry (colored), to Chey­
enne, and placed them under the direction 
of the interior department or land officials 
for the purpose of enforcing an order to 
tear down fences in public domains in Wy­
oming. Gen.Crooksay^: "Idon'taaticipate 
any trouble. Wyoming cattlemen are not 
fools, and will not oppose the government. 

Capt. L. W. Cole took a party of friends, 
composed of D. G. Stark, Geo. Wise, Mar­
ion Trip. Clarence Blood and Fred Cole, of 
Petoskey, Geo. M. Freeman, of Milwaukee, 
and Henry Blont, ot Chicago out for a 
sail on Traverse by Mich. The yacht was 
struck by a squall and capsized, throwing 
the partv into the bay. The following 
were drowned: D. G. Stark, George Wise, 
Capt. Cole, Fred Cole, Marion Trip. Capt. 
Cole's body was recovered. 

Andrew Springer of Illinois was lynched 
at Powhatton, Ark., for an outrage com­
mitted on Mrs. Montgomery recently. 
Springer was dragged out of jail with a 
rope around his neck, and made a desper­
ate fight for life. It required two or three 
men to hold him. He asked the mob to 
shoot him. but the request was refused. 
He was dragged a short- distance from the 
jail and hanged to a tree, his body after­
ward being riddled with bullets. 

There is now on hand the full amount 
for the completion of the Minneapolis 
postoilice building, tho total cost of which 
will be $592,51-4.56. Of this, however, 
there was expended for the site $92,514.56. 
Although all of the required money is avail­
able, this is not among the buildings set 
down for completion during tho year by 
tho supervising architect. Thereis, though, 
over $200,000 to carry on buildings, out­
side ot existing contract liabilities. 

Before the interstate commerce commis­
sion William Brown, in behalf of the Chi­
cago & Alton Railroad company, filed 
chargesagaingtthe Pennsylvania Railroad 
for violation of the third section of the act. 
He charges principally that the Pennsyl­
vania company had unlawfully given pref­
erence and advantages to the Chicago, Bur­
lington & Quiuc.vin the interchange of pass­
enger traflic to Chicago, nnd denies to the 
Chicago <fc Alton reasonable facilties for 
the interchange of passenger traflic. 

The war department has issued the fol­
lowing order: By direction ot the secre­
tary of war general orders No. 43 of 1883, 
is revoked, to take effect June 30, and 
therefore all work necessary for the care, 
preservation and repair of ordidanco and 
store at forts and in the hands of troops 
is declared to be the legitimate duty of the 
soldier. The commanding officers of all 
forts and other military stations will de­
tail on daily duty the men required for the 
proper care, preservation ot ordinanco 
and ordinance stores belonging to their 
commands.

The bal­
loon was inflated with hot air and ros< 
rapidly to a height of about seven hundred 
feet, Andrews clinging to a trapeze. Sud­
denly it was observed that the balloon 
had caught' fire, and Andrews was seen 
climbing upward to its mouth and en­
deavoring to put out the fire. His effort* 
were unsuccessful, and in two or thre< 
minutes the collapse came and the ceron-
auteame crashing down from the awful 
height and fell upon the root of a business 
block, his body being crushed beyond rec­
ognition,

Struction has issued a circular interpreting 
the law passed by the last legislature re­
quiring the teaching of physiology and hv« ' 
giene in the publiq Schools with reference 
tp narcotics and stimulants. He sum­
marises the results, which should 
be attained, at aa follows: . , 
.. Children should: be trained to a consci­
entious regard.for and ;obedience to hy-
peniclaw. .They should feel that laws of 
health are sacred, and that they ought 
not to do what in any degree impairs or 
threatens the health of the body. They 
should cultivate a high ideal of health, its 
beauty, its power and its usefulness; and 
withal cultivate an ambition toward 
physical as well as moral perfec­
tion. They should know how the 
elements of the world around them affect 
them, and condition the health and use °f 
their bodies, as (1) the structure of the 
body in its irame-work, muscles, nerves, 
organs of nutrition and of sense; (2) the 
sustenances ot the body in cleanliness, rest 
and clothing.

John Fiddes, postmaster at Jackson, 
is dead. He came from Sterlingshire, 
Scotlond, in 1881, and was a brother of 
Hon. Alex Fiddes. He van appointed 
postmaster in 1886, succeeding his brother. 

The ordinance submitting the proposi­
tion to bond the city of Winona for $100,-
000 in aid of the Winona & Southwestern 
railroad passed the council unanimously 
amid great enthusiasm. The only condi­
tion made is that twenty miles of road be 
completed and in operation by January 1, 
1889. 
At Litchfield court, the most impor tant ac 

tion on trial was that of James Martin, in 
dieted for stealing horses. lie pleaded 
guilty to the charge of larcency in the 
second degree, and was sentenced to three 
years in the penitentiary. 

At Ilawley, the farmer's elevator was 
burned with over 30,000 bushels of wheat.

At Minneapolis, Dr. Samuel Lindley sur­
prises his relatives and friends by com­
mitting suicide, without apparant reason. 

W. H. Jackson, of the Duluth theater, 
has received plans for his new theatre, 
which it is proposed to erect on Superior 
street this year. 

Lillie Fair, seventeen years old, was 
brutally murdered at Ashby, Otter Tail 
county. 

Judgo Brill at St. Paul has granted a de­
cree of divorce to Thomas B. Humphrey 
from his wife Lizzie, on the ground of de­
sertion. They were married at Hastings, 
Minn., in J uly, 1883. Plaintiff is a horse 
trainer, and when he removed to St. Paul 
his wife refused to come with him. and lie 
has not since seen her, although two years 
have elapsed. 

The arguments in the Nelson will ease 
were concluded at Minneapolis, the jury re­
tired, and in about five minutes returned 
with a verdict sustaining the will, which 
bequeaths all the property, valued at 
about $200,000, to the widow, Mrs. Em­
ily Nelson. 

A young gentleman whose name is believ­
ed to be Gill, and who is thought to belong 
in Minneapolis, arrived in a London 
(Eng.) hotel at the beginning of the week 
with plenty of money and baggage. He 
behaved so strangely he is believed to bo 
insane. He fasts for long intervals. 

Eric Hangros, whose daughter had been 
seduced by a man named Winter, in Moor-
head, was found banging to a tree, dead, 
near the latter town. 

The third quarterly financial statement 
of the state board of charities and correc­
tions has been issued by Secretary llart. 
It shows the total appropriations of the 
legislature for the fiscal year ending July 
31, 1887, for current expenses, lands, 
buildings, etc., to be$»iS0,19.*{.45. Theex* 
penses of the several institutions for the 
past nine months have been: Current ex­
penses, $307,116.81; lands, buildings, etc., 
$125,372.-17, a total of $432,489.28. 
There still remains undrawn from thestate 
treasury from the appropriations of the 
current and previous year a total of $333,-
010.42. The treasurers of the several in­
stitutions had on hand April 30. 18S7, 
$35,178.54.

Onedark night Abraham Adams of St.Pan! 
was walking along Jackson street and h< 
fell into a coal hole, sustaining injuriei 
that have since incapacitated him for tin 
performance of important vital function* 
He brought suit against the city to recov. 
er $10,000 damages. After hearing the ar­
guments in the case Judge Wilkin held 
that the city was not responsible, but that 
the owners and tenants of the buildini 
were liable unless they could show that 
they had license from the city to maintaia 
and operate a coal hole in the center of a 
public highway. The point is a novel one, 
and is the first of its kind in the state.
