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THE NEW ROAD.

Elsewhere in this issue will be found
ths Articles of Incorporation of the
Minnesota North 'tn Railway, an out-
line of which project we gave in last
week’s ADVANCE. Naturally enough,
the project has created a stir, and we
have been plied with questions all the
week as to whether or not the road
will be built. Qur uniform reply is
that the men who are backing this
project have enough money to make a
preliminary survey, secure the right of
way, and start the grading, and if the
people along the proposed line take
hold of the matter in earnest, the road
can be graded. The Manitoba would
then be glad to iron and operate it as a
part of their system. Iu fact the Man-
1toba is reaching for this lower coun-
try now, just as the Chicago systems
huye been reaching for the Northwest
and Manitoba. Worthington can and
will be one of the ganglia in this
grest Northwestern railroad nervous
systemn.

RAILROAD NEWS.

HO! FOR DULUTIL.

The building of the Minnesota Nor-
thern Railway mentioned in last week’s
ADVANCE, will give Worthington con-
nection with the Willmar & Sioux
Falls road, and thus afford us a nore
direct route to Duluth on the one hand
and Yankton on the other. The Gran-
ite Falls Journal says:

This time next year Granite Falls
will have direct railroad connection
with Duluth via the Willmar & Sioux
Falls line, without going through St.
Paul. The Manitaba company now
has a line from St. Cloud to Hinckly,
on the line of the St. Paul & Duluth
road, and from there they are now
making a survey for a line from that
point to Duluth, the roaéd to be called
the Lake Superior & Southwestern.
The line will ba completed early in the
spring, 50 that by the time the Will-
mar & Sioux Falls road is in operation
there will be a direct and through line
from Sioux Fall3 to Duluth, and we
predict that i year later it will be over
to Yunkton and on into Nebraska.
‘That the Willinar & Sioux Falls is to
be a regular trunk line i1s evidenced
from every move made in building the
road. When completed it will be the
best constructed road in the worth-
west,

TUE MINNESOTA NORTHERN.

T.e Currie Minnesotian, speaking of
the north and south road, a full ac-
count of which was given in our last
issue, says:

The work is now begun and begun in
earnest, and it only needs the active
support of those interested along the
proposed line to make it an assured
success. ‘There never was a better op-
portunity to lay a paying line of road
than at present north and south thro’
the western part of Minnesota. It is
needed to connect local poirn:ts and the
many lines of rail now runuing east
and west through the state, and all
these western Minnesota towns want
lumber from the five hard wood und
pine regions of the north and coal
from the coal mines of central [owa. A
road to each of these coal and lumber
regions would have heavy freights
each way, have a good local ~passenger
traffic, and control a large number of
summer tourists, and through passen-
gers traveling to Manitoba and North-
ern Pacitic points, the route from the
south being 80 much shorter than by
St. Paul.

Engineer Ben Woolstencroft and his
crew of surveyors began work Friday
on Capt. Aldrich’s place at the lake
and is surveying south to Worthing-
ton. The Currie depot will be either
east of the mill on the south side of
the river, or at the crossing between
the Methodist and Cathelic churches,
according as the ronte east or west of
the village is found to be the most
feasible. Assoon as the preliminary
survey is completed arrangements will
be made for right of way, and grading
can begin as soon as Jrost is out of the
ground in the spring.

In another article the- Minnesotian
8ays:

_We hope to be able in a few weeks to
give our readers the positive assurance
that the cars will be running from
Worthington thirough Fulda and
Avoca to this place before August. If
this fine open weather continues so the
survey and right of way work will not
be delayed, the road wil' be ready for
the graders as soon us the frost is out
of the ground in the spring, and it will
be a matter of only a few weeks, as
there are no heavy cuts or fills on the

line, and very little bridging to be
done.

. BOUNDS MORE LIKE BUSINESS.
The Fulda Republican says of the
new road-

The air is full of railroad now, and
the prospects are brighter for a north
snd south line than ever bhefore. A
company was formed at ‘Worthington
last week with C. H. Smith, president,
J. M. Dickson, vice president, Neil
Currie, treasurer, and J. H. Long, sec-
retary, to run a road from Worthing-
ton Fergus Falls, via Fulda, Avoca,
Currie and Marshall,

B. W. Woolstencroft with his crew
is out on the survey now. beginning at
Currie and running the line south to
Worthington, and after Lake Shetek
freezes over he will ~urvey the north
end of the proposed route.

This move sounds more like business
than anything we have heard yet, and
the local company has sufficient en-
cou ent to feel confident of being
able to bunild the road next snmmer if
the towns along the ronte do for them
what they ought and what they are

well able to do. A road north and
south through the western part of this
state will be a paying movement and
will bring all the junction points into
prominence, connecting the great hard
wood and pine belts of the north with
the coal ficlds of the south. It would
have heavy freight both ways, and its
passenger trains will control the travel
to Manitoba and Northern Pacific
points, the distance being so much
shorter than by St. Paul. The survey
is to be corapleted and right of way se-
cured this winter, then look out for
the dirt flying ns soon as the frost is
out of the ground in the spring.
