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EUROPEAN WAR AO A IN. 
Despatches for some days say that 

great war preparations are going on in 
Europe, and the opinion in government 
circles in llerlin and Vienna is that 
the allies mean to attack Russia in the 
8pring, or even sooner. The Iiunga* 
rian minister of public instruction 
says if war comes it will be due to the 
encroachments of Russia. 

This is the same tiling over and 
over. Utissia continues quietly and 
steadily to press down from the north 
all along the line Now it is England 
tli.it is alarmed about Russian move­
ments toward India, and then it is 
Germany and Austria that are alarmed 
about the pressure of llussia toward 
their fio itiers. 

This is not new. It's as old as Rus­
sia. The founder of the present em­
pire left instructions to his followers 
and fissured them that the destiny of 
tite North was n^aiu to overrun and 
occupy the South. 
' This, too, is in exact accordance 

with what is called Scriptural prophe­
cy. The Northern bear is to move 
down and conquer continental Europe, 
Asia Minor and Egypt* and then move 
against the western lion, or England. 
Having conquered these, the bear will 
move on America, compelling Europe 
fco join in the attack. While the Amer­
icans are lighting the monster, or 
while the two great principles of Mon­
arch ism and Republicmism are engag­
ed in a death struggle, (the greatest 
war ever known,) the people of Eu­
rope are to rise and sweep Monarchism 
and all the systems that have grown 
out of it from the earth. Thereafter 
the people are to rule. 

This is a very attractive and very 
probable program, and we hope to see 
it carried out in all save the horrible 
slaughter which may attend the wars. 

The Ne.v Yoik Herald advocates 
'•lead n bullets for strikers," the Chi­
cago Times the "use of gatling guns." 
and the JSt. Paul Globe the "hanging 
of all anarchists outgeneral principles." 
All three of thesrf papers are noted ad­
vocates of "state sovereignty" and the 
"rights of capital" and are opposed to 
nearly all anti-monopoly measures.— 
St. Paul Labor Echo. 

And they are all Democratic or semi* 
Democratic papers. The Republican 
party has always been blamed for fos­
tering and toadying to monopoly while 
the Democratic party has been called 
the party of free speech and of the la­
boring man. What hope is there for 
the people? Surely, the way things are 
going, the new party forming will 
sweep both the old ones aside. 

lly-the-way, speaking of what the 
monopolistic and monarchical classes 
say, did you ever hear of any of them 
being hanged for advising bombs, gat-
ling guns, hand grenades, poison, etc., 
for the poor man. 

Vanderbilt said, "public be d ," 
Thd N. Y. Herald says "bullets for 
strikers," the Chicago Times says 
"hand grenades and gatling guns" for 
the strikers, the Chicago Tribune is 
said to have advised putting "arsenic 
on the bread given to a tramp." and 
the press generally advises violent or 
forcible measures for suppressing 
trampism; the N. Y. Times advises 
the English system for America, viz: 
landlords and tenants. And so on and 
on. 

But these editors are not arrested 
even, much less hanged, for such ad­
vice, while poor Parsons and Spies, 
brother editors, are duly hanged, with 
200 gaping human beings looking on, 
and policemen clapping their hands 
and cheering as the drop falls and the 
poor fallows writhe iu the agonies of 
death. 

When we think of those four men 
bound hand and foot and strangled to 
death in the presence of 200 fellow be­
ings who watch every contortion; witb 
physicians to note the flutterings of 
the pulse from minute to minute as the 
poor fellows die; and with the police 
who secured their conviction actually 
clapping their hands for joy as themen 
writhe in the death agony; our blood 
boils and our cheeks blush with shame 
for the brutal, no, the fiendish and 
hellish spirit of the American people. 
When judicial murders are thus com­
mitted, with every detail laid before 
the public, are not the reformers right 
who say that the death penalty breeds 
murder and violence, instead of sup­
pressing them? Ho, we are not as civ­
ilized as the Romans whom we con­
demn for their gladiatorial contests, for 
there the victim had a chance for his 
life and died willingly, if overthrown. 
There the people went to witness a 
conflict; here they go to witness a de­
liberate murder, with the victim bound 
hand and foot.

OPEN LETTER. 

