70 CONGRESSMAN LIND.

One of your *‘constituents,” and one
who helped elect you to the resporsible
position you now hold, wishes to call
your attention to a matter of vast im-
portauce mnot only to all newspaper
publishers, but to the very liberty of
the press itself. The matter is this:

You are aware that at the closing
hours of the 42d Congress, when a host
of bills was rushed through “amid the
most disgraceful confusion 2nd up-
roar,”’” a bill was passed known as the
Comstock Postal Law, or section 3893
of the Revised Statuies. Although its
passage was urged ostensibly for a good
purpose, it was intended as a man-trap
to cateh and imprison all free thouglht
publishers.

Under this most infamous law, which
would not have been tolerated during
the anti-war period of our history,
acores of publishers and editors have
been hounded and persecuted by a man
named Authony Comstock, who secur-
ed the passage of this law, and who is
paid $4,000 a year by a Society in New
York organized ¢stensibly to suppress
vice, but really to suppress (ree thought
literature.

Under this most iniquitious law,
which dvestroys the inviolability of
the mails, and puts mnocent men at
the mercy of such spies, decoys, and
crime-procurers as Anthony Comstock,
The editor of the New York ‘I'ruth
Seeker was sent to the penitentiay for
one year for simply mailing a philoso-
phical pamphlet or tract to this pro-
curer of ctime, who wrote a decoy let-

. ter asking for the tract. Theeditor of
the Northern Ohio Democrat is now
serving o term of one year in prison
for mailing an edition of his paper
contuining an account of a saduction
affair which is no worse than the body

of the sedu:ction, divores, rape and oth--

er mere news matters published every
day. Unler this law a prominent cite
fzen was held in the Toombs in New
York city for some months for publish-
ing passages from the Bible, and was
then released because the Comstock
gang decided that if tried and conyict-
ed, the resuit would be to prove the
Bible an obscene book. Under this
most pernicious law a refined Jady, 60
years of age, was dragged from her
home in Virginia and lodged in several
filthy jails, to sleep with insane per-
sons, and was finally tried and found
guilty, Iler offence was mailing pa-
Pers upon a scientific work which she
was writing. She was saved from the
penitenti .ry by a mere technieality.
The editor of a New York paper,
House and Home, had an edition held
back two weeks by the postmaster be-
cause he thought he saw an unmaila-
ble advertisement in the paper. These
are only a few instances, among scores,
of the wrongs which are being com-
mitted under a law which i3 unconsti-
tutional,

Now for the present application of
all this:

The enemies of free thought having
gained so much power to punish free
thinkers and writers, the medical and
other bigots, who desire monopoly and
who labor for class legislation, have
secured the introduction of an amend-
ment to this infamous I’ostal Law.
This amendment is known as H. R.
7544, and it proposes to add to the law
the words ‘‘filthy or disgusting” so
that any one who mails matter which
can be construed into being *‘filthy or
disgusting,” will be liable. Uuder
this, all medical advertisements, except
those of the regular doctors, would be
excluded from newspapers, and all de-
tails of any event whatever, if these
details could be construed into ‘being
*“*disgusting” to any one, would lay
editors and publishers liable to impris-
onment.

You will doubtless be called upon to~
vote upon this amendment, this at-
tempt to tighten the grip of the ene-
mies of the liberty of the press. We
call your attention to the fact that the
laws of each State are ample to regu-
late publications within their respec-
tive limits, and that the use of the U.
8. Postal System as a trap by which
one class of religious, medical or other
thinkers can persecute and imprison
other classes, is most unjust, uncon-
stitutionaland un-American.

The deadly cyclone is already mater-
ializing and those who escape the
**blizzard” are victims of the still more
furious and destructive cyclone. On
Sunday afternoon the town of Mount
Vernon, Lll., a town ot about 2,000 in-
habitants, was destroyed. Some 500
houses were demolished, including the
business part of the town. 'The loss is
estimated at nearly $1,000,000. 20 to30

rsons were killed and over 100 ‘in-
ured. Many of the buildings took fire
after falling and people were roasted
alive in the burning ruins, shrieking
and calling in vain for help.

The blizzard is bad enough, but it
gives a man a chance for his life, while
these terrible cyclones seem to com-
bine all the calamities in one and "give
the poor people no chance. They are
8 blizzard multiplied by thousands, a
thunder and electric storm, a railroad
accident, a holocaust, and a flood, all

in one. -

Audther point is that the clause re-
pealing the former election law, does
not mention mnor repeal chapter ten
which provides for the holding of
township and village ¢lections.

It seems plain enough that the
legislature blundered in this as it did
in many other matters.

Aproros of this subject, the Su-
preme Court has just rendered a deci-
sion of interest to villages incorporat-
ed under the general law.

The case was one from Watonwan
county, where the point was raised
Lhat Lheelection in Madelia was illegal,
because a separate election was beld in
that village.

Tue court held that the village was
not a separate district but that the pub-
lic wellare demanded that the vote
should rot be disregarded in this case.
Following is the text of the decision:

Villages, under the general villuge
law of 1835 (chapter 145), do not con-
stitute election districts for state and
county elections separate from the
townships in which they are situated.
A general state election for such a
viliage, was held in the village,
and separate from that held in
the township. The village officers
acted as ofticers of the election. No
other irregularity and no fraud being
suggested, and there being no
reason to doubt the good faith of
the electors and officers, nor suppose
that the irregalarity had effected the
result or east any uncertainty upon it,
the vote of the village should not be
disregarded. Thereturn of the judges
of election is not econclusive in an elec-
tion contest, and the ballots not hav-
ing been so kept that they might not
have been changed, the parol evidence
of the jundges of election as to the re-
sult of the ballot as counted and de-
clared at the polls is admissible.

The gencral election law of last
winter, except some of its provisions
which Ly their terns apply only to cit-
ies of certain population, applies to an-
nual town meetings, and the register
should be prepared according to the
provisions of the act of last winter
found in section 6. In newlyorganized
towns Lhe registration previous to the
town meeting provided for in the act of
last winter i8 not required. See sec-
tion 71. Insuch cases it comes under
the law relating to the organization of
towns. The secretary of state advises
me that - he will have the necessary
blanks ready for use at the spring
election.
