The storm for the 19th 
got he: e, but was about 149 parts wind 
as Lincoln said. There was not 
enough snow left to fill the air. For 
snow, go East, young man. 

The ADVANCE last w •••!; cr*ve a pret­
ty full general account of the terrific 
blizzard which truck the Atlantic 
States Sunday evening and paralized 
everything. It continued about the 
usual three days of the Northwestern 
blizzard and wat in one respect worse 
than any ever known in the North­
west, viz: in the overwhelming masses 
of snow which fell, 1'lie loss of life 
has beeu much greater than by the 
great Western blizzard of last winter, 
wliil" the suffering, inconvenience and 
loss to business, is as much greater as 
the population is greater.. In fact, in 
these latter respects. New York and 
the Bast can multiply our blizzard by a 
million or two to get at the correct 
comparison. 

Below are still further details of this 
great blizz ird, the greatest ever known 
on the continent: 

DROWNED AND FROZEN. 
Capt. Burn's brig Starke returned 

from Capes to-day and says: "I be­
lieve that all the schooners that passed 
the Ca|H'S since the beginning of the 
storm are lost. 

Mrs. Sophia Garbcr aged sixty six, 
was found frozen to death in her home 
near Pottstowu, Pa., last flight. 

It is estimated that at least 1,000 
poles are down between New York and 
Washington, and the forces of the 
company are being concentrated be­
tween the two points foi the purpose 
of constructing a temporary line. 

FEARFUL LOSS OF LIFE. 
New York—Reports from island 

points and along the coast bring a 
tearful story of the loss of life. From 
almost every village there come reports 
of freezing.* Old vesselmen say there 
has not beeu sucli a storm 011 the 
waters in their memory, and that sev­
eral vessels have beeu tost with all on 
board. 

li iscoe Conkliugsaid that he had a 
fair constit ution and had been in some 
pretty tight places in 1.is life, but that 
lie had never fousid himself as far gone 
physically as on Monday night in Un­

til square. Long Island City streets 
are blocked. Twenty funerals en route 
to Calvary cemetery are stuck in snow 
drifts on B >rden avenue. The corpses 
had to be taken into houses near by 
over night. Sonoe of the mourners, 
drivers and horses had to be dug out 
nearly frozen to death. l<i Pennsyl­
vania freight yard a car loud of sheep 
perished. 
GREAT LOSS OF LIFE AND PROPERTY. 

There was a milk amine in N. York 
and Philadelphia and almost a coal 
famine. 50c a quart for milk and $15 a 
ton for coal. 

Two thousand business ra»n from 
Mott Haven were snowed in near Pel-
hamville, a suburb of New York, since 
Monday morning. An afternoon paper 
estimates the business los^, contingent 
loss and actual pecuniary outlay, 
which the storm will occasion in New 
York city, at. no less than $7,000,000, 
and loss to the state involved $^0,000,-
000. Of the twenty-nine staunch b'-ats 
that compose the harbor fleet of New 
York, twelve are safely iu port, having 
outridden the storm, nine were wreck­
ed Monday and eighteen, which were 
out on the open sea. remain utterly un­
heard of. I11 Brooklyn fifty eight 
people enquired at police headquarters 
last night for missing friends. None 
of the missing ones could be foui-d in 
the station house and it is feaied that 
many have been lost. Among theee re-
portrd missing sire several school child­
ren. James W. Fitzgerald, a farmer 
living threi unles from Lorrain, went 
there Monday to buy groceries and left 
for home at 8 o'clock in the evening. 
Yesterday morning his horse was 
found i'< a field half frozen. Fitzger­
ald is undoubtedly buried under the 
snow. At Camdem, N. J., the wind 
has blown nearly all the water out of 
the Delaware river, and the city's 
water supply is exhausted. Should a 
fire break out it would have a clean 
sweep. Public offices are closed and 
private business is almost suspended. 
People are melting snow for drinking 
water and all the factories have been 
shut down. 

