At (he District Convention held at Mankato 
Tuesday, according to expectations, John Lind 
was re-nominated for Congress, by acclama­
tion. W. N. Leland, of Wells, and H. J. 
MUler, of Rock County, were elected delegates, 
with r. V'. Collins, of Nicollet county, and L. C. 
Heir, of Murray county, as alternates, to the 
National Republican Convention at Chicago. 
Resolutions were adopted, commending the 
course of Lind, especially on the tariff, condemn­
ing the Mills bill as being sectional and incon­
sistent. and denouncing the present administra­
tion in general. . 

The following strong temperance resolution 
was the subject of considerable discussion, but 
passed by a large majority: r. 

•'We dare denounce the saloon as the enemy 
of all that is good in stiife and nation. That it 
is a dangerous b«»dy and has no place in our on­
ward march. That the liquor traffic is tlie all 
fruitful source of crime, Illiteracy, and poverty. 

UHESHAM I.KADING. 
The ADVANCE said last week, in 

summing up the Presidential situation: 
Of other candidates, Gresliam, of 

Indiana, is to day the strongest al­
though his own State has declared for 
Ilitrrison. Illinois has declared for 
Gresham, and one thing is to be notic­
ed, Gresham is mentioned everywhere 
as strong and much liked and is tacitly 
admitted to be second choice. This 
ought to make him the nominee, when 
the break up comes as it usually does. 

Since this w.is published, Minnesota 
lias been heard from. The Republican 
conventions held Friday and Saturday 
expressed the views of delegates as to 
choice for president. Gresham is flrst 
choice in many of them, and in nearly 
all, as in our own Nobles county con 
vention, he is second choice. 

The people are turning to Gresham, 
and if they stick, the politicians will 
fall into line. 

RAILROAD RESPONSIBILITY FOR 
FIRES. 

A case was decided at the recent 
term of court whjch is of considerable 
importance to both the railroad coui' 
pauies and the people along the Hues. 
This was the case of Thomas vs. the 
<J. St. P. M. & O. R. R. Co., where the 
plaintiff sued for damages from Ore 
set by an engine. At the former trial 
it will be remembered, this case went 
agaiust the railroad company, but the 
attorney of the road, D. Rohrer, secur­
ed a rehearing and this time the rail­
road company won. 

In this case the man's grain was 
stacked three-fourths of a mile from 
the track, but he did not make any ef­
fort to protect the stacks until he saw 
the tire. The Judge held substantially 
as follows: 

That one living near a railroad track 
is bound to take notice of the danger 
he is in, and must use ordinary care 
and diligence iu protecting his prop­
erty from iires originating from the 
railroad. If he fails to do so, he can­
not recover damages. Those who 
stack grain or hay on the open prairie 
in the vicinity of a railroad track, 
must use ordinary care in protecting 
the same, otherwise they cannot recov-
er. 

We understand that the railroad 
company lias decided to pay no claims 
when parties have had reasonable time 
to protect their property and have 
failed to do so. Our readers should 
m:ike a note of this, and act according­
ly. 

We are informed that Judge Sever­
ance recently rendered a decision in 
Faribault county similar to the above. 

The Adrian Guardian last weel$ con­
tained this fling at Worthington: 

A party was out from Worthington 
Tuesday with a lot of buffalo fish, and 
we are credibly informed that they 
were caught in a blocK and a half of 
the court house A fine place for the 
county seat, provided one is fond of 
mud and suckers and milk for a diet.
