ERN.

The Railroad Meeting at Fulda—
Speechesand Enthusiasm—Importance
of the Line—To Connect the Iowa
Coal Fields with the Lumber Regions—
A Link in a Great Chain.

A brief allusion was made in last week's AD-
VANCE to a rallrond meeting held at Fulda on
Tuesday evening In the interest of bonding Bon-
din township to the amount $5,000 in ald of the
Minnesota & rNorthern Railway. In com-
pany withHon. J. P. Moulton and Judge Wil.
son woe attended this meeting, and notwith.
standing the rain and the almost impassable
coudition of the roads in places, we found that
Currie had senta strong elegation composed
of Mr. Currie, Editor Maxwell, Mr.
I'ruecke and Reverend J. H. Long.
Fulda and vieinity turned out in the rain and
filled Masonie Hall.

J. M. Dickson was called to the chair and Ed-
dltor Woolstencroft was chosen secretary of the
meeting.

J.H Long, Secretary of the company, read the
proposition to the votersof Bondin township and
dwelt upon the points as he proceeded. He cited
the examples of Fergus Falls and Fargo, the
former having the water power and the natural
advantiges, while the latter had the enegetic
pushing men. The result is that Fargo is a
large city compared with the other.

The Minnesota & Northern projuct Is
primarily to secure a Duluth connection on the
North,and a conneetion with the Towa coal
flelds on the South. Itisto bea People’s line,
built by men who do not own the coal mines,
and is to be a coal and lumber line. The plan
is to ask aid from the towns, giving certificates
of stock in return. No town can vote more than

five peor cent ineluding s indentedness already
acecued. The bonds are to run 30 years and
nuay all be taken up afier ten years, or one at a
time. They dov pot draw jnterest until the road
is built The line from Worthingt n through
Fulda and Avoea to Currie, a distance of some
40 miles must be completed before the bondsare
exarned, and it must be completed by oet. 1. 150,
11 the roa ! is not graded to Fulda by Oct. 1,185y,
the bonds areto be fnvalld, and if not finished t
Currie by Oct. 1, 1500, the bonds will be invalid.
Inshort, the bonds will be invalid If delivered
to the company before the cars are running
from Worthington to Currie. This iy, therefore,
a C. 0. D, road.

One man, who opposed voting the bonds, had
figured his share of the tax at 30 for 30 years,
or $1ayear. He wasasked if the road would
not jnerease the value of his farm $100 the first
year. Hehought it would. and dnally eonclud-
ed he could clear $70 by voting for the bonds.

J. P. Moulton, of Worthington, was next eall-
ed on. .ir. M, said this road had been ta ked of
asa wWorthington road, but Worthington was
named beeause it was the nearest point to the
Siate line. ‘The object of the road is to hold
this gap, and the road when completed will con-
neect with the Manitoba and the Canadian Pa.
cifie systems of the North.an with the Gulf on
the south, reacaing all the southwest systems-
Or, singular as it may sound. it is  part of a
north and  south road, projected from ocean
to ocean. ‘The ultimate norihern terminus is at
Churchill on Hudon’s Bay and the Southern ter-
minus at Sabine Pass on” the Gulf of Mexico.
This is the only feasible route for a trans-con.
tinentalroad. Tins matter has been before the
Kansax City people tor some tiine, and it isa fact
that several million dollars have been secured
and 700 miles [rom Sabine Pass to Kansas City
s practically under way. Ours isthe only feasi
ble route for this projected northand south road*
and « citizen of Worthington once declared that,
we could put & plow in at Kansas City and runa
furrow to \Vlnuepe]i over this route. Our ob-
Jeet is to baild and hold this gap.

The editor of the ADVANCE was next called
out and was referred to as one who had bulilt
more roads on paper than any one in this see.
tion. He “ackowledged the corn,” as his busi-
ness was 0 bulld roads on paper, and told what
he knew of the effect of some roads. Cleveland,
Ohlo, was s city of 17,000 inhabitaits when she
awoke one morning to ind her commerce nad
moved westward. . She then saw that she must
have a coal road and manufactures. Her busi-
ness men united and agreed to give the ground
for manufacturing establishments, her banks
ag to lend money ata less rate to manufac-
turers, and al] joined to build a coal railread.
Gov. Todd «leclared that the day before the road
was finished he did not know but he was a beg-
gar. The day after, he saw that he was a rich
man. Cleveland i3 acity of 125,000 to 150,000 in-
habitants, started on her boom by a coal rail-
r

oad.

Hon. A. P. Miller was the next speaker, and
he gave a number of illustrations wherein the
want of proper energy had been the means ofal.
wost depopulating whole communities, andhow
a small amount of money and brains, used at the

roper time, had built up immense business in-
&resls. Judge Wilson informed the meeting
that the people of Nobles county were alive to
the interests of a novth and south raliroad. He
was tollowed by Rev. A. Davis, who gave some
elx*;mples of the advantages ol rallroad compe
tition.

The
mud renders the sag at that point al-
most impassable. The asidewalk on
north side is washed away for several
spans, and the complaints of those who
live beyoud are both loud and deep.
A bridge w'il have to be put in at that
point again, if the water does not find
a better outlet than it_has at present.
