BIOGRAPHY OF HARRISOH,

Gen. Benjuinin Harrison was born at North
Bend, Hamilton vounty, Ohio; August 2¢;
1833, Hejs of English desceitt; one of his
ancestors being o frieitd aiid Vounselor o
DliveiCrowbwell, taking partdii the trial and
execution of King Charles 1. Shortly aftey
this period the Harrisqn family . immigrated
to Amerien and the next one that bhecomes
well knew: is Benjamin Harrison of Virginia,
who performed an active part in all move-
ments of the revolutionary war period, was
one of the signers of the declaration of inde-
pendence, thrice eleeted Governor of Virginian
and a member of the convention that rati-
fied the constitution.” He was the father of
Gen. William Henry Harrison, President of
the United Statew in 18400 and. grandfather
of the presrilb fiomined of the Rebublichd
party.

The subject of the present sketch entered
Miami University at Oxford, 0., at the early
age of 16. After graduating he went to Cin-
cinnati and studied law. In 1854 heremoved
to Indianapolis, where he has ever since re-
sided, and commenced the practice of law.
New issues that were constantly being
brought into politics, afforded Mr. Harrison
the opportunlty of being heard on thestumyp,
and it was bitt o few years until he was ro-
garded as one of the ablest political speakers
in the state.

In 1860 he was elected reporter of the su-

weme court.  In July, 1862, wheti President
Llnmln isstindd his enll for 500,000 threeyonr
troops, Gov: Morton called upon Harrison to
aid in verniting the regiment for the Sixth
Indiana district.

Gov. Morton offered to send some one clse
into the field in order that Harrison might
hold his civil position in Indianapolis. But
this offer was refuced and Harrison went in-
to the field with his troops. After serving in
Kentucky and Tennessee, the regiment in
Janunary, 1864, was formally assigned to
the first brigade (Ward’s) of the third divi-
sion of the Twentieth army corps, with which
body he served until the end of the war. At
Resaen he captured the enemy's line and
four guns, and ot Peach Tree Creck his brav-
bry wiis stich thiat Gen. Hooker recommended
him to the secretary of war for promotion,
and he was made brigadier-general.

During his absence in the field the Demo-

“erati¢ supreme court declared vacant the

office of supreme court reporter; and another

absence wais granted Gen. Harrison in the
fult of 18G4, with orders to report to Gov.
Morton. During that 30 days he again made
a’ canvas of the state, and was re-clected for
another term.  Then he rejoined the army,
was in the siege of Nashville, served until the
surrender of Johnson, and was with his com-
mand at the final review of the Union forces
in_ Washington, |

In 1868 he declined a re-election as report-
er of the supreme court and resumed the
practice of law. In 1876 he became the can-
didate of the Republican party for governor,
but owing to acomplication of cirenmstances,
was defeated. 1879 he was appointed on the
Mississippi river convention, and in 1880
elected United States senator for Indiana as
the successor of Joseph E. McDonald, and
took his seat on March 4, 1881,

LEVI P. MORTON.

Levi Parsons Morton is in all respects a
self-made man. He was born May 16, 1824,
at Shoreham in  Vermont, just opposite old
Fort Ticonderoga. His father, Daniel Oliver
Morton, was a Congregational clergyman at
Shoreham and Springfield in Vermont, Win-
chendon, Mass., and Bristol, N. H. His
death ocenrred at the latter place in 1852,
The income of a country minister is never
large, but in the case of Rev. Mr. Morton it
was made to-serve the purpose of supporting
his family as well as to give his six children o
sturt in the world. It was not n great lift to
be sure, but courage, pluck and talent did
the rest in the case of Levi P. Morton. At
twenty years of age he found himeelf the pro-
prietor of a small store in Hanover, N. H. It
was a “‘general store,” with a little of every-
thing for sale over the counter.

Going soon afterwards to New York, he
made a fortune in the dry goods business,
and then became a banker. He was the head
of the firm of Morton, Bliss & Co., and is o
thorough business man—shrewd, enterprising,
liberal and intelligent.

During the war, in the dark days of 1862-3,
he was one of the firmest supporters of the
Union. He never feared, as others did, that
the United States might not be able to repuy
the money needed to carry on the war.

After the war he turned his attention to po-
litical affairs, and joined the Republican
party. Mr. Morton was elected to congress
from the Eleventh district of New York. The
district had been strongly Democratic, but
his majority was over 7,000, He was re-
elected two years after.  President Garfield
nominated him as minister to France, which
was unanimously confirmed by the senate in
March 1881. The vacant seat thus created
in the house of representatives was filled by
Roswell P. Flower. In May 1881, Mr. Mor-
ton was appointed honorary commissioner
general to the Paris international exhibition
of electricity.

Like Those'of a Common Mor-
tal. .

Tu spite of tho hurrled preparations, the
Fmperor's tuneral was not merely a milf
tary display worthy olagreat soldier, buta
cermonial graced by every evidence of pub-
lic grief and affection. A heavy rain fell
throughoovt the night, 8till the workmen
labored on completing the sombre decoiu-
tions.

The insects are reported to be spreading
rapidly. Locusts have also made their
appearance in Rock and Walworth coun-
ties, but as yet over no considerable
