Question.—Dr. Drew, I see by the 
report of the Dairy and Food Commis­
sion of this State that in making ana­
lysis of the various baking powders of 
this country you report as a result of 
your work that the Royal Baking Pow­
der contains and gives off in baking a 
greater per cent, of carbonic acid gas 
(leavening gas) than any other baking 
powder made; is that true ?
