He never takes
adrink at the town pump without
Bcst rinsing the dipper, inside and
out, aud in matters of argument he is
Just as cautious not to be contamina-
ed by suspicious ideas. But I like
Hubmire. We’ve had many a good
day’s hunt together in old times, and
1've always found him a good com-
panion and & humane sportsman. He
is an honest man and a guod husband,
and there's always hope for a man like
that,

8o I kept up the fight. I said to him:
“Hubmire, you are wrong. I know
you keep good horses; there are none
better in the country;everything about
your furm is in the best condition, and
there isn’t a farmer in the country
who hasdone more hard work in the
last twenty years than you have done.
Everything that you have found to Le
value to the farmer you have added to
your possessions, and if I could show
you that a good road is one thing nec-
essary to improve your prosperity you
would be the loudest preacher for im-
proved roads in this State. In spite
of all your hard work you are not clear
of debt. There is a mortgage on your
farm that draws interest night and
day; it eats into your prosperity; there
is someting wrong with you and with
all your neighbors. Farming is no
longer as prosperous as it was in times
gone by. The population of our agri-
cultural district is less than it was ten
years ago;the mortgage indebtedness of
American farms is increasing at the
rate of about eight and a half millions
of dollars per year, and the decrease in
farm values since 1880 is estimated at
$200,000,000. In the siugle state of
Ohio this luss amonnted to about $7
per acre for the entire State and there
are other States where the proportion
shows a still worse condition of affairs.

**The country is lusing and the towns
are guining; the farmers are growing
puorer; the government is growing
richer. Every minute, night and day,
the United States Government collects
$178 more than it spends. Think of it.
Ten thousand six hundred and eighty-
six dollars per hour; $256,230 per day;
$7.6.9,600 per month; $93,556,800 per
year. Something is wrong. It is not
80 in other countries. I have bLeen
looking it up, and I have at home re-
ports from more than twenty European
countries relating to their internal
affairs. In those countries the farmers
prosper iu about the same proportion
that prosperity follows other lines of
business; agriculture holds its own,
wad there is no more independent clyss
of people in those countries than the
farmers.”

*Now, singularly enough, the most
striking difference between these
countries and ours is found in the con-
dition of the country roads. With
them communication is easy and quick-
ly accomplished. Their governments,
fustead of rolling up and hearding a
ridiculous surplus, spends large sums
in the building and repairing of the
country roads. The result is that in
Europe the farmers drive twenty to
Shirty miles from home to market with
immease louds, in all kinds of weather
at all the seasous of the year, and re-
turu home thesume day. A European
borse hauls twiocs a8 much us an Ameri-

San hoves, simply becuuse the roads

are much better. He can visit his
neighbors at any time; drive to town;
muke social calls aud enjoys all tne
personul sdvantages of a resident in
the city and still maintain the inde-
pendence and pleasures of country
life.”
' “*Nounsense,” said Hubmire, *I'd
like to see the fairyland you're talking
about. I have got five as good horses
as ever pulled a strap, and I know how
to take care of them. 1 don’t driveto
town excepting when the roads are
good, and then, for hauling loads, my
horses won't take a back seat for any
man."”

**Hubmire,"” said I, with some im-
patience, “‘I sée we can never agree on

this question till we settle one im- |

portant difference. You say you never
drive to town until the roads are good.
Now, leaving out the fact that you are
losing plenty of good time while you
wait for the mud to dry up. just tell
me what you call a good road.”

‘Well, said Hubmire, *“‘any road is
good enough for my horses when the
wud begins to stiffen up so it will pack
and roll under the wheel.”

““Then let me tell you, Hubmire,"
said I, “that you don’t know whats
g00d rond is. You never saw a grod
road in all your life. A good road bas
»omud to dry, roll or pack. It is
made hard and stays hard and smooth
a8 all times of the year, and when
