Nob to withdraw these lands abso­
lutely from occupation or use, but 
rather to increase their usefulness and 
the sum total of the productiveness of 
the territory, by making each acre do 
its utmost for the benefit of our people. 

In the case of these reservations it is 
their purpose-

To minimize the destruction of for­
est areas by Ures and the wasteful and 
erroneous methods of forest use pre­
valent. 

To maintain and increase t-helumber 
industry by a permanent aud coulinu-
ou- yield of forest products oil nou 
agricultural lands- which, under tlit-
riresent methods, are laid waste by 
fires aud made less productive. 

To promote railroading aud wood 
manufacturing industries by providing 
constant aud increasing supplies of the 
raw material from cultivated forests, 
and creating a home maiket for iabor 
aud supplies nt these manufactories. 

To cultivate and develop new 
growths of valuable timber wherever 
the matured trees are cut for the 
market. 

To specially guard and protect the 
sources of our main rivers aiid lakes 
and thus continue their flow lor the 
benefit of the people at large. 

To prevent these lauds from being 
taken for timber only aud abandoned 
after cutting the b«-st, and nlso to se­
cure bona tide settlements ou the agri­
cultural sections. 

Nor is it the purpose to preveut pros­
pecting for minerals,openingof mines, 
or other legitimate aud rational use 
aud development of these lands. 

To attain these objects the American 
Forestry Association urges not only 
the reservation, but at the same time 
the euactment of administrative laws 
Which will secure these objects and in 
a aim pie manner satisfy all local | 
wauts.

GOOD ROADS. 

(From the "Gospel of Good Roads.") 
VI. 

That talk with Ilubmire troubled 
me a good deal. lie is counted a sensi­
ble man in the community where ho 
lives and I could see that his words 
refl cted the j:i lament of thousands of 
farmers of whom he was au exeelleut 
type. The uiud w.ts then drying up 
in places, or, as Ilubmire would sav, 
it was be«»i:uiii!g to "pack aud roll 
under the wheel," and one day, a week 
later, Ilubmire drove to town with his 
stout span of bays and a load of hay. 
It wasn't a very big load for they were 
slill rulty, and alter the Ilubmire had 
got into the village the b g b ivs wer. 
"packing aiwl rollivg" the ruts with 
a little too tnueli vigor when one of the 
wbifiL'lrees broke. Uuhuiire drovt-
down to the blacksiiiilh's shop foi 
necessary repairs, and wl.iltf lie was 
gone every horse^nid vagi ant cow that 
came along nipped his load, ll stood 
alone and unprotected. 

A month later I went up to see Iltib-
tnire again, feeling t.hac*I was some­
what better < quipped to meet his pe* 
culiar style of argument. 1 showed 
him i his photograph of his abaudoued 
load of hay. 

' 'Ilubmire," said I, "whenever I 
see an American farmer with a load of 
bay like that, I feel ashamed for try 
country. You hauled that load to 
market with your big bays. You 
thought the road was in fair condition, 
and it was one of those roads which 
you say is good enough because the 
'mud will roll and pack under the 
wheel.' Right here is where we dis­
agree. I told you awhile ago that the 
farm horses of Europe hauled twice as 
much as your horses, simply because 
the roads of that continent are better 
than ours. You seemed to ridicule 
the idea. I could not convince you 
by observation or experience and I 
have taken the trouble to bring you 
some pictures of European roads, 
showing them exactly as they are to­
day. 1 have been fortu.iate enough to 
ti^d one wnich admirably serves the 
eat*e iu hand. It is a picture taken 
I'r«ui a photograph el a French roa:', 
showing a French farmer with his load 
of hay, ou his way to market, nine 
miles distant. 

"It will do you good to look at this 
pict ure, and I am going to leave it with 
you for a little while. There are 
sometnini; like four tons of hay iu that 
Frenchman's load, or about one and 
one-third tons for each horse. Notice 
the sui face of the road. It is hard and 
smooth, nicely sloped in both direc­
tions so as to insure quick drainage; 
the wheel tires are two and a half 
times as wide as those on your wagon 
and they roll over the surface of the 
road iu a manner that tends to' make 
it hard and smooth iustead of cutting 
ruts as Is always the case when nar­
row tires are used. Notice the height 
of the load; it towers up among the 
trees, and its immense bulk gives it 
the appearance of an American hay-
Stack; compare its height with the 
height of driver who walks along by 
the roadside or with the size of the 
chaise which you see coming along im-
mediately behind. See how easily the 
horses jog along; they are moving as 
comfortably as you can wish, and there 
is no sign of tugging or straining in 
their movements. Ifvou had a road
