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WORTHINOTON VILLAGE. 
Tuesday's election proves be­

yond all dispute the rapid growth 
of population iu our village. Last 
year's municipal vote was 309, this 
year it is 352, and 55 registered 
names not voting. Inquiries have 
been made every month of the 
year for business rooms, by men 
desiring to come in here, which 
•onld not be found for them. For 
several weeks residences have been 
sought for in vain, by families de-
airing to move into the village. 
Booms and dwellings are instantly 
engaged when any occu|H|nt jjive» 
Botioe of a desire to vacate: More 
than one family intending to move 
in is kept ont of town until a house 
or rooms can be had. A gentle­
man who bought a handsome resi­
dence property, as soon as he saw 
it advertised in the ADVANCE as for 
sale, intending to use it for bis 
own residence, says that all he has 
been able to keep for himself is the 
garret—such has been the impor­
tunity for dwelling places. Bather 
than compel people to go out of 
town he has consented for a while 
to be crowded into the sky parlor 
of a building he bought for his own 
family alone. Many of the rooms 
in the old hexagonal school build­
ing are now occupied by families, 
though it is by no means conven­
ient for resident uses. This acces­
sion of population is not the result 
of of a "boom" for no "booming" 
has been done. It has been a 
gradual, constant growth, going on 
for several months, and still going 
on healthily all the time. Prop­
erty owners should at once build 
cottages and convenient dwellings 
to meet the demand and build up 
our town in population and busi­
ness. 

The result of the election on 
Tuesday was disastrous to the 
hopes of all who do not believe in 
liquor saloons. Each ticket voted, 
however, contained an instruction 
to tho Council elect to issue li­
censes only on condition of remov­
ing from the saloons, all tables, 
chairs, pool or billiard tables, so as 
to cut <>ff allurements to attract 
people to spend time there. This 
proposition induced many to vote 
"for license" who would have voted 
"against license." It is significant 
that this restriction was proposed 
by the "high license"' men them­
selves. W e shall see how well 
this instruction of the people will 
be obeyed and carried into effect 

The "Century," one of our most val­
ued magazines, ha* published a series 
•f articles on the question of cheap 
money, well illustrated by historical 
quotations. We give below a chapter 
of American history not very familiar 
to the intelligent people of this gener­
ation, because it is seldom referred to 
in financial or political discussions. 
The chapter we'give below is entitled: 
"The Rhode Island Paper Bink": 
" At the close of the [(evolutionary 

War the people of Rhode Island fouud 
themselves in poverty and heavily bur­
dened with their share of the uational 
debt. The war had seriously crippled 
their trade, upon which they were de­
pendent, and in their distress the peo­
ple, instead ofpatiently waiting for re­
lief to come by the slow process of re­
building their trade, turned to paper 
money for relief. They began to clamr 
or for a paper bank in 1875, and when 
petitions for such a bank were rejected 
by the General Assembly, a new party 
was organized with paper money as its 
chief principle. They went before the 
Auembiy again in 1786, and their pe­
titions for a paper bank were met with 
counter petitions against it, signed by 
the merchants of Providence, and the 
project was defeated again by a vote of 
two to one. They then carried the 
question into the elections, and won a 
surprising victory, gaining control of 
the General Assembly by a large ma­
jority This b'Nty in«*t in May 1786, and 
one of its first acts was the passing of 
a law establishing a pap^r money bauk 
of one limidrej thousand pounds. The 
bills were to lie loaned to the people on 
the principle of the English Land 
Bank, though on much lean generous 
terms. 

Every farmer or merchant who came 
to borrow morrow money must pledge 
real estate for double the 
the Amount desired.' The money was 
to-be loaned to the people upon this 
pledge according to the apportionment 
of the last tax, and must b - paid into 
the treasury at the end of fourteen 
years. Great expectations were enter­
tained by the farmers of the beneficent 
results which were to follow upon this 
new Influx of wealth. "Many from all 
parts of the State," says McMaster in 
a very interesting chapter upon the 
subject in his "History »f the People 
of the United States" "made haste to 
•vail themselves of their good fortune 
and mortgaged fields strewn thick with 
stones and covered with cedars and 
stunted pines for sums such as could 
not have been obtained for the richest 
pastures They had, however, no soon­
er obtained the money and sought to 
mate payments at the butcher1* or the 
baker's than they found that a heavy 
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discount was taken from the fase 
value." 

