Mr. Bear's parents were both mem­
bers of the Methodist Episcopal 
church. He made his profession of 
faith and united with the same church 
in his 18th year, and early began to 
take public part in the work of the 
church. In the 21st year of his age he 
received license as an exhoiter and in 
1843 was licensed as a preacher of the 
gospel. He was employed as a circuit 
preacher under the presiding elder of 
his district for three years, aud in 
1816 was admitted to oneinbrrship in 
the Erie conference. He WHS occupied 
in ministerial labor in that conference 
JW years, serving large circuits, with 
many preaching places, doicg hard 
work, and getting meager support, 
lie came to Worthington in 1872 and 
was transferred to membership in tlie 
Minnesota conference in the fall of 
that year, lie served as pastor from 
1878ouward at Bigelow, llersey and 
Graham Lakes. IIis last pastoral 
charge was Rushmore, in 1881, when 
he asked to be relieved, and took the 
relation of a superanunated roinistei 
of the conference. But he was not idle 
He was often called to officiate both in 

.bis home church, and in neighboring 
churches, always laboring cheerful!} 
and to the acceptance of his hearers. 

He was twice elected auditor of No­
bles county, and served one term as 
judge of probate. For several terms 
he was a justice of the peace in Worth­
ington village, and was holding thai 
office at the time of his death. 

it is due to the memory of this eood 
man to say that his life was consistent 

- wit Jt-liis christian profession aud the 
• ffloo lie held in the church. lie was a 
mail »»f kind aud gentle spirit. lit-
•vits ,?ver the advocate of that which 
is '.J'KHI an opposer of that which 
i.i crvi!. Ail of Ilia powers were devot­
ed to | ivmioL* right aud truth in the 

th. As an instance of his unselfish 
spiiit we may state, that after retiring 
from regular pastoral work, after 35 
years arduous service, he decliutd to 
receive his share of the money divided 
among the wornout preachers of the 
conference, until withiu a ye*>r or two 
past, when he feit compelled, on ac­
count of inability to do for himself as 
in former years, to accept the small 
dividend which the church bestows on 
its aged servauts. Mr. Bear was twice 
married, and reared a large family. He 
sleeps peacefully after a laborious and 
honorable career iu christian work. 
Honored of men, aud beloved of God, 
tie passed to his eternal reward.
