A MISCHIEVOUS LIE. 
The anarchist Bergman, i.i making 

Ilis argument before the court and ju­
ry in excuse for his attempt to murder 
II. U. Prick, claimed that his deed was 
not one of personal spite, but that lie 
was led to attempt murder by brooding 
over ''the injustice of the ruliug 
classes." IIH continued :  '  This is the 
beginning of the end; it is now a war 
against the present condition of ait.iirs. 
The rich grow richer and the poor grow 
poorer, and the end is near." 

There is  always au excuse on the 
l ips of every crimiual ,  however cruel  
and execrable)  his  deed may be.  Berg­
man's  excuse is  a  manifest  l ie .  Yet  
i t  is  uot  original  with him, not  is  he 
singular  in disseminating what is  a  

,  plausible,  yet  mischievous assumption 
thai  an evil  condit ion exists ,  which is  
desciibed by the woids:  "The rich are 
growing ric. ier  and the poor are grow­
ing poorer."  i t  is  a  mistake and an 
error which passes current  among tar  
better  people than Bergman. There 
are houest  people imposed on by i t ,  and 
there are demagogues,  who know bet­
ter ,  aud yet  use i t ,  as  a  plausible l ie  
can be used,  to deceive and mislead.  
Gull ible preachers are groaning i t ,  in 
lachrymal regiet ,  as  though a  nation's  
prosperi ty was obtained through sin.  
i ' seudo stateuian are echoing i t  i iom 
lrorn many a stump. I t  is  the current  
just i l icat ion ot  every form of spleen 
aud discontent .  

Every mischievous falsehood has 
something plausible—something only 
apparently t iue—or something only 
half  t rue,  in i t .  That  wealth and pov-
ei ty should each tend to increase i ts  
own condit ion is  a  truth as old as hu-
luau society,  aud will  always be au in­
evitable lact .  That  which makes a  
man poor helps to keep him poor,  and 
every dollar  a  man gains over his  im­
mediate necessi t ies helps him to a  lar­
ger thrif t .  But i t  is  not  t rue that  the 
poor in the condit ions of to-day are 
prevented from bettering their  estate 
by hindrances which just ify the pistol  
ordyuamiteof the assassin,  or  by any 
other causes which did uotalways exist .  

On the other hand the facilities of 
prosperous classes are relatively no 
greater than they have been. The 
changes are in favor of the poorer 
men. Never was the workiug mau so 
able to defend himself agaiust aggres­
sion as he is now. Strikes never occur 
iu non-prosperous times or places. A 
strike is not likely when ten men apply 
for the job one man can do. The war 
upon the prosperous classes cau in no 
event help the poorer classes. 

Let us test the matter as to the rela­
tive condition of the rich and poor as 
compared with former times. The poor 
depend on wages; as they rise the poor 
man's condition improves, provided 
his expenses are no greater, The fol 
lowing statement, which we copy from 
a Chicago peper, states the truth: "We 
can remember without difficulty when 
domestic service was well paid ia the 
country at $1 a week and in the city at 
from $1*50 to $2. Farm hands received 
$12 a month, aud day laborers in the 
towu $1 a day. To-day the servant in 
the kitchen gets $2.50 to $5 a week, 
averaging not less than $3. TIIQ farm 
labor which cost $12 a month costs $26 
now; with $2 and even$3 a day during 
harvest for extra hands. The govern­
ment commissioner reports the price 
of skilled labor as commanding, for 
carpenters$14 a week in New York aud 
$16.50 in Chicago; bricklayers get $20 a 
week in New York and $-4 in Chicago; 
and so on through eighty various kinds 
of employmeut. If the poor man is 
poorer, it is not because he is paid less 
money for his toil." And all the arti­
cles of prime necessity, such as Hour, 
pork, beef, butter, sugar, cotton and 
woollen goods, have decliued au aver 
age of 44 per cent., so it cannot be the 
iucreased expense of liylug that is ma­
king him poorer. 

