Big Meeting at Minneapolis
March 28th.

Great preparations are being made
for the republican meeting to be held
at Minneapolis March 28th. Gov.
McKinley of Ohio is to address the
meeting, which will undoubtedly be
one of the greatest political demon-
strations the northwest has ever seen.
Reduced rates will be given on all
xoads running into Minneapolis, and
it is expected that Convention Hall
will be filled to overflowing. The
hall will seat 6,500 people. All from
Nobles county whowish to attend will
send their names to the Apvance by
March 21st. The committeeman from
this county, Mr. Shell, will see that
all are provided with tickets.

Gov. McKinley will not speak in
St. Paul, as it was thought he would.
He will make but one speech, and
that will be in Minneapolis, March, 28.

That’s the most sensible thing North-
field ever did. We predict that Mr.
Heatwole will be the next congress-
man from his district.

THE NEW COURT HOUSE.

“Nobles County proposes to have
one of the finest court houses in
Minnesota. Albert Bryan, 510 Bur-
rows Building, Duluth, is the archi-
tect and he has done a very artistic
bitof work here. The interior ar-
rangement, as well as the exterior
architecture, display the hand of the
artist. The commissioners last week
decided final details an@® Architect
Bryan furnishes the Bulletin with a
full description. The building will
be 78x114 in size, with brick walls
faced with] molded brick. trimmed
with LakeJSuperior sandstone. The
piers and arches for the front and
side entrances will be of this stone
and_likewise the sill courses clear
around the building. The window
trimmings will be of Menominee sand
mold brick veneer No. 1; a very pleas-
ing effect will be given by the con-
trasting colors of red and white mor-
tars. The tower, 18 feet square, will
be roofed with copper Spanish tile.
The tower will be 100 feet high to the
balcony and 132 feetto the base of
the flag staff. The roof of the main

. building will be of slate, the cornice

galvanized iron. The tower clock
will probably be furnished by Worth-
ington village. X

The interior will open up ina large
high rotunda, open to the tower 40
feet clear, lighted through the ceiling.

The floors in the basement will be ce-
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ment, vestibules mosaic, other rooms
hardwood. Other specifications are
as follows: woodwork, oak; ‘Adamrnt’
plaster, steam heat, toilet rooms,
washstands, fan ventilation, complete
electric equipment and light fixtures,
wire work, railings, eot. for offices
(seperate contracts), vaults for each
office, iron roof, trusses and beams,
ornamental, plate and art glass.

The specifications will probably be
ready so that bids can be advertised
from about April 1to May 1. The
estimated cost is $35.000.—Improve-
ment Bulletin.
