Many of the dead hogs were dis­
sected and the presence of choj^ra 
Was thoroughly established by post­
m o r t e m  e x a m i n a t i o n .  T o  p r o v e  f ! n i t  
it was not infectious nor contagious 
h e  p l a c e d  a  l o t  o f  s o u n d  h o g s  i n  t h e  
p e n  o f  t h o s e  w h i c h  h a d  d i e d  a n d  t h e y  
have escaped contamination. To 
prove further that the cause of the 
disease was overfeeding he placed six 
sound hogs in two adjoining peus, 
three in a pen. This was on Dec. 17. 
He began to overleed . one of of the 
two lots and on Dec. 20th the hogs 
overfed began to show symptoms of 
c h o l e r a .  T h e y  s h o w e d  n o  f e v e r  u n ­
til Dec. 26. 

On Dec. 29 he separated the hogs, 
leaving one to die. The other two he 
cored with his medicine. The one 
hog died Jan. l and a post mortem 
examination by Dr. Biiuman showed' 
that the cause of death was cholera. 

Having concluded his experiments 
here with such unmistakable results, 
Mr. Baumgartner has started on a 
journey along the C M. & St. P.
