The war with Spain has led to many 
record-breaking acts by the United 
States, but none more unique and sig­
nificant than the ordering of 4,000 cof­
fins for the purpose of bringing home 
the remains of American soldiers buried 
in Cuba and Porto Rico. Republics have 
been called ungratefuP, yet no other 
government of ancient or modern 
times ever showed such gratitude to its 
defenders as this. 

The United States senate, which is 
sometimes called the millionaires' club, 
might- with equal appropriateness be 
designated as an old gentleman's club, 
for there are a considerable number of 
members who are well on in years and 
there are no really young senators, with 
the exception of Senator Penrose, of 
Pennsylvania, who is but 38 years old. 
Most of the senators are on the shady 
side of 60 and a number of them are 
past 70 while the late Senator Morrill, 
of Vermont, was in his eightj*-ninth 
year. 

We are doing remarkably well in the 
Pacific. San Francisco is only about 
7,000 miles from Manila, but between 
San Francisco and the Philippine city 
we have Honolulu, 2,000 miles from San 
Francisco, and Guam, about 3,000 miles 
from Honolulu.

FIFTY-FIFTH CONGRESS. 

In the United States senate on the 4th 
the peace treaty was received from the 
president and referred to the commit­
tee on foreign relations. Adjournment 
was then taken out of respect to the 
memory of the late Senator Morrill. In 
the house the time was occupied in con­
sidering the bill to define and punish 
crimes in the district of Alaska and pro­
vide a code of criminal proceedings for 
the district. Resolutions of respect to 
the memory of the late Senator Morrill 
were adopted. 

Little business except that of a rou­
tine character was transacted in the 
United States senate on the 5th. Sena­
tor Berry (dem., Ark.) presented a pro­
test against the payment of pensions to 
confederate soldiers. In the house the 
time was occupied in considering the 
bill to codify the laws of Alaska. 

A resolution was adopted in the Unit 
ed States senate on the 6th calling on 
the president fcr copies of all instruc­
tions given by him to the commission­
ers for negotiating the treaty with 
Spain so far as not inconsistent with 
the public interests. Senator Caffrey 
(La.) spoke in opposition to expan­
sion. In the house, in committee of 
the whole, the legislative, executive and 
judicial appropriation bill was taken 
up for consideration, and ifrben the ap­
propriation for the civil service was 
reached a motion to strike it out was 
carried by a vote of 67 to 61. 

A resolution was introduced in the 
United States senate on the 7th pro­
viding that the government of the 
United States will not attempt to gov­
ern the people of any other conmry 
without the consent of the people, or 
subject them by force to our dominion 
against their will. A bill was intro­
duced to provide for a submarine cable 
between the United States and Hawaii, 
the Philippines, Japan, China and Aus­
tralia. In the housje the time was occu­
pied in the consideration of the execu­
tive appropriation bill.

FROM WASHINGTON. 
A bright future for Cuba is predicted 

by Robert Porter, special commissioner 
of the treasury department. 

On January 1 the amount of gold and 
silver coins and certificates, United 
States notes and national bank notes 
in circulation was $1,897,301,412, an in­
crease of $176,200,772 for the year. 

An official text of the Paris treaty oi 
peace was made public.

Washington, ̂ ^> 9.—The pay tuen t'o t 
$20,000,000 to Spsto under the terms of 
the peace treaty 1$ beginning to receive 
attention from members of the house 
committee on appropriations, aud it is 
likely: that the amount will be earriod 
in one of the regular appropriation bills,, 
probably the sundry, bill. Chairman 
Cannon says* however, that the question 
had not been formally considered yet, 
a* there has been no estimate submit­
ted and no official-Information on the 
requirements of 'the case. Moreover, 
there is no desire to anticipate action 
on the treaty, and tintil it is ratified the 
house is hardly in' a position to carry 
put this provision as to payment. 

In the event of ratification, however, 
speedy action will be necessary. The 
treaty provides that the payment shall 
be made "Within three months after the 
exchange of ratifications," and another 
provision requires the exchange of rati­
fications within six months from the 
date the treaty was signed, viz.. Decem­
ber 10 last. This would bring the 
payment before the next session of 
congress, so that the appropriation 
must be niade at the present session. 
Owing to the short time elapsing after 
the senate acts on the treaty and the 
close of the present session, it is thought 
that little time will remain to deal 
with the matter of this magnitude. 

