N«w York.—John D. Rockefeller, bil­
lionaire? Yes, if he lives a few years 
and continues the exercise of business 
prudence combined with the audacity 
which has characterized his past 
career he will write his fortune down 
$1,000,000,000 and will figure as the 
first billionaire the world has even 
'seem Experts compute his wealth to­
day at more than $600,000,000, and the 
capitalization of the enterprises con­
trolled by him at more than $5,000,-
.000,000. 

Fifteen years ago the guesses on this 
subject, based on the most trustworthy 
information available, placed the 
amount of Mr. Rockefeller's wealth at 
$200,000,000. In the Intervening period 
the figures have been increased until 
it- is believed that they might be 
tripled without any exaggeration. * 

Standard Oil alone, eight years 
sgo^ according to one of that trust's 
magn ates, John D. Rockefeller's share 
amounted to more than $160,000, with 
an income from it of $15,000,000. This 
Statement had reference to his oil in­
terests alone and was made, too, be­
fore the great increase in prices in 
recent years had added at least one-
thlrd to the market value of these 
holdings. 

It is pretty well authenticated that 
tori the last dozen years Mr. Rocke­
feller's annual income from all sources 
ha^been steadily rising from $30,000,-
OOOt'and that he is receiving practically 
compound interest On his Investments, 
which must have added $300,000,000 to 
his? capital. 
; Oil, steel, railroads, banks and trust 
companies have not been equal to the 
task of providing occupation sufficient 
lot the fast multiplying Rockefeller 
niillions. Important items of the 
Rockefeller fortune are holdings of 
rl^al estate and mortgages aild of gov 
e^npient and municipal bonds. 

'They are so vast that the threads 
leading to them would take one to 
every part of the United States and 

' across the Atlantic.1 His beneficent 
attentions have been bestowed also on 
big insurance companies, steamship 
and telegraph and building corpori-
«ras and other things too numerous 

Taking into account all these wide­
spread interests H is not difficult to 
figure out that John D. Rockefeller is 
already possessed of $600,000,000 and 
that the accumulation of his yearly 
income will carry him to-the billion 
aire stage without any allowance for 
the appreciation of the properties in 
which his money is Invested. 

A. chronicled table of Mr. Rocke­
feller's fortune, the reward of 50 years 
of concentrated effort, of frugality, of 
industry and of the employment of 
tactful ability, would read about as 
follows:

The czar 
of Russia enjoys, an annual income of 
about $12,000,000; Emperor William, as 
king of Prussia, receives a little less 
than $4,000,000; the emperor of Aus 
trla-Hungary, $3,875,000; King Edward, 
$2,226,000, and the king of Spain, 
$2,000^000. King John, emperor of oil, 
king of steel, banking and railroads 
and prince of several dominions of less 
importance, can buy and sell them all.

Crpokston,. Minn.—Training Jack 
rabbits to race against a train is the 
latest fad of Norwood Davies, man­
aging editor of the Crooks ton Times. 
While on a train last summer he saw 
a large jack rabbit running even with 
the train and the idea of training 
jacks for racing purposes - first pre­
sented Itself. Since then he has been 
gathering likely specimens and has 
bean devoting much of his time to 
training them. 

He now has two jack rabbits trained 
so they obey his commands fairly well, 
and Gvenr nice day when he has time 
he takes them out and races them 
against Incoming trains. An assist­
antjitatiohed at -the end of the course 
bags the rabbits. The speed of these 
animals Is remarkable. So far it has 
been impossible to accurately time 
them, hut it is claimed that they can 
negotiate a mile a minute. 

As the train approaches the animals 
become restless and nervous and 
prance about much like running horses 
at the start of a race. 

Up to the present time the rabbits 
have only been trained to run when 
a train is approaching, but Mr. Davies 
anticipates racing the jacks against 
hprsg?, bicy.cles and motor cars.

New Bedford, Mass.—Suit for non-
support has been brought by Mrs. Hen*' 
rietta H. Poitras, who, after being 
legally separated from her husband, 
returned to the house as his servant, 
and after three years' service was 
discharged by him. 

Poitras says he had a perfect right 
to discharge his servant, and will 
claim that the first adjustment by the 
court" of his troubles gave bis wife 
no more rights than any servant hired 
through the agency of an employment 
bureau. 

Mr. and Mrs. Poitras formerly re­
sided in Canada, and when he left his 
flourishing hotel and came to this city 
and opened a grocery, his wife trailed 
him here and instituted separate main­
tenance proceedings. In lieu of ali­
mony, Mrs. Poitras accepted $500. She 
went to live in Middleboro, and he re­
mained in this city. 

After a few months the husband 
discovered that he needed a house­
keeper and Inserted an advertisement 
for one. His wife applied for the posi­
tion, and out of several applicants was 
accepted because of her experience in 
that line of work. Under theSe un­
usual circumstances the two lived to­
gether. 

A written contract was drawn up 
by the husband's attorney, whereby 
Mrs. Poitras was to live on the prem­
ises a stranger to her husband, and in 
this agreement she consented to be his 
servant and housekeeper in payment 
for her board. 

Some days ago Mrs. Poitras 
claimed that her husband recently dis­
charged her by forcibly kicking her 
into the street She also said; "There 
is another woman whose name will 
probably be mentioned in the. case. 
She was the cause of our first trouble, 
and, in spits of our legal separation, I 
rinim that my three years' stay in his 
home has restored me to my wifely 
rights." Poitras would not say why 
he discharged his wife.. "I had ft per­
fect right to send her away, for she 
was only a servant," was his only ex-
