annual message.

montfl were in order. Tho principalBpeecb iu general debate was made
by Mr. Brosins (Rep.), of Peuunylvania, a msmber of tho committee
roportiug tbo bill, who mado au elo¬
quent uppeal.in the uamo of patriot¬
ism and duty, for united aetiou to
relieve tho country from its presentcondition. Tbo amendments propo6ud by the committee, with two
exceptions, wore agreed to.
The committee proposed to strike

out the section to retire all national
ba'jk notes of less deuominatiou
tbau $10 and silver certificates of
higher thuu $10 and to require State
banks to keep thoir lawful reserves
iu gold coiu or gold certificates.
These propositions wore rejectod.
Due, ollercd by Mr. Haugen (Rep.),of Wisconsin, reduced from $50,000
to 320,000, the minimum capitalstock of national banks; the other,ottered by Mr. HartmaD, of Mon¬
tana, required tbo payment of half
of tho onetoms duties collected to be
iu gold aud half in silver,

Mr. Blond's freo silver proposi¬tion us a substitute for the bill wus
rulod out of order by Cbairmau
Richardson and from that decision
Mr. Bland appealed, iso quorumvoted ou the question of sustainingtbo c'uair and the Bouse adjourned,Senate..Another acquisition to

otlice, The Sonata now consists of
