Charles R. Oliver.
Mrs. Ida L. Oliver uud Miss Kate

Oliver, Widow und bister ut Charles It.
Oliver, deceased, havu lustitntcd iu the
Court ol Law und C baueury ol this
city two bums lor alleged damages bus
taiued by the plaiutitT through u re
fm-al to deliver to Charles lt. Oliver
dnriug his life, or to the plaiutitl, siuoe
his death, t»o polices of iusuracou ou
thu lite oi Charles II. Oliver, the first
for tho Burn of 83,000, being for the
benefit of his wife, Ida B. Oliver, and
tho second for the sum ol $'<!,0U0, beinglor the benefit ol Ins sister.
The declaration alleges that tbo iu-

siirauce company undertook to deliver
these policies to Cbas. 11. Oliver, uud
actually issued theai from the home
otlice in New York, uud sent tbem to
their ugeut in Norfolk, who placedtbem in the baud of the soliciting agent[or delivery; that before thu actual de-
livery the company, by wire, directed
their recall, lor seine reason so far uu
known. Before Mr. Olivor received
uuy notice of this action on their part,
he whs ecoidontly abut while bunting.1 ho pluintltls claim that this rufu.'ul to
deliver the policies constitutes a breach
of contract, anil they lay their damages
at the lace value of the policies. I liese
