onongh to talk about. In the first plnce,
the parasol for coaching or tor carriage
ia of a lighter und uioro ethereal build
than any other. On that is placed all
the whippedcream and sillabub of light¬
ness and sweetness. The Qlmy chiffon,
the transparent silk mull and a dozen
other, dolicato fabrics sire gathered,
puffed and ruffled on them, und ribbon
is rolfled up into little rosettes und
stack about wherever they will show to
tho best advantage. There aro some
quaint parasols of striped silk, ontiroly
mitrinmicd. These are to wear with the
strictly tailor made suits. Tho stripes
are like those on the borders of Madras
haudkerchiofs. They aro very chic.
Thon como tho summer outing hats,

covered with flowers, the great bunches
standing up stiffly and entirely coveringthi> straw. Feathers, flowers, lace, jot
and ribbons aro used iudiscrimiuutely
as one likes. Everything goes, but for
coachiug, the races orcarriugo tho flow¬
er bed huts are just tho proper caper:Tho natty little sailor hat holds its own
for every occasion for those to whom it
is moro becoming thau any other.
The bos coats.short ones reaching

very little below the waist.are consid¬
ered quitO swell, and many ladies arc
woaring tnom. They urn cut in three
pieces, and, without darts or shape, theyhung liko bugs. There aro somo very
pretty nut! gracoful covert coats in coach¬
man's drab, mndowith iiumousoslccvcs,deep cuffs and "flowerpot" collars.
Square buttons or oxtroinely largo bonebuttons are set on the back and in front
and often on the cuffs. Tho jackets must
have extra huge sleeves and have the
arm sizes cut out very much to allow the
dress sloovo to go in, and for that rcasou
tho short capo is preferred for ordinary
wear. Some very pretty onos are mndo
of black vclntiua, cut so as to ripple
very full. Set in five places when- tho
folds will allow them to abow are piecesof paasemonterio, with just beads enoughto lighten it up. Tor maidens and eld¬
erly ladies tho mantle shape is prefer¬red and is made with two shaped Beams
down the back and a fold or so to lit it
slightly to the figure. Bcngnlino, heavy
reps, brocade und velvet uro tho ma¬
terials most In use for those long man¬
tles, though fine cloth is often sccu. Ono

aud ends down the front added to its
beauty. Short, full capes of silk, satin
duchess mid velntinn often have narrow
