The New York Tribune ol a recent
date, contained an interview with Kx-
fSenator Manderson, of Nebruskn, in
which he expressed tho opinion thnt a

majority of tbe voters of his Stato aro
for international bimetallism, but not
for independent free coinage of silver.
Wbeu asked if he thought the ltockyMountain States weto uoing to eauso
much trouble in the next National He
publican Convention, he said they
would try very hard to commit the
convention to silver, but he did not be¬
lieve thay would bolt if defeated, lu
replying to some questions us to the
probable action of tho Fifty fourth
Congress, the ex-Sonator stated (hot bo
saw no serious prospect of any sliver
legislation, Tho Senntor is for freo
silver, hut he thinks the House will
show a good majority against it.
Besides, Mr. Clevoland would veto any
bill looking to iree ooinage, if it could
pnss Congress. There is, therefore, no
encouragement for the agitation of tho
eilver question.
As to the tariff, Mr. Manderson sbjs

the Senate will not bo Republican on
that question, as "tho Populists, with
the possible exception of Stewart, are
free traders." lie thinks thut it would
be useless to attempt any general re¬
vision of the tariff, But that leaves
open tbe question, whut shall bo doue
to increase the revenue? Upon this ho
observes that "a merely partisan view
.I Ibis night be that the, Democratic

admioistration «lioii.il either take the
Komiblioou proscription or bo their
own doctors."
The meaning of fhif. as pointed out

by the Louisvillo Courier-Journal, is
that unless the President will sign a

high tariff bill Congress should allow
the dclirieucy in the reveuuo to con¬

tinue. This was whut Republican
pnpers called "starring tbo Govern-
incut." when u Democratic House pro¬
posed io attaoli cbttaiu needed reforms
to appropriation bills. '1 horo is not
the sligbtcct doubt that ninny hot pro¬
tectionists uro in fuvor of tin* policy,
it has been speeilloally suggestod and
urged by some of I hem. Mr. Muuder-
h.iu is not, however, iu favor of so rudi-
cal a measure, as ho thiukf the situa¬
tion dosM not justify it.
