. much heavier consumers of cotton and
tngar and other southern products than
thoy ore in ether year.-, and so there
cannot fail to be an eubnuced demand
for those products during ttbo 12 months
beginning with tho deli'ivery of 1896's
corn crop.

Further than all this, the railroads

Wave, so to spook, from die transporta¬tion of manufactured goods from the

NO CLASS LEGISLATION.

Equal Rights For All. Special Privileges
to None.

In a speech doliverod before, a free
silver convention at Qriflin, 'ia., Sena¬
tor Morgan of Alabama rehashed tho
stale theories of the silver standard ad¬
vocates, and closed his exposition <'f the
free coinage gospel with tho declaration
that tho Bilvoritcs demanded "oqunl
rights fir all. special privileges to
nono." This doctrine "f oquality before
tho law is one which npj als to overy
fair minded American, and it. is the be¬
lief that silver is denied privileges
granted to g"ld which has led many to
support the agttatiou for free coinage at
10 to I. But ihero is no ground for such
claim. On th<.utrary the proposition
that tho govorutneu! sin mid coin iuto
money at a Uxod ratio all tho silver of
this or other countries winch might I«'
brought to tho mints is a direct violation
of the principles >rf equal rights.

All that the government does for gold
is to stamp it with a certilii'uto of its
weight, and fineness, The legal tender
quality of gold coin adds nut lung to its
commoroial value. If the government
worn tn stop the coiuilgo of gold toinor
row, tho value of that metal would re¬
main the same. And tin- adoption of
gold as the standard of values has not
increased the value of the products of
the gold minor. The same could he said
<>f silver were it uteroly propoi ed. to coin
that motalut its truo coninierciul value.
The most extreme "goldbqg" of the BÜ-
vorite's imagiuatiou would not object to
free ooinago of si her dollars if each
coin contained a full dollar's worth of
silver. Tho objection to such action on
the part, of the government is that it
would involve it great hud useless es¬
pouse for uiintugo, us tho commercial
value of silver continually chuugca, and
it would be necessary to make now coins
whenever silver became cheaper or dear¬
er. But tho demand of tho free silver
advocates is not for the coinago of both
metals at their commoroial value, but
fur tho'unliiuiled coinage of silver,Worth
only BO cents, into coins which will
lie legal lender in payment fur goods or
of debts equal togold coins, worth twice
as much. In other words, they seek to
compel the government togivooue class,
tho producers of silver, tho tight tu have
tho value of their products doubled by
setting a (lotitious value on it. This is
what five coinngn nt. Iii to i really
means, and if adopted it would make
the silver miners a privileged class tit
tho expense of the whole people.

That this is truo is recognized by all
the loading Populists, who have do-
nioudcd that tho government should go
farther aud Bjivo tho owners of staple
farm products tho right tu huvo their
crops stored in govurumcnt warehouses
and to receive money bused em theiu.
In this the Populistsaro consistont with
their paternalistic viows, but very in¬
consistent with the Jofforsoniau doctrine
of äqual rights. The truo remedy for
any violation^ of this great principle is
not the granting of .special privileges t"
tho farmers as well us tu silver miners,
but tin- repeal of all class legislation
and steadfast opposition toall1immci.il
schemes involving government aid to
any special interest.

THE INDUSTRIAL SITUATION.

¦lout I'.rmurlo-.ntn Improvement Knows
In .Many Year*

Tho frequent reports of reBumptioo of
work by industrial establishments which
woro closed during the recent depression
and of increases of wages have kyi to i
careful canvass of tho industrial situa¬
tion iu tho manufacturingcenters of tho
country. The results offer most encour¬
aging proof of a general and pronounced
industrial revival.
Tho investigation covors tho period

from April 1, when the indications of
reviving (rude began to bo manifest, to
Juno 1. Within that time 227 manu¬
facturing plants, which bad been idle,
rcftnmcd operation, giving employment
to 6.1,400 operatives. Tho total number
of employees who have received ad¬
vances cf wages of not loss thati 10 pet
cent in the same period is 178,000. Tho
number of employees striking for higher
wages has been reduced from 1)0,000 to
26,000.
This in it remarkable showing, not

equaled for any period of equal duration
within many years. It proves conclusive¬
ly that the bettor times predicted at tho
beginning of the year are here. Tho ef¬
fect, of the renewal of profitable activity
in manufacturing will h? felt more and
more in all brunches of trade. The coun¬
try is undoubtedly on the verge of a
great boom in business..St. Louis Post*
