'I'bo evidoencs of Mr, M, Gross,
who wade the complaint, Mike [Perry
aud the colored girl, Maddie Cousins,
was heard,

I'bis immediate couse of the iovesti-

atiou was brought sabout Ly Nr,

rogs' clerk lovkiug into the clinracter
of Oflicer Soyder in conuection with s
euit brought agaiust the y etty for the
dllegul capture of Lis dog by the oflicer,
Dr. Gross comiog into the full posses-
sion of all the fects through his clerk,
felt justified in reporting the matter to
Llhe bourd,

AMr, Giross' testimouy was to the
elicet that the girl vassed lus house on
the night of slleged ovcurrguce in com-

muy with  lis ecolored porter, ditke
i'crr_\', weephiug, sod that when stho

orter cntue to work the next morning
{:u atuted tu him what bud oceurred the
night previous,

Mr. Gross advisod Perry to tell the
girls' wother, and for them to make a
eowplutot to the authoriiies., He saild
thie multer (heu passed ovut of his mind
until it was bronght up by the investi
gation of the recent dog eapture.

Perry testified thut he was an eye
witoess Lo the nssault, seen throngh »
window lrom the etrect by him, nuod
that Ollicer Spyder stood 1o the room
et the time of the vecnrrence,

Tue girl Maddie Cousins made o
etraightforward statement of what oc
curred, and gease ue n resson for oot
sopuorting the ailuir thel «be was intiomi-
dated by the officer aud from fenr that
tie would prrest ber wud lock Ler up,

Whe girl, in apswer toon guestion by
Capt, Boltou sy to what she dul for w
fivrelybood, smid that sihe bad  been
working off aud on for tho past four

cars for Mr, lickelt 1o bis erale fae
ory at Virgua  Desch aod thab she
weut to thie louse 1o gompauy with
Mike erry to eall ou a grel trivwd thint
fived there, While sitting in the room
with Perry and the otber girl the ofli-
cer cawe 1o with Keeling sud the girl
who lived 1o the bhouse rau out through
feur ol the oflicer,

1he ofticer theo asked for the keoper
of the bouse snd ou beiog told that she
baud goue out be comwmanded Mike
Lerry to go vut sud tivd Ler, leaving
her alone with the oflicer and Reoling,
aud that it was theu that the assault
was commilted by Keeliug, the officer
buing preseot,

Otiicer Suyder wae called and testi-
ficd in bis bebnlf, He stated that he
went to s house on Now street last
eprivg, whicl bad been complnined of
as 8 duisunee by the restdents in that
doculity, auod had driven from it sev
eral womoen sod men, all colored; that
on Lhe night o gquestion be did not see
the girl Maddie Cousging in the erowd,
But that be bad seen her on  previous
occagious in thut weighborhood, sud
bad vrdersd ber 1o leave.

‘T'he water rushid down the valley in

a tremondons torront, swesping every
thing before 1t, It covered the gronnd
to w dopth of  six feat, and  the lood
woy [roos six to uinoe miles wide, 'ho
business bousea aud  residonees of the
two lowns wero bullt of adobe, and
they molted away before the torront of
wator liko saod,
The town of Abostor hnd a popula-
tion ol 1,500 people, 'The iubein-
tutits snw tho torrout vomiog down Lbe
valley in time to make theic escaps to
the adjuiving bille. So far an koown
thoro wero no lives lost in that place,
althongh not more thno lifteen bhousss
nre loft standing.  Fvery bouse in the
town of loderiguez, whioh bans o popn-
lution of 700, was washed away, bat no
livos wora loat.
