A HEAVY FIRE LN PLEIASANT ROW

The saw mill of Mr. I. N. EasOn wasburned to the ground early last Friday(hOrntng between the hours of 2 and 3

o'clock. Mr. Bason was aroused by the
cry of a negro'that "your saw mill is on
lire." Mr. Bason win tout and gatheredhis full force of men to the mill at once.
Even i!ils neighbors responded quicklyto lils call, making a. combined force of
over'thirty men anxious to assist In sav¬
ing 'Hie rapidly 'burning building, but
owing to file Ions' drought the IM tie -wa¬
ter In the well wns of no use, nnd It was
quickly forced upon nil present, that It
would-be Impossible'lo save Hie'burningbuilding. Everything at the mill, in¬
cluding even ithe works, was destroyed.A part of the lumber In the yards, how¬
ever, was saved, probably 300,000 feet,
perhaps more. The question was asked
Mr. EasOn after the fire what, In .his
opinion -was the amount of ihe loss?
He refused to answer. T'he head fore¬
man of the mill, 'however, said that the
less could nctt l»e replaced for $2,000.
Mr. Ea.son eays that there was not a
dollar of Insurance on the mill or anyof the'property. The question was ask¬
ed Mr. Eason whether lie thought the
lire was of incendiary origin or not. lie
replied thnt he did not know of any
enemy or any one, for that matter, who
would do him harm;

WILL THEY RETALIATE?
The Seaboard's Competitors Considering a

Counter Cut in Rates.

TO MEET THAT LINE'S DIFFERENTIAL
Tula Will Mi nn n Itenl Rnte VTor nnd

It MuvNtnrt AnyTlmo After Uolober
23tb, «In n Ncnconrd Air Line's
Äow Itntra Go Into I.tTect-Conlcr-
oin o in Wualiincton.

The announcement that t'he SeaboardAir Line has opened up -the way for
a lively war of rates among railwaye^'tätems In the South, has started all
klnd3 of speculation in transportation
circles. The tuvcling .public, however,la sitting down calmly and waiting to
save money. Tihat's what rate wars
mean to them. .Railway employ es, how¬
ever don't take such a cheerful view
of a renewal-of hostilities. It involves
the possibilities of a slash in salaries in
the effort to reduce..tlho running ex-
pense, which, if the war really gets un¬
der way, ui|d lasts long enough, may
find such a course necessary. To be
sure, nothing of t'he sort Is now con¬
templated, but that's the-way clerks and
other railway employes view the situ¬
ation.
That tlhe Seaboard's differential rate

will be matched by Its competitors",
there seems but little doubt. Indeed
the words "subject to cnange," printed
on the new tariff circular would seem
to Indicate that the management of the
Seaboard Air Line lselC expects noth¬
ing less than that the new rate will
come lower eventually In order to pre¬
serve Ohe differential feature.
The Southern States Passenger Asso¬

ciation has as yet taken no action con¬
cerning the Seo'board'i» attitude, but
nevertheless, many of the members of
that organization gathered yesterday
In "Washington," where the Southern
Railway's general others are located.
There were present: Reulben Fester,
president oif the Tork River and New-
Bay Line, which operates In connection
with the Southern Railway; Air. Em¬
erson, of Uhe Atlantic Coast Line; Mr.
Chisln, of the York River Line and sev¬
eral other Southern officials.
Wlhethor.or not. these officials discuss¬

ed the advisability of retaliating against
the Seaiboard Air Line is not known and
the local «lllcers of the lines they rep¬
resent, are reticent on the subject.
However the opinion that title cut will
be met Is very generally expressed by
other transportation men. The cut will
not affect the rates to Baltimore via
either of the bay lines, over which the
tariff now In effect Is the same announc¬
ed during the last rate war.
