power. Any port opened to one power,
must be "opened to all or open to none.
If Riussla has been granted the rUrh't
to winter ships nt Port Arthur, Great
Britain will enforce her lights to the
same privilege, and her ships will win¬
ter there, whether China concedes or
docs not concede the right."
Continuing, the Guardian sayst
"If Germany obtains a naval station

at Klao-Chou, Great Britain insists
Uipon bavlng a lease of ground for a

naval station at the some port and she
will support every other power mak¬
ing the saime claim.
"The contention "of the government

Is that the most favored nation clause
in the British and all other treaties
with China, forbids any special conces¬
sions of the nature contemplated byGermany at Klao-Ohou, and prevents
nations from securing special benefits
In which the others have not n share.
"The government has also declared

that the same principle applies to such
transactions as railway and mine .mo¬
nopolies. Taking her stand on the
¦treaties. Great Britain refuses to ac¬knowledge such concessions and will In¬
sist upon similar railway and mine
tights and will use such force to se¬
cure or defend them as may be neces¬
sary.

"This declaration docs not apply to
cessions of territory to which the ex¬isting treaties do not refer; but rela¬tive to this contingency the dispatch ofGreat Britain to China says that whenit occurs graver questions will arise.The government will then consider the
¦manner in which British interests can¦best be safeguarded, and the form¦whioh the compensation to Great Brit¬ain for the special advantages of othernations must take.

well and Wie other legular Republicancandidates In the organization of the
Legislature and that "the Opposition has
not enough vuu-s to elect a Senator.
The Hanna men concede ihn'. Uicy have
lost the power which 'will result from
rho organization of bo>lh branches, as
they can name no chairmen of com¬
mittees, place no members in desirable
positions, or dispose of any oilier Slat?
patronage, hut they have carried the
twjar Into lithe home ooinvtlca <xf the
bolting Republican members, mid ex¬
pect the necessary changes before next
Wednesday night.
The developments of las-f Saturday

night and to-day nave caused lite
Hanha men to admit that they were
ou'i done In the preliminary organiza¬
tion for this contest and that they
undererUlmailed Hie oppoHHtion, espe¬

cially the extent of It since the Novem¬
ber election. While ex-Chairman
Kurtz was thotighu to have been or¬
ganizing against Hanna ever since
the Republican Sli.e convention at
Toledo in June, yet the participation of
Governor Bushneil and others had not
lxen fully anticipated.
The Democratic State headquarters

have been kept In operation by John
McLean anil others ever dineo tlie No¬
vember election, ostensibly to prepare
for a grand free silver carnival hero
on Jackson Day, January S. It now
transpires that the Democratic head-
quarters were kept open to get all the
Democratic members in line for what
took plate to-day and for the defeat of
Itlanno. Meantime Mr. Kurtz was
marshaling every p ssii.b- Republican
In line against ll.ttr.ia and communi¬
cating with the committee on arrange¬
ments for Jackson Day. To-night this
fact Was no longer concealed by the
opposltl .n and many Republicans arc
openly complaining against tlie man¬
agement "f Senator Manna's inti-rcsts.
Tn< superior organization of the op¬

position was sho.wh in their securing to¬
day nearly all of the doubtful votes.
The antl-Hanna legislators marched to
the State House to-day in line like
troops and had their triumphal march
in the most unusual manner because
of the confidence in their organisation.
Their wives and daughters secured
choice seats in advance in the legisla¬
tive halls, and the most elaborate floral
designs were on hand for the occasion.
The feeling of the Republican mem¬

bers who voted for their caucus nomi¬
nees is openly expressed against Gov¬
ernor ßushnell more than against Mr.
Kurtz or other Republicans who com¬
bined with the Democrats. The State
Journal, the Republican organ of cen¬
tral Ohio, prints a large picture of the
Governor w-ilh heavy black borders.
Some Republican clubs have cancelled
their engagements of quarters here for
the Inauguration exercises next Mon¬
day and many protests are being re¬
ceived nt the .State House. Col. T. W.
Moore, of Marietta, nnother appointee
of Governor Bushneil, to-day resigned
as trustee of the State Insane Asylum
at Athens.
The feeling of revenge was shown

even in the routine legislative proceed¬
ings.

ing ambulances.
