THE YELLOW FEVER EPIDEMIC.

A Mississippi Family Brought the Dls-|ease from Guatemala;
(New Orlcos Dispatch, January 2.)
The committee of the Mississippi

Legislature appointed to Investigate the
yellow fever of last summer, has report¬
ed. The committee vis-lted Ocean
Springs. Hiloxi and other coast towns
where the fever prevailed, and made a
Ahovlough Investigation. Although It
could not 9alve some of the mysteric
of the fever, It was able to get a great
deal of valuable information, it linds
'.hat the yellow fever originated at
<»cMn Springs, Miss., beyond nil ques¬
tion, hut not from the United State.-"
marine hospital quarantine station at
Ship Island, as was supposed, and It
declares that the quarantine station Is
not a menace or a danger to the health
of the Gulf coast or the South.
Those who did not think that the

fever originated at Ship Island and was
communicated by tho quarantine offi¬
ciate to tho mainland, held that It was
Introduced by Cuban refugees, who met
at Ocean Springs In June to arrange
for a filibustering expedition to Cuba,
and one of who?., members died of a
mysterious disease nnd was burled nt
Ocean Springs.
The theory which wns very generally

accepted I« disproved by tho Mississippi

ingtelatlve committee, -which finds that
the yellow fever got Into thLs countrymuch carüor thun inrpposed. as early.Indeed, as the litter part of April, and
came Ji"t from Cuba, hut from Guate¬
mala. Th" existence of yellow fever wu.<
not discovered at Ocoaii Springs ttntll
Septen.her G, and the utmost researches
hitherto have not traced It hack beyondthe end of July.
The committee finds that yellow fever

prevailed for four months at OceanSprings, taking that long time to pro¬
pagate anil spread Itself. It was Intro¬
duced Into tliU country by a familyresidents of Mississippi, who had beentemporarily staying In Guatemala, and
who came to the United States on thoCentral Am -rlcan steamer Breakwater.Tholr baggage was not fumigated, nordisinfected. Tin y went direct, to OceanHinlngs. where one of them was takensick with f<>ver. Within <i few daysfevi r started in the Immediate neigh¬borhood, und from thai time fever of
Kome character prevailed in OceanSprings nil ib.- summer, although It
was hot diagnosed as yollow ft.-vcruntii Soplemix r.
The committee attributes the Intro¬duction of the yellow fever to the factthat tho quarantines of the Gulf SUtteoagainst (he West Indies and CentralAmerica go into effect on May l3tvwhereas the Breakwater brought thodisoasc Into the country In April or be¬fore the quarantine Borvlce was put rnopoiution. This will necessitate anearly quarantine In order to assure pro¬tect ion.
The epidemic of isTS was broughtinto this country long before the quar¬antine wns put in force, (in. i*teamorbringing it here, tho Emily B. Souder,arriving In March. Tin' committee wasalso authorized to investigate the:amount of damage done by the yellowfever scare, ttnd found It to be greaterthan estimated. The loss to businessIn the State during the prevalence ofthe scare was from 35 i.o 30 per cent.In vnhie beeaunii of tho fever Tho
