ginnts all dead. Tho coral reef romains,
but the eornl insect has perished!

A man's stylo should eimply bo his
ournest self in words; words not cum-
Iirous as (if he played porter to great
dietionaries, but as if the elothing of
thoughts, worn ensily and grnoe?uily
avery day.

Laet thers always be an
eye to the spelling of that word, for had
he really gained the top of certain other
stylen that seem quite tho fashion, he
would have never lived to get down
agnin.
