This
sample of a red wine from Missouri was tasted
with a specimen ot Mower's choice Cape
wine both of the vintage of 1859. All
agreed as to the choice flavor and bouquet of
our townsman's wine, out, as a aody, an
agreed that the Norton wine, from Missouri.
only leaked sge to prove as rich a table wine
as the beat Burgundy. Mr. Mottier, whose
wine received the diploma at Chloaso. aa- -
knowledged that the Missouri specimen 1 bat
a anad oeiow hi own in rionness and Savor.
The grape of Mr. Mottier of the Sobujlkili
family of g ape is eerteinly very delloious,
and these testimonials for the Missouri wine
give us great enoouragemeot that varieties for
the appropriate latitudes bv close attention
will Insure to the West an abundant supply of
the eholsest wines.

This Norton's Virginia Seedling at one time
attracted the notioe of Mr. Long worth, bnt it
not giving as mucn promise as expected, tt re
oslved but little attention.

Now, aa we learn from Mr Buchanan, It
having proved hardy and productive, Mr.
Foutnier, Mr. Long worth's Dlraotor.hu re
newed to it assurances of his di.tlnguiahad
eonaideration. Mr. Bogen, of this olty, has
become so spamored of this seedling for a red
wine, that he has Invested $1,200 In scouring
best cuttings for giving it a fair trial here.
Specimens of three vintages of Catawba were
placed on the table. Mottiar's, Gibson and
Geffrey's, and John P. Foote's, all of 1859,
whioh were deoided In merit, in the order they
are named. The wine from the Gibson House
farm Is a part ef a lot of 1,700 gallons,
whioh has great body, and promises, with
care, to be a superior wine. The hosts of that
house have a country seat of over one hun
dred and fifty acres, in the neighborhood of
Ed. Forest's farm, on the hills in the rear of
Covington, whence fresh fruits, vegetables,
fowls, and all the fat of the land, of their
own produotion, and obtained for their guests.

Mr. Mottier filled the glasses with hlschoioe
Catawba of 1858, whioh is really Nonpariel,
Every quality of superiority that training
and skill could Impart to constitute the --beat
wine, this pioneer vintner has secured In this.

It is to be hoped that wine-growe-rs will
bring specimens at the meeting on Saturday,
and that a general reunion will take place at
the revival oi tne American Wine Growers'
Association.
