Rueter WM Oat
Many of our citizens distinctly recol-

lect the mysterious disappearance of a
stranger who was stopping at the
"Derv." Ross hotel, In this city some
thirty-eigh- t years ago. The circum-
stances as related by many about the
mystery are substantially as follows:

Some time in August, 1837, a man on
horsebaok arrived at the Ross hotel and
registered his name as John Miller. He
was a man of about forty years of age
and of Scotch descent. He stated that
he was making a trip throngh the county
with a view of purchasing some land, as
he had some money that he wished to in-
vest in Western lands. His stay was
prolonged at the hotel on account of an
attack of chills and fever, which was no
uncommon thing in those days. The
weather being warm and the hotellifeing
badly ventilated, he, with. other board-
ers, frequently slept In a barn near the
hotel.

On or about tbe 25tliof August, 1,837,he
retired as usual in the barn to avoid an
oppressive heat arid spend tile night in
sweet repose and perhap to dream of
the dear ones at home, but the morning
light reheated his vacant couch. Mr.
killer was not to be found in his "little
bed," nor had he made his appearance
at the hotel. Search was instituted, but
no thiluge were heard ot him. His horse,
saddle and brittle being in the barn con-
vinced all persons that there was Some.
thing mysterious about his sudden dis-
appearance and certain parties were
suspicioned of his murder, but the cir-
cumstances were not strong enough to
convict them at that tithe. His sudden
disappearance has remained a mystery
ever since until to-d- (Saturday, July
8, 1875).

The old hotel and barn were destroyed
by lire mauy years and the lot on
wince the barn was eit'uated is now a
vacant, dreary eand bank. The recent
rains having washed quite a large
amount of sand front the spot where the
barn stood a ghastly skeleton was re-
vealed which had been buried beneath
the barn. It was discovered by Mr. An-
drus, who communicated the fact to
some friends who visited the preadaea,
and the skeleton was removed to the Ha-
vane infirmary whore it was examined
by Drs. Reede and Stuart, ond other
eminent medical and solentito gentle-
men.

A long gash or wound was found on
the right tilde of the skid! extending
through the frontal and parietal bones,
which was undoubtedly inflicted by
a hatehet, ax, or some such weapon. It
was also ascertained from the state of
disintegration of the osseous structure
that it must have been under grouud tor
many years. The ciroumstanoes leave
ao doubt in the minds of the citizens
here Wet Mr. Miller was Murdeted,
bed and buried in the barn, and that the
parties suspicioned at the time of his
mysterious disappearance are the
derers. it is stated that they are still
living, and. measures wilt be taken to
bring them to Justice.--Havan- a (111.)
