Andrew Johnson wne born at Raleigh, N, O,
December th, 1804, and wuf conseguently,
nearly 07 yenrs of age, His futher nppren.
ticed him to a taflor in early manhood, and in
1418 he removed with his mother to{ireenville,
Tenn. Hore bo puvsued his tende for some
years, nnd improved bis educacion, which had
boen neglected In sarly life,

He soon became |oterested in logal politios;
was in 1585 elected in the Dumoeratic Intorest !
to a seat b the lower House of tho State Logls-
Inture, This position he held fortwo years,
but st the oxpiration of thal time falled to be
re-olected til 1539, During il this period be
Was acquiring & repulation as a strong And
eloquent speaker, aud as an ardent supporter
of the Democratic parey, and in 1841 was
elected to the Swate Sennte, He remained o
Senator t111 1853, when he wias chosen Governor
of Tennesses,

In 1653 he wns re-olected to the same offioo.
his opponont on this occasion bel Moreditth
P. Gontry. At the explration of his termw of of-
flee he was elected to the United Statos Senate,
In 1801, when the Logislnture of Tennesaoo voted
ihat Scate ont of the Union, Mr, Johnson gave
bis Alrm mdberencs to the. Northern Govern-
ernment. It would have been dangerons for
him to bave veutured into Tennessee, and he
was burnt in ofllgy In every eity.
