the facts are becoming more widely
known the feeling of danger ls passing
away, and although prices are being
kept up and will continue to be fair,
they can not remain such as to
seriously affect consumers during the
Ivinter. Tile strip of country damaged
by the continued rains and floods was
very small In comparison .to the whole,
and licit in the great vVhcat producing
portiou ef the country. TO this even,
the dainage was not so great as expected,
while in the great Webt, where wheat is
abundailt, the supply is great and the
surplus from last year not inconsider.
able. California .alone is said to have
300,000 tolls of wheat for shipment.
Add to 'this ts the 'fact that the path
has this year, for the trst time,,raised
sulficient grain for her own use, and it
will be seen that but little danger of

verybigh rates need be anticipated. That
the prices of grain will be good and a
large amount exported is probable, but
that there will be so great a denatnd as
to seriously affect prices of bread here is
unlikely. The demand for shipment
will probably be considerable within the
next few months but it will only be
enough to give a vigorous tone to ,the
grain market and through it to other
interets, and the advance of a few

cents on breadstuff will be welcomed by
