American Art at the Centennial.
Very little that can be discovered

being done to make the American art
department of the Centennial Exhibition
worthily representative of the art of the
ciountry. Some few artists have been
nominated here and there to act as
agents and eollectors; but this is not
enough. Something must be d0110 in an
orgunized manner to awake interest in
art circies,, and this can be best accom-
plished by the organization of eh art
committee representing the great body
ofAmerican artists.

It would be the businese of thie com-
mittee to collect and arrange whatever
works could be procured irom the stu-
dios and private galleries of the coun-
try. The works ought to include paint-
ings by the earlier American artists,
from Trumbull to the men of the present
day. It would be-o- great interest to for-
eign visitors, and would do much to re-
move the impression that in their anx-
iety to promote. the material develop-
opment of the country Americans have
neglected the cultivation of the high
arts.New York herald.
