So a certain extent What effect this
might have upon our own. Instead of
transporting her goods to or from her
own ports around the Cape of Good
Hope or Cape Horn, Great Britain's
ships take the comparatively short
route ot the Suez Canal. Instead of
sending our own goods and ships, or the
foreign produced cargoes of the latter,
through a canal acroiis the Istbmua of
Panama or Nicaraguas, we send them
around the inhoitpitable and generally
baffling passage of Cape Horn, with not
only the disadvantages of the time lost,
but the encertainties of making so clan-

gdrous a passage in safety. Without
going into the data, real or approximate,
ot trade, it will at once appear evident
that the expense of sdeh 'voyages that
would be savedinsurance, wages, dan-
gers of loss, etc.. by a shorter voyage via
an Isthmus canalwould be a very
large item. Besides this would be the
still greater advantage of putting our
most important port within easy reach
of the regular line between two great
countries and of making this linp pay
tribute to American industry and A meri-
can institutions. Already two steam-
ship lines have been organized to open
trade betweeu New Orleans and the
Eastern ports of South America as soon
as the former port is opened. The trade
oi the.Western coast of South America
is not inconsiderable in amount or im-

portance and is ivell worth eecuring.
With a direct communication by the way
of an inter-ocean- ic .canal this would be

easily gained and the products of the
mines and of the tropical regions in this
region easily reached.

A German General ea Washington.

Frofeseor G. W. Greene, In the October
Atlantic, gives these cumuli utteranoes
of General IA Kalb, when serving under
Washington:

He is the most amiable, kind.bearted,
and uprignt of men; but as a general he

too ludolent, too slow, and far too
weak; besides, be ha a tingttof vanity
in his composition, and ovetbstimates
himself. In my opinion, whatever suc-
cess he may have will be owing to good
luck and to the blunders ot bis adversa-
ries, rather than to his abilities. I may
even say Chat he does not know how to
improve upon the groseest blunders of
the enemy. He has not yet overcome
his old prejudicee against the French.

This language sounds straugely as ap.
plied to Washington; yet it to historic-
ally important to know that it was actu-
ally used, though at the tide ot the
Conway cabal, when Washington's ene-

mies were bold and loud. But there is
no reason to suppose that De Kalb vas
in any way connected with that luta-
mous intrigue.

A few weeks later his opinion Is ma.
terially modified. "He is the bravest and
truest of men," he writes "has the best
intentions and a sound judgment. I
am convinced that he wouid accomplish
substantial reeults if he would only
act more upon his own responsibil-
ity; but it is a pity that be is no weak,
and has the worst ot advisers in the men
who enjoy his confidence."
