LECTURES TO MT STUDENTS: By C. IL
buurmun. Just issued by SUeldun ic to.,
Hew l'oik.
The fame of the author of this book as

a pu.pit orator uas long oeen worm- -

wide. No one, probably, of his profes
sion in England bas ever enjoyed such
unlimited and unvarying popularity.
The good he has thus accomplished has
been Immense, for the purity of his pri-

vate life has ever been consistent with
bis character as a Christian guide and
counselor. It is not alone as a speaker
that be bas excelled. Tbe different vol-
umes which have Irom time to time ap-
peared from bis pen have been univer-
sally read and admired, in this and in bis
oh n country as well.
