THE SITUATION IN EUROPE.

The andouncement contained In a re-
oont issuc of the oficlul Gazdlte of Rus-
pia, that no attempts would be made to
sustain the EHerzegovinian insurréction
a8 ajainst Turkey must of course be
taken ina Pickwickian sense. The Rus-
plan diplomacy ls too well understood
to presume thoat the official Guzotts cou-
tains any thing more than u political
blind., The [fmot fs, the Russian
government foresaw that the insuirec-
tion of the Davnubian provinces could
not be suppressed by Turkey unaided
by any of the Western Powers; and to
prevent the intervention of any of those
FPowers In aid of Turkey, the Russinn
eunningly sunounced a non-interven tion
policy through Its ofiial (fazeite.

Now, such announcements are subject
to be repudiated of ignored by the gov-
erpment if it see fit, whtle the shme an-
nouncement if made through its diplo-
matic agents could not be repudiated.
And, s laiest advioes inform us, it is
now found that the insurrgction is al-
réady beyond the power of the Sultan to
eontrol. Russia has succeeded In keep-
fing the Western Powers out of the fight,
unsil the insurrection could gain such
bhoead as to dely the Turks. Then any
futervention that would follow would
simply mean the subjugation of the
Danubian Principalities by a power
nominaily Christinn In order to bind
those Christian provinces over again to
the Manomedan rule of the Turk, And
this fs just what Euorope would not be
fotind willing to do.

The inevitable scems tob be working
its way rapidly to the surfict in South.
editern Europe; and that means the ex-
pulsion of the Turks, and the expupg-
Eng of “Turkey in Europe’ from the map
of the world,

The natural inguiry, then, ls—what
next? Wreed from the Turkish yoke,
those provinoes of the lower Dapube
muét neads beé reconstructed under some
new politieal oonditions. One or the
other of two dotirsdd of procedure Is
plainly insvitable: elther the institu-
tion of a separate and indepondent sov-
ereignty embraging ull those prineipali-
ties under one consolidated dynasty; or
thelr severnl absorption into the em-
pires adjoining them, Russia, Germany,
Austria, by Lbe prpoess of amieable par-
tition.

To mnke a forcible partition of those
provinees mmong the several empires
named wé do not decm practicable.
Buoh an atlempt would involve Europe
in & genersl war, It wae done In the
ease of Poland, But relative positions,
politionl nims, and commercial interests
aré dow suoll as to forbld such com-
pulsory division of that immenss and
tmportant portion of Earopean territory.

To make an amioable partition implies,
of course, the consent aund choloe ol
those provinces themselves. Of thelr
popitlations, & large proportion are de-
soandents of the Blavonic race aod ad-
herents of the Greéek Catholle Church;

these would incline to Hussia.
There are likewlse large num-
bere whp are adberents of the

Roman Catholio Ohurch; these would
incline to Austria, And yet others,
pepicially amo g the Hungarians and
the Bobemians, would, from both relig-
fous and political considerations incline
to Germany,

But the greater probabilities dre that
s new and iudependent kingdom
would be constructed out of those
digintegrated provinces now appertdin-
fng to the Turkisti Empire, recognized
by the Hutopean FPowers. And the
provabilities are, that in case of such a
recognition, & prince of the Hohenzol-
lerns would be selected, at the insiance
of Germany, and placed at the head of
the new dynasty thus to be instituted,
on the foal retirement of the Turks (rom
the soll of Burope,

BIDR WALE INOUMBRAKOES are becom-
jng in many instavces downright nul-
safices, Of course It must be conceded
that the use of the side walks for han-
dlibg goods from street to atore and
stere Lo atreot 1s proper and legitimate,
provided it be done with due regard W
thie publio right of way.
