The Democratic House Caucus :

COMMITTEES, APPOIHTMEHTS, ETC., ETC.

Washington, Deo. 14 The result of
the House Democrat! o caucus was the au
thorization to Mr. Lamar, the chairman,
to appoint a committee of thirteen, who
shall prepare the business to he sub
mitted at a future oaucus, ana aiso to
appoint a committee ot six members of
the House ana three citizens oi tuu lib- -
trict, who shall constitute a looal con-
gressional Committee.

The question ot appointments to sub-
ordinate positions in the House was dis-

cussed, but it was finally determined to
leave the whole matter with a commit
tee ol three, alone authorized; out tne
understanding is that no definite changes
are to be made immediately.

The most important appointment made
yesterday was that of Hon. Green Ad-an-

of Kentucky, Clerk ol the House.
Mr. Adams formerly represented the
Lexington (Ky.) District in Congress,
ana was Auditor in tne rost-oma- u de-
partment under Mr. Lincoln's adminis-
tration.

Speaker Kerr does not expect to an
nounce bis committees until alter tne
holidays. An exception will probably
be made in the Committee on Elections,
in view of the election contested cases.

A son ot Senator Gordon, of Georgia,
was tendered a position under the Door-
keeper of the House, but his father
would not permit him to accept it.

It has been a custom here lor Senators
to appoint their sons as clerk to their
Committees, &c, but Senator Gordon is
evidently of the opinion that there
should be a reform in this respect.

The Attorney General confirmed the
appointment of Mr, Broadhead to be As-

sistant Attornev General to assist in the
prosecution ol the whisky ring operators
at St. Louis.

. TWEED, GENET, AND THIS RINGS.

New York, Dec. 14. The mystery
the flight oi Wm. M. Tweed

continues to be impenetrable to the po-

lice authorities, but it is said by persons
conversant with the working of the
Tweed King that his appearance will not
be long delayed, provided oertaln pend-
ing negotiations are successful, or it
Chas. O'Conor, the lawyer, should sur-
vive his present illness. Many believe
that Tweed has not left the city, but
through friends is. negotiating a settle-
ment of the suits agaiust him.

It is said O'Conor proposed a settle-
ment several months ag9, of all King
suits against Sweeney, Connolly, Tweeq,
Cowan and others. This was opposed
by Peckham & Barlow,' the people's law-
yer!, and Tweed's counsel were not
averse to oontlnued litigation.

Finally Tweed took matters into his
own hands, and the settlement ol the
suits against King members was about to
be concluded, when O'Conor was taken
sick, and it was reported that he was on
his death-bed- . Tweed believed O'Con-or'- s

death would cut off all chanoes for a
settlement, and at onoe arranged the es-

cape to foroe the authorities to a settle-
ment. It is believed Tweed and Genet
are together within thirty hours ride of
New York, awaiting the result of O'Con-or- 's

sickness. It is said the Sing mem-

bers agreed to give $4,000,000 to settle the
suit, and it Is also stated that Genet was
in this city last week and signed deeds
of importance. - -
