THE CAUSK OF THE FALL,

Messra, ©'Conner & Eorigot, con-
tractors, were eugaged by Mr, M, V, B.
Weighell, the tobucounist, to cxcavate
a cellar between his manufiotory at the
corner and the fated house, No, T4, The
oellar was being dug below the founda-
tlon of the latter house, apd to save the
bullding Irom falliog Mr. Thomas Cough-
lan, of the Chieago House-raising Com-
pany, was eiigaged to shore s up, IHe
had progressed o far us to mike u hole
in the foundation, place a bonm In it
and under this flx his Jacksorew to
tighton It, The west wall of the doomed
uouse was oonsiderably buiged out be.
lore the propping up was commenced,

Just as the workmen werse tightening
the sorews the embankment at the slde
0i the foundution slipped iuto the newly
mude ocllar.

ONE TREMENDOUS CRASH,

Not asound of warning wus given to
the inmates.
