SEAMCHING THE TMAILS,

The Sapreme Court of the United
Btates has rendered a devision quite re-
cently embracing many questions of
great public interest. The right of the
postal authorities to detain mail matter
and to open sealed letters or packages has
heen in controversy almost alnee the or-
ganization ol the government. This de-
cision may be considered as « finality in
the most important of these questions,
The case under adjudication was this: In
February, 1877, one L. O, Jurkson was
indieted in the Cirenit Court for the
Southern District of New York, for de-
positing in the mail of the Ul S acireu-
lur concerning @ lottery, offering prizes,
enclosed in an envelop and addressed in
the usual way. Juckon wus tried, con-
vieted und senteneed 1o pay i fine of 100
with costs of prosecution, uud 1o <tuand
ecommniitted to the County Juil until tine
and custs were ;r:linl.

The case came before the higher Court
on a petition for a writof habeas corpus
and an application fora writ of certiorari
on the grounds that the conviction was
illegal, that the Circuit Court havl no ju-
risdiction, thut the act inder which the
indictment was drawn wis unconstitn-
tionsl and void, and that the Uourt ex-
ceeded it« jurisdiction in “committiug
him for non-payment of the line,

The writs were denied by the Court,
and his conviction and imprisonment
were held to be legul.  The decision was
unanimous and very elaborate.
