Though he.only took his decree at Ox-
ford in 1878, Mr. Montefiore promised to
muke a name for bimself both s a writer
und & politician, and his great abilities
had already attracted the notics of Lord
Beuconsfield, who prophesied for him a
brilliaut carcer. He had devoted muoch
aitention to the history of Cermany
since the peace of 1815, and he had prob-
ably made himself better acquainted with
the politieal movements in that country
than atmost any other Boglishman, To
the Nineteenth Century he eontributed
some  brilliant articles on “Liberty in
(Germany,” and while staying in Berlin
last winter, for purposes of research, lie
addressed some siriking letters to the
Times on the stute of feeling in the
Prussian Oarital. In this journal he
wrote several reviews, and has left be-
bind him an important articie on Alsace
and Lorraine.  But he had not had time
to produce anything except fragments,
and only his friends ean know how much
has been lost by his untimely death. To
them his esger enthusiassm. his keen in-
tell ctual curiosity, and his passionate
hatred of tyrinny rendered him singu-
larly attractive. In many ways he
evinced his extreme kindliness of heart,
and many may remember the trouble he
took in coll: ctinﬂ Christmas toys for the
children in the London hospitale. It is,
indeed, ead to think that a winn should
be thus suddenly cut off who was so mn-
