There is much interest in the commu
nity as to the value and nature of the
estate of the late Bishop "WhiUiiigham.
Fiwin a reliable source it was learned
yesterday that the will will not be pro--'

bated until next week, as all the mem
bers of the family are still out of the
city. It was also learned that iu accord-

ance with tho announcement made by
Bishop Whittingham . to tho ltfooesah
Convention some years since, there is a
clause in the will devising his library to
the Diocese of Maryland. The library
consists of about 13,000 books, which
were collected by the late Bishop from
time to time during his life. It is con-

sidered one of the very finest private
theological libraries in tho country, and
embraces nearly all tlie most noted works
bv theolocians of this ace.

The cost of the collection is estimated
to have been from H15.000 to $20,000.
The books are now in the library build
ing erected by tlie Bishop with funds
which were bequeathed to him forChmvh
purposes, on the lot adjoining the Epis-co- p

1 residence, and will be kept there
by the Diocesan Convention, open to tlie
use of all ministers and theological stu
dents of the Episcopal Church. This
compromises almost the whole of the es-

tate, Bishop Whittingham never having
been a man to accumulate money or
oropertv. There is no real estate, and
but a verv small amount of personal
property, which is left to the members of
his family, with the exception of a few
