. WALTON WILL WHIRL
Bpeciels to the Btar,

Mgupmig, Dec. 5,—Intelligence is received
from Waynesborough, Miss., to the effect
thut Frank Walton, convicted of murder,
will be hanged there to-day, and that every
preparation bas been made for the execu-
tion. Waynesborough is a small town on
the Mobile & Ohlo Railroad, the county
seat of Wayne County,

. WAIL FOR WALTERS,

Barrivors, Dec, 5.—This is the day fixed
for the execiutionof Medford Walters at
Elkton. Waters is a colored man, and was
convicted of the murder of Jenkins Whaley.
He was sentenced October 15th,

Barrisore, Dee, 5 — Noon, — Walters
was hanged on tlie Alms-house prounds,
three and one-half miles from FElkton, at
11:35 & m,  The prisoner slept sonndly be-
tween 2and 5a. m. and partook of a break-
fast of beefsteak, eggs and water, relusing
to touch coffee. He then smoked a cigar
and appeared cheerful until Henry Williams
and another preacher arrived.

During prayers he was visibly affected
and tears rolled from his eyes, At 0:30 he
put nn n new suit of clothes, given him by
the Bheriff, and went to bid the other pris-
oners good-by, leaving each cell with the
exclamation, “Tlauk God!" The parting
with Bessie Hawking, a female prisoner, to
whom he had given what was left of his
breakfust, was affecting, He had formed
an affection for the woman in jail, and with
tears in his eyes begged her to lead a better
life, saying that be had religion and was

. going to Gud.

At precisely 10 o'clock the procession
formed outside the jail, with asquadof the
Groome Guards forming in front. A wag-
on came next containing the condemned
man, Sheriff Boulder, his two deputies and
Rev, Henry Willlams: colored, A detach-
ment of the guards brought up the rear of
the cortege, which was followed to the
scene of execution by a large concourse of
people, white and colored, on footand in
vehicles,

_ Walters bore himself with considerable
firmness and stoical composure, and for the
most part kept his head bent while Jistening
to the prayersand encouragement of his
spiritual adviser, After the body had been
cut down, it was taken in charge by an un-
dertaker, placed ;p a plain coffin, and buried
near the scene of the execution,

A few days ago when the prisoner was
asked by the minister if e was prepared to
die, he said *'Yes, if they let me kill that
nigger woman that testified aguinat me 1
will be prepared,” He afterwards repent-
ed, however, and appeared to die in the be-
lief of salvation,

North Carolina Emigranis Bound for
(Greencastle, Ind.

They are chiefly cotton and cornfleld
bands, and have comparatively no money,
A delegation of colored men took them in
tow, and gave them quarters in the Metho-
dist Church, whither they lugged their bag-
goge and where they passed thie night. They
eame from Goldsboro, N. C., and are bound
for Greencastle and vicinity.

THE MCRMON PRESIDENT.

Sensational Bermon by Apostle John
Taylor.

Natlonal Associated Press to the Biar.

Nzw Yonk, Dec. 5—A Salt Lake special
reports the Deseret News, the official organ
of the Mormon Church, as saying that
Apostle John Taylor during the Mormon
CGonference at Provo, near Lake Utah; last
Bunday evening, touched upon the politi-
cal rights of the people in their connection
with the goveriment of the Nation.

“The laws should be obeved and its offi-
cers respected, yer there was a principle in
connection with our social life, one of the
greatest principles advanced by the Lord
for the good ull' the buman family with
which one of the laws of the land wns at
variance. We know that the Lord has
trangmitted laws of plaral marrisges
through his holy priesthood. I know it
and all the decrees and edicts of the world
can not change my mind.”

He contrasted the course of a certain
King when Daniel was cast into a den of
lions, nnd that of President Hayes when
asked to pardon one of oar brethren; “but
then that King was a heathen, and the lat-
ter a Christian. Tlis action regarding our
religions belief lias been decided by the
Courts, and the laws of God are at varianoce
with them. Which shall we obey?"

Here the speaker called npon the congre-
Fnliun to manifest by raising their right
wand if they were in fuvor of obeying the
laws of God in this respect, which was
unﬁuimoualy responded to by the congre-
gation,

From this expression of this Apostle
President of the Church, and he cerlainly
wishes tie world to believe him, he un-
questionably’ makes fight. Tbis contro-
versy now is simply reduced to the pouint,
which shall prevail, the lnws of the United
States or the alleged revelations of God to
the Mormon priesthood.
