Mailing in soft shells. The muff is of bro
caded velvet, sitin or cashmere brocade,
and the lining is plush of it contracting
color. A bow ot satm ribbon is some-
times placed on the top, and black satin
mulls are embroidered with let A nar
row satin ribbon passes through the niufT
and around tho neck, tying in a bow at
the back. The muff can only be worn
with the costume to which it belongs.

INDEPENDENT TRIMMINGS.
Fringes, galloons and passementeries

are all resplendent in liead's, in cashmere
colors or m tawny yellow shades or black,
Besides the passementerie borders and in
serting, are (shaped pieces for plastrons.
pockets, cuffs, etc., which are very ele-
gant A new kind of lace for trimming
is plain wide footing black or white
with the pattern composed entirely of
oblong satin beads. Breton lace is still
popular, but pointe d esprit is newer,
Newer still is a variety with no pattern.

Fur is agaiu making its appearance as
a dress trimming, and is seen on the
stylish cloth street suits. It is even seen
on the underskirt Seal fur is preferred
to any other for this purpose, and is
used, not alone, but lu conjunction with
saun, as a neaaiug.

MII.LINEET.

The materials for trimming are unusu
ally rich and varied, especially in the
iineof silksawl velvets. Epinaelineistlie
name given to velvet which is heavily
ribbed, and is sometimes called uncut
velvot Crackle velvet has tlie appear-
ance of having been crushed in irregular
lines; I'ekin velvet is in stripes. In sat
ins the kinds are almost as numerous-Sati-

antique, satin de Lyon, Tnre satin
(soft, twilled and lustrous). Pekin and
brocaded satin, are'the most important
varieties; add to these all the fancy cash
mere brocades and changeable materials,
and we have at least variety. The crown
coverings, of jet or other beads, are hand-
some and much worn. They are usually
made on a foundation of lace net, but so
closely are the beads put on some that no
foundation is visible.

Those made of fancy shaped spangles
overlapping one another like scale ar
mor, in peon or peacock shades, are very
effective. Bonnet strings are very wide
when ot siik or satm, and are quite a pro-

tection in cold weather. No bonnets are
considered complete without them, but
they need not be tied under the chin if
tl(iit style is objected to by the wearer.
Frfshion allows them to be loosely tied
under the chatelaine braids, or to be
fastened in front with a handsome lace
pin. A new ribbon for strings is called
epingeline ribbon, it has for one side the
uncut or epingeline velvet, which pre
sents a ribbed surface, and for the other
plain satin. The velvet side is often
changeable. Turc satin ribbon is much
worn. In i tbtiona many old fashions are
being revived, as, for instance, feather-edg- e

ribbons and those which are heavily
ribbed, with a satin edge an eighth or a
quarter of an inch wide.

Face trimmings are still of the simplest
kind, consisting of a shirring of some
trimming material, batiji, velvet and
plush are employed for this purpose. Oc
casionally an inch-wid- e band of gilt braid
is used as a tacing. Jjarge beads are still
used as an edging to brims, and not only
in black, but in quiet colors, lo pre-
vent their being too heavy they are now
made hollow, but are more expensive
than when solid. Beaded lace is used in
bonnet trimming and is simply tbe pointe
d'esprit, with the dots of Small Ul ick
beads. Shapes have been considerably
modified since the opening of the season.
except in the case of the large fleecy
beavers tvlrich young ladies wear with
such picturesque effect' These are made
with low crowns ana large flexible brims.
But little trimming is required on these
hats, and feathers make the most appro-
priate garniture.

In bonnets, the most popular shape has
a rather large square crown and a slightly
scooped brim, fitting closely at the ears.
The genuine poke bonnet is not much
worn. Cottage shapes are still adhered
to. with Bivli.h modifications. This sea
son on most shapes, the trimming is
massed on the top of tbe crown, rather
toward the brim than away from it. This
leaves the top of the crown uncovered, so
that no trimming need conceal a hand-
some crown covering of jot or other ma-
terial.

Breasts, birds, wings and other stiff
feather ornaments were employed almost
exclusively in the early "part of the sea-

son, but now the ostrich feather is assum-
ing its usual prominent position. Ostrich
plumes and tips are seen on nearly all
handsome bonnets, often in great pro
fusion. Besides being- - massed on the top
of the hat, one long one sometimes curb
down at the aide and lies lightly on the
hair. Turbans of all conceivable kinds
are much worn. &meahapeshave a low.
rounded crown, with a wide brjin turning
un abruptly all around.

The favorite materials are white
plush and eninireline velveL A very
handsome opera bonnet, recently im
ported, has a large square crown and an
arched brim. It is covered with white
plush, ami the brim is faced with the
same closely shirred. The crown is en-

tirely covered with a chenille net which
ftonus a little curtain at the back, witli

long ends for string. Soft white ostrich
feathers are on the top of the crown in
becoming profusion, and a email metallic
green bird conceals their (tenia.

ClllLPREN'p FASHIONS.
A pretty princesse design for little

girls has a plain front, closing from top
to bottom with a single row of buttons.
The side and back breadths are laid in
deep side-plai- ts and extend only to the
waist, tho body being supplied by a
jacket cut in pointed squares, each one
of which is secured to the skirt by a but-
ton. The front slopes Apart from the
throat, d:sc!osing the princesse font as a
vest The undress should be of different
material from the jacket When any
heavy material is used, the side and back
breadths are left tin plaited. Simple
princesse dres-e- a for school wenr are
made without drapery, but are trimmed
hi'jh up on the skirt with two or three
plaited flounces, or they are ornamented
with tlie pannier sr-ar- which is closely
shirred in tit center of the front It
may be similarly shirred at the sides
and end in the back seams of the
sideforms where a plaiting is intro-
duced, or it may be gathered up under
a large bow. Girls from nine to fourteen
look exceedingly stylish in a plain skirl
of velvet or satin, over which is worn the
Marquise polonaise, draped high at the
sides and center-bac- k, and left open in
front, the drapery forming four long
points around the figure.

