Coal mining sppears 1o huve been prac-
ticed in Ireluldp in very afiient times,
The Ballycastle Collierics are evidently
of great antignity. In 1770 the miners
al work there discovered a long gallery
cnt in the rock, ont of which Emmhul
many chambera driven into the bed of
coul. Flere were found the remains of
tools and implements ueed in mining,
but in such a decayed state that on be-
ing touched they fell to pieces. In ear-
ly days Stato protection on a limited
scale eems to have been extended to
Ivish coal operations.

NEW YORK GOYERNORS,

Whe Have Been the Rulers of the
Empire S1ate From the Start,
[New York Graphic.)

Alonzo B, Cornell will, on the 1st day
of Jan next, be ina ted Gov-
ernor of the great Btate ; New York,
It is an office, it may be said with truth,
only second in power and responsibility
to that held by the President of the
United States, The greatest statesmen
have held the reingof government in the
Empire State, and in view of the near
approach of Govornor Comell's inaugur-
ation it may be of interest to review
briefly the past. Who have been the
Governors of New York?

The first Governor of this Siate was
George Clinton, a hero as well as a sol-
dier, a patriot and a statesman, He was
elected gix times, successively holding
the office eighteen years—a career not
gince dlf'plicau-d in the history of any
State. John Jay was elected in 1795,
and held the office until 1801, when
George (linton was again elscted, hold-
ing the office three years longer, wo that
his whole service®as Governor covered
twenty-vme years, On the latter's refire-
ment, in 1804, Morgan Lewis was chosen
Chief Magistrate, He wasa preat man
in his day, and distinguished himself
both as a soldier, statesman, and Chief
Justice of the State,

In 1807 Daniel D, Tompkins snoceeded
(Yovernor Lewis, He was regarded as an
abler man and more of & statesman than
his predecessor; had won high rank in
(Congress and as an Associate Justice of
the United States Supreme Court. He
was (Governor ten years, resigning after
his election to the Viee Presidency., He
was succeedod by the Lientenant Gov-
ernor, John Taylor, whose term of office
expired in 1817, De Witt Clinton came,
next, He s reganded by historians as
one of the greatest men and benefactors
that this great State ever produced. He
held the office until 1823, being succeeded |

Van Boren (alterwand President) was)
inangurated. Van Buren resigned his
seat in the United Btates Senate to take
the loffice, showing what wvalue he at-
tached to the Governorshipy  Lieutenant
Governor Enos T, Throop succeeded Vau
Buren, the latter haviag been appointed
Becretary of State by President Jackson.
Throop was elected by the people asGov-
ernor in 1830, Next was chosen the
greatest  statesman  the Democracy
ever had to boast of—William L, Marcy;
then William H. Beward, the fore-
maost of the founders of the Rcl)ubliumt
purty, After Beward, William C. Bourk,
an eccentrie though positive character,
who was succeeded 1n 18456 by Silas|
Wright, John Young was elected in
1847, being suceeeded in 1849 by one of !
New York City's most distinguished
gons, Hamilton Fish. Waghington
Hunt, who succeeded Fish in 1851, was
the last of the Whig Governors, Hoe
was succeeded in 1853 by that distin-
guished Demoerat, Horatio Seymour—
the man the Democracy are begging
tolead them out of Tsrael—(who was
#lso chosen Glovernor in 1862), Myron
H. Clark served one term after the ex-

ijrjon of Beymonr's first. John A,

ing also served a term, Then came
Morgan, Scymour, Fenton, Hoffman,
Dix, Tilden and Robinson. Morgan,
Seymour and FentonMad to meet the
tremendous responsibilities of war times.
They did their work well. Dix insti-
tuted reforms for which Tilden and Ro-
binson received much eredit. Next will
eome Alonzo B, Cornell, He may well
be proud to have been called upon to fill