TO TIIE FARMERS OF NOBLES CO. 
EDITOR ADVANCE:—'The independ­

ent spirit shown in the replies to 
'-Non-Producer's" threatening letter, 
is very encouraging to the cause we 
labored to advauce. He is no doubt 
aware by this time that it was a hor­
net's nest he poked his nose into, and 
will probably steer clear of it hereafter. 
Backed by what he considers "superior 
combinations," he assumes that he has 
us by the throat, aud has only to in­
form us.to "take our proper places,"as 
he terms it, but in the end let us show 
him his proper place; let us answer his 
defiant and egotistical effusion in a 
way that will show him tha't he is the 
one who lacks "brkins" and education 
in this matter; let us answer him by 
moving forward in a thoroughly organ­
ized body, takiug possession of our 
rights aud wresting from him and his 
ilk the power to rob and oppress us. 
He but echoes the sentiments of a pow­
er of which he is but a tool, but at the 
same time a power which is more to 
be feared than the most of us are 
aware of, but which would sink into 
insignificance before that of a thor­
oughly organized people. This power 
of monopoly, though a giant in its 
strength, can be utterly crushed out of 
existeuce if the people will throw their 
united force against it. Let us not de< 
ceive ourselves with the idea that oth­
ers will do this for us. We have one 
and all got to act in concert, and act 
MOW, or we will soon be bound in 
chains that cannot be broken except 
by a war that would exceed iu fuiy 
and bloodshed the rebellion itself 
This power has many and forcible 
ways of holdiug us where we are, and I 
can give you a belter idea of it by 
quoting an extract from the address 
of the Natioual Alliance to the Ameri­
can people. It says: 

The people are iu the clutches of 
merciless power, more dangerous to 
public liberty aud more difficult to con­
trol than anything they have ever been 
c in pel led to combat. This new foe 
to freedom, as at present mauaged, or­
ganized for greed, and existiug to cor­
rupt, spreads is baneful influence ev­
erywhere; its servauts never sleep; its 
tax gatherers collect tribute day and 
uight; its spies are in every communi­
ty; men in places of publio trust and 
honor (?) are its paid adherents; its fa­
vorites are more powerful than princes; 
honorable business men must crawl at 
its feet for permission to carry on a 
successful business; great citieB are in 
its toils; it degrades to its vile pur­
poses the officials of sovereign states; 
its grip is on the continent; not alone 
by vulgar bribery does it seek to con­
trol the country; it becomes all things 
to all men. So t hat its purposes are ac­
complished. Their strongest hold is 
to fill official positions with those who 
will honestly explain away laws made 
for the protection of the people, while 
their plundering still goes on. 

It acceded to the demands of the 
people to a small extent in order to 
gain time to more thoroughly concen­
trate its forces, and now its serpent 
hiss of defiance is sent out, and its 
tools, like "Non-Producer," catch up 
the refrain, thinking the battle won 
for all time. But this giant cau be ef­
fectually crushed by the people if they 
have the will to do it. I wish to im­
press it on the mind of every farmer 
in the county that this is of far more 
importance than we are aware of. We 
have been too easily quieted by the 
thought that this was uot as bad as 
represented; or that the work would go 
ou without our individual assistance. 
Do not let us make this mistake any 
longer. We had better take a small 
portion of our time from the farm than 
to let the monopolists have it all their 
own way, for the sake of the few extra 
dollars we can make by that extra time 
at home, and lose our liberty in the 
end. We have been told that this or­
ganizing of the people was merely the 
t rick of a few to grind a political ax. 
Never was anything more false. Every 
man connected with the Farmers7 Al­
liance is a practical farmer, and has 
the farmers' interests at heart. Words 
are not strong enough to do justice to 
the case. Let us consider it our sacred 
duty, not only to ourselves but to those 
who are to succeed us, to free our­
selves from this yoke of oppression 
Where would we have been to-day if 
our forefathers had submitted tamely 
to tyrrany and oppression? 

Let not one of us stand back, think­
ing the rest will carry on the work 
without him. That is just what crip­
ples the work of the Alliance. Let us 
thoroughly inform ourselves of these 
matters and agitate them in se'ason 
and out of season until every farmer in 
the Northwest fully comprehends the 
extent of the frauds and extortions 
practiced upon him. It behooves us 
tobeeyeron our guard against this 
hydra-headed serpent Monopoly. Not 
only our financial interests but our lib­
erty also is at stake. "Non-Producer" 
may be alone in his egotistical assump­
tions regarding this particnlar Alii 
ance but he is not alone in his defiant 
threats against the people.