SUFFERING ON TRAINS. 
A Reading (Pa.) dispatch says: Some 

terible stories of suffering are told by 
meu who were eugaged yesterday in 
opening the railroad. Th« wind blew 
with great velocity, the temperature 
rauging from 6 deg. below zero to 10 
deg. above. Many persons engaged in 
opening the roads were overcome by 
the cold. The dead bodies of three 
men are reported to have been found 
between the city and Poltstown. 
Cattle have perished from cold and 
teams had to be abandoned on the 
roads. Barns were unroofed, fences 
blown down and mighty forest trees 
leveled by the storm. Passengers on a 
train on the East Pennsylvania rail­
road, after having been snow bound 
twenty 'our hours, were rescued, half-
starved and nearly frozen to death. 
Among them were three ladies. The 
gentlemen, atter effecting their escape 
from the train, procured two sleighs 
and returning placed the ladies in 
them. They dragged the sleighs 
through snow drifts to Morristown, 
about a mile, reaching that place thor 
oughly exhausted. 

GREAT WRECK OF VESSELS. 
LEWES, Del., March 14—Additional 

advices were received here to-day from 
Delaware Brakewater fully corroborat­
ing the terrible title of exposure, loss of 
life and damage of shipping which pre­
vailed on Sunday night during the 
heavy storm. It is stated that twenty 
two persons were drowned or frozeu to 
death. A number of vessels of all des­
criptions were sunk, several were so 
badly damaged that they are now 
practically valueless, while many were 
sranded so far upon the beach that it 
still very likely require weeks to float 
them. The privations of the crew are 
extremely pitiful. During the night 
twenty-eight barks and schooners were 
driven ashore and forced above high 
water mark on the shore. The total 
loss of shipping is estimated at be­
tween $400,000 and $500,000. Onty 
two bodies have been recovered. The 
harbor is choked with fragments. 

MANY LIVES LOST. 
New York, March 15.—It is impos­

sible to est imate the extent of the loss of 
life. A great mar.y people are missing 
and the snow will have to be cleared 
away before the missing ones can be 
accounted for. Almost hourly reports 
are coming in from the surrounding 
country of fatalities resulting from the 
storm. It is feared that over twenty 
lives have been lost in Essex county, N. 
J., alone. 

A train was snowed up several days 

between Trenton and New York for 
several days. 

The experiences of the travelers were 
fearful. During two nights they were 
obliged to walk np aud down through 
the cars to keep from freezing. Fires 
were kept burning in the stoves, but 
the wiud blew so fiercely that they did 
not warm the cars. Several of them 
attempted to walk to Princeton Junc­
tion, half a mile and nearly perished in 
the drifts. They returned to the train 
with great difficulty. Many of them 
when brought to Trenton had their ears 
and feet badly frozen. While on the 
train they hid no provisions until 
Tuesday morning when some farmer 
brought sandwiches to the cars and 
asked fifty cents for them. 

X SUFFERING AND LOSS OF LIFE. 
NEW HAVEN, Conn.. March 15.—The 

steamer Klin City brings word of 
terrible suffering and loss of life on the 
sound. Reports come of terrible suf­
fering throughuot the state, and espec­
ially on the coast. Many lives have 
beeii lost by accident and exposure to 
the storm. 

WOU8T OF THE CENTURY. 
PITTSFIE D, Mass.. March 15 —The 

snowstorm now prevailing here is the 
worst of the century. One passenger 
train is stalled twelve miles east of 
here with seventy-two passengers on 
board, who are suffering extremely 
from want of food and fuel. 

COMPLETE PROSTRATION. 
Boston. March 15.—The storm has 

now raged for two days all over New 
England as for as scanty coram OIICH 
tions could reach. Every railroad out 
of the city is blockaded completely aud 
the only telegraphic communication is 
by the Commercial Cable company's 
line to Rockport, Me., and thence 
by cable to Loudon. Never before 
was there such a complete prostration 
of business, and the damage of prop­
erty is enormous. . 

800 DEAD BODIES. 
One of the most distressing circmu-

stances connected with the blizzard 
was the inability to bury the dead, 
wit h the pitiful heartrendingsof hund­
reds of the near and dear ones caused 
by horrible delays. It is estimated 
that at lenst 800 bodies are at present 
lying in the hands of the undertakers 
of this-city, who despite their hardest 
efforts, are entirely unable t > convey 
them to their last resting places. 