The depreciation of the money began 
literally with its issue. Every mer­
chant and tradesman in the State re­
fused to receive it for its face value, 
and the holders of it refused to make 
any discount. The General Assembly 
cam« to the aid of the bank and sought 
to give its paper money full value by 
statutory enactment. A forcing act 
was passed subjecting any person who 
should refuse to take the bills in pay­
ment for go.tds on the same terms as 
specie, or should in any way discour­
age their circulation on sucli.teims, to 
a fine of one hundred pounds aud to 
the loss of his rights as a freeman. 
This made matters worse than ever. 
Merchants and traders refused to make 
any sales whatever, many of them 
efestng their elrt>p*, dtspoifng of their 
stock by barter, and going out of bnsi* 
ness. lu fact money almost ceased to 
circulate at all Nearly all kinds of 
busiuess was transacted by barter, 
rents were paid in other commodities, 
and the only people who us»d the paper 
money were those who had borrowed 
it oil their land. The chL-f cities of 
the State, Providence and Newport, 
presented a very remarkable spectacle. 
Half their shops were clost d, their in­
habitants idle, and their streets ani­
mated only by groups of angry and 
contentious men blaming one another 
for the blight which had fallen upon 
tlieir business aud industries. In order 
to retaliate upon the merchants and 
traders for refusing to take it, the far­
mers refused to bring their produce to 
n arket. A famine was so imminent 
iu Providence because of this with­
holding of supplies that a town meet­
ing was called to devise means for ob­
taining the mcessife* of life. To 
provide immediate relief for peisoi>8 
in want of bread five uuudred dollars 
was authorized to be borrowed and seut 
abroad to buy corn to be sold or bar­
tered by the town council. In New­
ton a mob brought on a riot b> at­
tempting to loice grain dealers to sell 
corn for papf r money.

I frequently meet Minnesota peo 
|»le here both on the farm mid in thr 
shop, and in n»y travels last fall, I 
met a fanner by-the name of Getchell, 
who claims to be the first white chilo 
bom in the city of Minneapolis Minn. 

Numerous families contiuue to 
come here from the prairie states, 
mostly from Nebraska, and a good 
many of th<?in without means anil 
their lot s anything but an eiiviabl* 
one. Somehow a story gets east tha< 
there is plenty of work to be had here 
at good wages when it is exactly tin 
reverse aud many who come have ser­
ious times getting along. There is 
much leas money in circulation than 
in the eastern and middle states, ai.d 
there are already ten men to every job 
of work to be had, and people who de­
pend on daily labor make a great mis 
take in coming here. 

Thorough working farmers with 
capital are the kind of people here aud 
such will do well, every other kind ol 
business is overdone. 

Prices of grain rule higher at pres­
ent than in the prairie states, wheat 
is selling here at 85 to 90 cents a bushel, 
oats, 40 aud on the rise, bay ten to 
twelve dollars a ton, while dry-goods 
and groceries are about the same as iu 
Wortliington, fruit of course being 
excepted* 

The winters here are far less dis­
agreeable than represented, and much 
more healthy; grippe got its work it. 
during the winter, but was of a milder 
type, and much less fatal than iu the 
more eastern States. Business is 
usually dull here during the whiter 
mouths and very little money changes 
hands, but with spring and summer 
life and activity returns ard continues 
until the winter rains begin, the plea­
sant side of the country is far in excess 
of its dark aid?, besides, the latter is 
transparent the bright beirg discerni­
ble a little ways off; but the croaker 
croaks because it is his nature to do so, 
and no amount of the brightness of 
life will change his somber—hued 
characteristic. 

Uailroad building will be active in 
this part of the State, again this year 
a line from Portland to Salt Lake 
City being in course of construction 
and already finished to the little town 
of Springfield, three miles above here 
on the Willamette river, a place, by the 
way. that is said to have a great future 
for in addition to its having lately 
been chosen for a great railroad center 
it has a water power that rivals that 
of Minneapolis, he road, it is affirmed, 
will b" continued without fail until it 
it finished, giving this part of the 
coast a more direct outlet to the east 
a thing greatly needed. 

Gold mining in the foothills near 
mountains has been carried on for 
sometime with success, but nothing 
phenomenal in that line has- yet oc­
curred, but as a matter of course is ex­
pected, the discovery of a silver mine 
near here is whispered about among a 
few, and doubted by many who leave 
it to time time to reveal the truth 
Coal has been discovered in paying 
quantities but not being necessary for 
fuel, capital cannot be interested in it, 
a large vein of very fine slate was dis­
covered last summer over in Grant 
county and some fine specimens were 
on exhibition here, in faet, as one 
man remarked to the Writer, "you can 
find everything in Oregon,** and the 
Oregon department of the museum ID 
the State university, located in this