Interest on money, in one form or an 
other is the rich man's reliauce. Does 
the present rate of interest indicate 
that he is getting rich faster than in 
former times? lu 1886 U. S. bonds 
yielded the luvestor over 6} per cent, 
the recent stock issues average to the 
investor only 2± per cent. If the rich 
man is becoming rich faster than for 
inerly it is not by being a "bloated 
bondholder." The stockholders in na 
tional banks„as a class, are not getting 
rich faster than formerly, as 955 of 
them, one fifth of all that were ever 
organized have gone into forced or 
voluntary liquidation. Municipal se­
curities yield only about 4 per cent 
one half the rate of former years. 

We may be asked, very pertinently 
If the poorer class earns more and is 
at less necessary expense for living 
what becomes of the surplus? We are 
sorry to day that out of the earnings of 
the working class come the millions 
money which make distillers, brewers 
and saloou keepers such an important 

ahd commanding forca in coramerc'al 
and political circles. The average vil­
lage sJtloon keeper, after paying a fee of 
from $1000 to $2000 per year to the mu­
nicipality, makes a clear profit of from 
$5000 to $7000 per year. In the cities, 
s iloon profits are much larger. But 
notwithstanding the vast sum thus 
placed, the "poorer classes", the wage 
earners '-to-day furnish more capital 
for the conduct of business than the re­
turns of the rich man's investment. 
We quote again from the Chicago pa 
per: "To take the mutual savings 
banks alone, the report of the comp­
troller of the currency shows that there 
are 4,^00,000 men and women deposit­
ing of their savings in 1,011 savings 
banks, and that the aggregate deposits, 
rejecting those of larger depositors 
subject (o check, are $1.6^3,07^.749; a 
S'ira with which the savings deposi­
tors could buy out every bank and trubt 
oimpnny In the United States, and 
have enough left to well nigh extin­
guish the national debt." 

When Bergman enters upon the 21 
years of  penal  servitude to which l ie 
is  sentenced,  he wil l  f ind that  every 
forger,  embezzler ,  cut  throat  aud thief  
there confined l ias the same, or  a  veiy 
similar  excuse for his  crime.  No good 
ci t izen should give his  influence to a 
falsehood which creates discoutent  for  
which there is  no reason.  In a  state 
of barbarism society may be on a  dead 
level .  But iu cmliz i t ion,  where indi  
vidual  r ights are respected,  inequali­
t ies always have existed and always 
wil l  exist .  I t  is  a  bad condit ion o;  
things when prosperi ty is  proclaimed 
to be a  crime,  and every tramp and 
i- l ler  is  encouraged to believe thai  
some liow or other l ie  has been wrong 
fully treated by - 'exist ing condit ions «>1 
society,"  and that  dynamite and Me 
revolver afford l i i ra a  proper method ol  
redress.

The officers of the Nobles Count-
Agrlculiurul Society have made are 
rangements with the editor of thy 
"Housekeeper's Weekly," to make its 
prize Bread contest, one of the most 
attractive features of the fair. 

The prizes for the best loaf of bread 
are: first prize, a solid gold American 
watch; second prize, ap exquisite 
French mantel clock. 

A special booth, or stand, is to be 
provided at the fair, for the bread dis­
play, with sufftcieut accommodations 
and space arouud it, for a large gath­
ering of spectators. 

Each competitor must exhibit two 
loaves of bread, of the ordinary size; 
one cut iu half so as to show the inside 
texture of the bread. To insure fair­
ness aud to promote iuterest in the 
contest, the award shall be made by 
vote. Any person is privileged to vote 
on the payment of twenty-Qve cents, 
which eutitles the voter to three 
mouths subscription to the "House­
keeper's Weekly," sent to any desired 
address. One dollar entitles the voter 
to four votes, and to the 'Housekeeper' 
for one year. Each voter igay cast as 
many votes as he or she may please, on 
paying twenty-five cents for each vote, 
and will receive with each vote three 
months subscription to the "House-
keepei's Weekly."