There has been some talk of dealing 
with the payment in a special appro­
priation bill, but this is not feasible, as 
a special bill has no privilege under the 
rules and is easily open to obstruction, 
whereas the general appropriation bills 
carry unusual privileges and are al­
most certain to pass before the session 
ends. For this reason it is probable 
that the payment will be placed in the 
sundry civil bill or some other general 
appropriation bill, if the provision is 
retained in the treaty as ratified 

The appropriation committee has not 
determined what appropriation bill to 
take up next. It will be eith?r~the 
sundry civil or the fortifications bill. 
But in any event action on the Span­
ish item is likely to be deferred until 
action on the treaty !s secured. 

NO PREPARATION MADE. 
Russia Is Not Taking: Steps to Ulve 

Effect to the Ciar't Disarma­
ment Proposition. 

London, Jan. 9.—The Sebastopol cor­
respondent of the Times, who has been 
touring in European Russia for two 
months to discover if possible some evi­
dence on the part of the Russian gov­
ernment to give, effect to the disarma­
ment proposals of Emperor Nicholas, 
says all his observations were quite to 
the contrary. The correspondent says: 

"At the naval dock yards I found fever­
ish activity. Not a man has been with­
drawn from the frontiers. The ministers 
of war and marine have been inspecting 
all of the Important military and naval 
stations, urging: an acceleration of the 
preparations for defense, .but apparently 
never mentioning the czar's manifesto. The 
number of men enrolled in the army and 
navy during the months of October and 
November last were larger than ever. Re-
enforcements are being sent to the far east 
as fast as they can be transported, and all 
the garrisons along the Russo-Turkish 
frontier are being largely increased."

Col. Richard C. Parsons, of Cleveland, 
an Old-Time Politician, 

Passes Away. 

Cleveland, 0., Jan. 9.—Col. Richard 
C. Parsons died Sunday morning aged 
72 years. Col. Parsons had long been 
a distinguished citizen of Cleveland 
As a young man he was a member of the 
Ohio house of representatives and 
speaker of that body. Later he was 
appointed by President Lincoln consul 
to Rio Janeiro. Subsequently he was 
marshal of the United States supreme 
court. He served one term in congress 
and was instrumental in'inaugurating 
the harbor improvements at this port. 
For a time he was editor of the Cleve­
land Herald. At the time of his death 
Col. Parsons was referee in bank­
ruptcy. Deceased was a fine orator and 
a writer of force. 

A FATAL GALE. 

It Demolishes an Arkansas School-
house, Killing Three of

Little Ro'ck, Ark., Jan. 9.—A heavy 
windstorm swept over the remote sec­
tion of Scott county Friday. At Boles 
a schoolhouse was blown down and 
three pupils were killed, another was 
fatally wounded and a dozen or more 
sustained more or less serious injuries. 
Those killed were the children of Joe 
Lawrence, Mr. Frost and Mrs. Rutledge, 
respectively.

Southern railway to the amount of 
about $25,000 is the result of a wreck 
which occurred Sundaj* morning on the 
Knoxville & Ohio branch of the Knox-
•yille division of the Southern railway, 
1 Va miles west of i£ik Valley. The dead 
are: Engineer J. D. Maxey, Fireman 
Frank Reddy (colored), Brakeman 
Irohza Hoover (colored). Flagman W. 
A. Dillon. The injured are: Engineer 
Gofl, badly but not fatally cut on the 
head and bruised, and Fireman George 
Huskisson, badly burned and may die. 
Maxey, Re^dy, Hoover and Dillon weie 
burned to death or killed undeneath 
the ruins of three engines and a num­
ber of cars and coaches of the two 
wrecked trains. 