WKAR FOK WINTER WEATHER.

What the Ladies Appear in and
How it Should be Made.

One material seldom composes the en-

tire coHtuine, and when tins is the case,
bended passementeries break the monot
ony. Black is no lonjrer the uniform for
winter wreet wear, although it is much
lined when enlivened with trimmings bro-

caded in the gay cashmere colors in palms
or arabesques. All Persian and Oriental
effects are f shionable. Feacock shades
share popularity with them.

Fur the street there is no one distinct
ive style of costume worn by all. Ladies
no longer dress in a uniform, but indi-
vidual tnste ia allowed full play, and a
pleasing variety is the result. Combina
tions, however, are the rule. 1'arw re- -
porta say that there is a limit to the pop-
ularity of bouffant dranerv, and the an
ticipated voluminous skirts will not yet
make their appearance. Styles have
changed materially within the last six
months, but tho change is not as great as
was predicted. More fullness is intro-
duced into overdresses, an tapes are not
as confining as formerly. Underskirts are
so made that they will hang well with-
out the aid of "tie-backs- ," and are al-

lowed to fall i.i natural easy folds. Some
sort of sup)ort is necessary to distend
the skirts of heavy, clinging winter
dresses, so small hoops an making their
app arance. iiiey are as vet narrow and
mt very long, but they encircle the fig
ure with tapes across the front For
those to whom this style is objectionable
are show n bustles very similar to those
lust in vogue. Still another method of
supportine the drapery is by means of a
kirt flounced with crinoline, or by a

milted s:itin petticoat, in which are run
wh'debones or wires.

.Tbe polonaise will probably not remain
popular much longer. Basques with
trimmed skirts are at present the mot
usual way of making walking dresses. By
trimmed skirt is meant an underskirt
upon which the overdress or upper dra-
peries are secured, thus making but one
garment out of two. Plain skirts are
not as much worn as in the fall; but
where the material is rich, the trimming
is very narrow.

A great deal of ingenuity is expended
upon front breadths of haudsone dresses,
and the drapery is so arranged as to dis-

play this part of the dress. Tabliers com-
posed entirely of jet or passemf nterie are
very effective. Successive horizontal
rows of plisse am used, and long box-plai- ts

extending from waist to hem, with
jet or brocade showing; betwecn each,
make a popular garniture for tabliers.
Shirring is also extensively used for this
purpose An elegant new material,
which has just made its appearance, is
being ailapti d for tablier ornamentation
as well as for trimming other parts of
the costume. It is silk in which jet
beads are woven in rtrip;-g,o- r in a pat-
tern covering the entire surface. It is
very heavy and should be sparingly
used.

Cloth suits are much used for street
ear, and are always plainly made The

underskirt, unless entirely of corduroy,
sliould not be left plain, but ornamented
with a deep flounce, either side or

or with three plaits of the cloth
alternating with one of corduroy. The
iverskirt is plain and round, and is
Iraped high on the sides by means of
stitched straps. The only ornamenta-
tion is several rows of machine stitching
of a different color. The basque is usu-

ally hi some coat form with full skirt,
made double-breaste- with a seam in
the center' of the front The sleeves
?liould always be in coat sh'ipe, with no
ouff or ornamentation of any kind except
two buttons placed near the wrist; with
mock button-hole- s, which are not simu-
lated with silk or satin piping, but are
regularly worked and left uncut. The
lone coat, or redingote, is a model much
used for making up costumes of camel's
hair and silk, which are more dressy than
the cloth suit.

EVENING DRESSES.

Ball dresses for the winter are very ele-

gant in design, and are always of two or
more .materials. Brocaded silk, satin;
and velvet, and rrlaiu and Lyon satin
are all used in preference to gros-grai-

Pointed basques only a finger long on the;
l ips, with square or heart-shape- d neck,
are much employed for evening dresses.
Trains, when any are worn, are long and
flowing, in the court train style, and are
never trimmed except with a very nar-
row flounce. In some the back breadth
is of brocade, with satin breadths on
ither side. Pannier drapery is affected

in evening dresses as well as in others,
aiid is usually supplied by shirred scarfs
passing over the hips, which end in a
large bow behind, or are secured tinder
'he end of the basque. An entirely new
fashion is that of trimming evening dress-
es vHith .bands of feathers.

All dresses fo dancing are made as
-- hort in tbe back as in front. The most
elegant brocades and satins are being
made up in this way, after French mod-

els. The corsage is not decollete, but
opens just at the throat, and the sleeves
reach to the elbow, or a little below it,
ending in a ruffle. In having an evening
dress made, some ladies have copied a
figure from a picture in the time of Louis
XIV or XV. The costumes of Mane
Antoinette and the Duchess ef Devon- -

shite can both be copied with good effect,
also the Watteau costumes. Flowers are
riot aa lavishly used as iormerly, but are
arranged in three or four bouquets, one
to be worn at the waist, one at the side
jf the throat and two on the skirt.