TUB LIBRARY. 
EDITOR- ADVANCE:—A misappre­

hension existing in the minds of some 
of our citizens in regard to the disposi­
tion of the Village Library, I have been 
requested to make a statement of the 
case, and I will endeavor to do so 
fairly. 

In the first place, as is well known, 
there Is as yet no "library fund," and 
the directors, fiom force of circum­
stances, were compelled to go slow in 
the matter of expenditure. Mr. Frank 
Lewis was consulted aud kindly con­
sented to take charge of the books free 
of charge, with the understanding that 
he was only to deliver books two hours 
each day, and that in the evening, and 
that a oase for the books be furnished 
him. Afterwards the Young People's 
Christian Association came forward 
with the statement that they were fit* 
ting up a suite of rooms, to include a 
reading and library room, and a room 
for the meetings of the society, which 
were to be kept open all of eaoh even­
ing in the week except Sunday, and the 
sooietv requested the direetors to place 
the village library in (hair librae? 

room, subject to the order of the direc­
tors at any time. They at first de­
manded that the directors pay the li­
brarian for bis services, but ascertain­
ing oar finanoial condition, they gener-
erously agreed to handle the books free 
of charge. 

At first the directors favored the 
proposition, but afterward objections 
were raised, and finally when the prop­
osition came up for decision there were 
four in favor aud three opposed. One 
of the directors was absent, who was 
opposed to, and one who was in favor 
of the proposition. 

Personally, I deprecate anything 
like a wrangle, and hoped that the li­
brary, being intended to benefit the 
whole people aud not any particular 
ehurcli, sect or clique, as was suggested 
in the ADVANCE article last week, 
could be kept entirely free from eutau-

!
:lements of any kind. The points in 
avor of 'the locatiou offered by the 

Young'Peopled Society were, a room; 
lighted and warmed; a reading room 
wliere persons could sit and read, if so 
disposed; rooms open all of each evening 
during the week; a separate entrance 
frojo the hall communicating with the 
library;^competent person in charge; 
a case, or covered shelves, for the 
books; and all without any expense to 
the village. I may be mistaken, but I 
do not think the members of the Young 
People's Society will obtrude their re­
ligions attentions upon the patrons of 
the library. 

In view of our necessities and the 
foiegoing facts, I felt that the inter­
ests of the library itself and the publio 
convenience would be better subserved 
for the-present by accepting the offer 
of the society, than in any other way. 
If at any time it appears that the in­
terests of the library are suffering, I 
should certainly favor a change, but I 
trust that a fair trial may result in 
demonstrating the wisdom of the ac­
tion as taken. 

I write individually and sign my own 
name, as I do not assume to express 
the views of any one else.

BAIL ROAD NEWS. 

Surveyor Woolsteucroft, with his 
corps of chain-men, got into Worthing* 
ton on Friday evening last, having run 
a preliminary line from Currie to Wor? 
thington, via Fulda. He . followed 
the quarter line just half a mile west 
of the townshipJine ot Lorain, Hersey 
and Graham Lakes, or half a mile west 
of the county road, bringing them in 
between the Matson and Tharp places.. 
This bee line was followed almost from 
the county line, and lie reports .an ex­
cellent route, w ith scarcely any fills or 
bridges, except at the crossing of Jack 
Creek. 

The distance to Fulda by the propos­
ed route is a fractiou over 17 miles, and 
to Currie a fraction over 32 miles. 

The towns along the liue, as far as 
surveyed, are situated about as fol­
lows: 

Fulda, i mile west and 17 miles north 
of \Vorthingtonr; Avoca, 2 miles west 
and 4 miles uorth of Fulda; Currie, 1 
mile west and 0 miles uorth of Avoca. 

So soon as Mr. W. has his plats 
completed, he will again visit Worth-
ington, when a meeting will be called, 
aud the public will have an opportuni­
ty to post up more minutely as to the 
new roud and the route it expects to 
follow. 

Meanwhile, look at your maps and 
trace a line from Worthington to Mor 
ris and Fergus Falls, and see whether 
a better route can be found for a north 
and south road.