ALONG THE CI1ESAPEAKE. 
It is iinposible now to estimate the 

full damage of the storm on the Ches­
apeake, as it will be a week before the 
returns can lm gathered. From the 
data at hand, between 100 :*nd 200 ves­
sels were either cast ashore, capsized 
or sunk, from thirty to forty were 
wrecked and twelve to thirty people 
were drowned. 

TERRIBLE SCENES. 
Thousands of guests were turned 

iway from the hott-ls. Many of thein 
begged pitifully for cots in the corrid-
>rs. They were visitors to the city, 
who could not get away. Even women 
were turiud out into the pitiless gale. 

In fact, it was a day and a'night that 
shall always be memorable as long as 
the present generation lives. Nothing 
even approaching it was ever known. 

WORST EVER KNOWN. 
PITTSBURG, Pa., March 13 —Trainmen 

pronounced it the worst storm ever 
known in these reigi->ns. Business on 
the Pennsylvania railroad between this 
city aud Philadelphia is completely 
paralized. Never before in the history 

f the railroads has there been such a 
blockade.

The Alliance met last Saturday, with an unu­

sually full house. A ere tt amount ot interest 
was manifested and a good many new members 
were admitted. Mr. Bond repor .ed a growing 
interest in the Al!ian<*e among farmers, and 
good prospects for organizing additional Alli­
ances. 

The following members were appointed by the 
president as committee on resolutions: G. S. 
Bond, Edward Mott, M. Doane. 

The matter of taxation aud duties of assessors 
was brought up by Mr. James, and after consid­
erable discussion the following resolution was 
offered by Mr. Mott and adopted by the Al-
liaucc: 

WHEREAS. AS it has been a ustom among as­
sessors to place animals on the assessment roll 
that are from one to three months under one 
year old because they were apparently of equal 
value with others that were fully one year oM, 
and as this has given dissatisfaction among far 
mers, and as the only pre-ent way of settling 
the questi'in to the satisfaction o' farmers, is to 
adhere strictly to the letter of the law. be it 

RESOLVED, That no stock be assessed hereaf­
ter that is not lully one year old. 

Mr. Bond then gave a short address on the in­
terests of the farmers and laborers tn general 
and of Nobles county in particular, and closed 
by offering th? following preamble and resolu­
tions, which were fully and unanimously adopt­
ed by the Alliance: 

WHERKAS, Every principal of true political 
economy demands tnat the productive iudus 
tries of the communities and states receive the 
fostering care of government, to tlie end that 
natioual wealth and prosperity may be increased 
aud assured, and 

WHEKKAS, the productions of agriculture are 
the foremost and essential source ol our national 
wealth and greatness, especially so of Nobles 
Co. and this senatorial district, and 

WHERKAS. There is a large dassof enactments 
upon the statute books of the state of Minnesota 
which are uniriendly to the interests <>f agricnl 
ture. and others that are positively detrimental, 
and it long continued will prove destructive to 
those interests, be it 

RESOLVED, That we, the farmers of Nob'es 
Co , do distinctly <ieclare that in the exercise of 
our right of suffrage, so far as the choice of leg 
islative representatives is concerned, we will 
not hold ourselves bound by p-trty fealty, but 
hold ourselves at liberty to cast our votes for 
such candidates for legislative positions as shall 
be In sympathy with and approve of the resolu 
tions adopted by the state Farmer's Alliance at 
their annual meeting held at St. Paul, Minneso­
ta, Feb. 4th and 5th. 1887, and if elected, use 
their best exertions in obtaining the passaee of 
such laws as will remedy the evils complained 
of in the resolutions adopted at that meeting. 

Mr. Mott then gave a very able address on 
monopoly in general and the tricks and traps of 
monopolists in particular, which was well ap­
plauded by the house. 

It was then decided that the next meeting be 
held in one week, and as there is considerable 
work to be done before seeding commences, 
necessitating a lengthy session, the meeting 
wilt begin at to o'clock In the forenoon, and 
continue, with Intermission for dinner, until 
the business Is finished. Remember the time. 
Saturday, the2fth. 10 a- m. Let everyone be on 
hand as early as possible and aid in pushing the 
work toward the goal of our intentions, before 
the iron grip of monopoly tightens around us so 
as to render us unable to work.