Sunday morning at 11:30 o'clock a 
double-header freight train loaded 
with coal crashed into a mixed local 
passenger train while both were run­
ning at the rate of 35 miles an hour. 
The engines met head on. the force of 
the impact being terrific. The coming 
together of the two trains was so sud­
den that the trainmen were unable to 
jump and saye their lives. The passen-
ger train was running ip yiinutes late, 
having waited at Knoxville for connec­
tion with a western train, and had the 
right of way. All the freight trains on 
the Knoxville & Ohio division bad been 
notified that the passenger train was 
on a late run. and the only cause fdr 
the accident that can be given is that 
Engineer Maxey, of the freight train, 
misread his orders. Immediately after 
the crash the wreckage caught fire.

The engine 
left Knoxville at five o'clock p. m. and 
had the fire under control at about 9:30 
o'clock. The passenger train carried 
about 20 passengers. None of these was 
injured. 

THREE INMATES PERISH. 

Fire In a Pittsburgh Hotel Causes a

Pa., Jan. 9.—A fire which 
broke out in the Hotel Richlieu at 3:15 
Sunday morning resulted in a property 
loss of only about $15,000, but three 
lives were sacrificed and five people 
were badly hurt. The dead are: Amos 
S. Landis, Grapeville. Pa.; George A. 
Waters, Camden, N. J.; Mrs. Katherine 
Boyle. Pittsburgh, Pa. The three vic­
tims were guests of the hotel, and all 
were suffocated by the dense smoke. 

The fire originated on the second 
floor from an explosion of gas, and 
within a few moments the building was 
a mass of flames and blinding smoke. 
The noise of the explosion awakened 
most of the guests, about 20 in number, 
and a frantic fight for life ensued. Rob­
ert N. Thompson, of Kalkaska. Mich., 
a salesman for the Cadillac Lumber 
company, was the means of saving at 
least six lives. In the first moments 
after the explosion he rushed into the 
hallway of the second floor and stum­
bled over the unconscious form of a 
woman, whom he dragged into the re­
ception room. Five others, three men 
and two women, who hadi been turned 
back from the stairway by the flames, 
were shrieking and fighting for some 
exit. Thompson forced them all into 
•the big room and locked the door. 
Knowing that it meant death to go into 
the hall, he fought the desperate men 
back until the arrival of the firemen, 
when all were rescued. The hotel is 
completely gutted, the loss being about 
$15,000. with no insurance.

The State of Texas Asks for a Re­
ceiver lor the M., K. A T.

Dallas, Tex., Jan. 9.—The state of 
Texas,- ^ through Attorney-General 
Crane, has filed quo warranto proceed­
ings to forfeit the charter of the Mis­
souri, Kansas & Texas Railway com­
pany, of Texas. The bill prays for the 
appointment of a receiver. The state 
alleges that in the ownership and oper­
ation of parallel and competing lines 
of railroad and in the issue of fictitious 
bonds and stocks the constitution and 
laws of Texas have been violated. It 
is also alleged that the present charter 
of the company is illegal because the 
legislature had no authority to em­
power the company to form any act 
prohibited by the constitution.

It U Said They Will Ffre the CUy 
Upon the First Boons of Anerlwa 

Guns—The Situation la (Jn-

Manila. Jan. 0.—Col. Potter, the spe­
cial emis«ary of Gen. Otis brfweea 
Manila and Iloilo, arrived Sunday 
afternoon with dispatches from the 
latter point. The situation when be 
left there was practically unchanged. 
The streets were barricaded and it was 
reported that the principal buildings 
bad been "kerosened," (he inso; gents 
having threatened to desiroy the whole 
business section by fire at the first shot 
of bombardment. The banks werr ship­
ping their treasure to the United Slates 
transport Newport and other Vessels. 
The family of the American rice con­
sul has gone on board the Newport. 

Col. Pot ter reports that President Me-
Kinley's proclamation had to b* type­
written aboard ship as the printers on 
shore declined to do the work and when 
the text of the proclamation was read 
to them ridiculed the notion that con­
ciliation was possible. 

The United States gunboat Petrel ar­
rived at Iloilo on Friday and Col. Potter 
reports that the United States troops 
will probably land on GuiamarasCsIand, 
about midway between the island of 
Panay and the island of Negros. where 
a camp will be established. 

There is no change in the situation 
here. On Friday night public demon­
strations were held in Pampangas prov­
ince in ratification of Aguinaldo's proc­
lamation and the excitement was in­
tense. All natives who enter the city 
in the night time are searched and 
every other precaution is taken. 

Ships and Sea to V*. 

Washington, Jan. 9.—Secretary Long 
has ordered the Solace to proceed to 
Manila as soon as she can be made ready 
for the voyage. Besides the Solace. Sec­
retary Long has ordered the gunboats 
Princeton and Yorktown to the same 
point. The Princeton is now at New 
York and will go via the Suez The 
Yorktown is at San Francisco and will 
cross the Pacific. Admiral Dewey has 
asked for supplies of various kinds and 
the Solace will carry a heavy load of 
these, sufficient to supply the fl«et on 
the Asiatic station for six months at 
least. The vessel will be attached to 
Dewey's fleet and in all probability, if 
this voyage turns out successfully, she 
will form one of the regular line of 
transports which will ply between the 
United States and the Philippines for 
the special benefit of the navy. Tte ves­
sel is now at the New York navy yard 
and is expected to sail for Manila, via 
the Mediterranean and Suez, in about 
two weeks. The navy department is 
now making up the details of her offi­
cers. Secretary Alger has decided to 
send four regiments of infantry to the 
Philippines. The Fourth. Twelfth and 
Seventeenth have been designated and, 
in addition, the Third infantry, now at 
Fort Snelling, Minn., will go by the 
same route, across the Atlantic. 

Arulnaldo Objects.' 
Manila, Jan. 9.—Within a few hours 

of the proclamation issued by Maj. Gen. 
Otis in behalf of President McKinley, 
the agents of Aguinaldo billed Munite 
with a manifesto which attracted con­
siderable attention. The revolutionary 
president protested against Gen. Otis 
signing himself military governor of 
the Philippine islands. 

Aguinaldo, in his manifesto, declared 
he had never agreed at Singapore, Hong-
Kong or elsewhere to recognize the 
sovereignty of the Americans here, and 
insists that he returned to the Philip­
pines on an American ship solely to con­
quer the Spaniards and to win inde­
pendence. He asserts that both his 
proclamations of May 24 and June 12 
stated this fact officially, and he claims 
that Maj. Gen. Merritt confirmed this 
by a proclamation several days before 
the Spaniards capitulated, stating 
clearly and definitely that the Ameri­
can forces came to overthrow the Span­
ish government and liberate the Fili­
pinos. 
Bays Americans Saluted His Flag. 

In conclusion, Aguinaldo declared he 
had natives and foreigners as witnesses 
that the American forces recognized 
not only by acts that the FiliDinos were 
belligerents, but by publicly saluting 
the Filipino flag "as it triumphantly 
sailed these seas before the eyes of all 
nations." 

Aguinaldo then solemnly protested, 
in the name of the Deity, who empow­
ered him to direct bis brethren in the 
difficult task of regeneration, against 
the intrusion of t£ie American govern­
ment, and reiterated that he can pro­
duce proofs that he was brought here 
on the understanding that the Ameri­
cans promised him their cooperation to 
attain independence. ' 

The revolutionary leader then called 
upon all his followers to work together 
with force and assured them he is con­
vinced that they will obtain absolnte 
independence, and nrging them never 
to return "from the glorious road" on 
which they have "already so far ad­
vanced." 

Maj. Gen. Otis attaches no importance 
to the manifesto. He says he feel* con­
fident that the opinion of the better 
classes of the Filipinos is not expressed 
in it. 

Still Much Excited. 
Santiago de Cuba, Jan. 9.—Sen or 

Bacardi, the mayor of Santiago, is 
cabling to Hanvana each day regarding 
the situation, explaining that the local 
excitement growing out of the proposal 
of the United States authorities to con­
centrate the customs receipts at Ha­
vana is not allayed, and that the peo­
ple want provincial and municipal au­
tonomy. ___

Silberg was six 
feet five inches tall and weighed 310 
pounds. He was one of the asmes 
known as "The Big Vitet" and be bad 
for years led the parade at the national 
encampment.
