Tux Irish people haye for several cen-
turies been the vietims of confiseation,
eviction and martial law until the only
wonder is that thero remain any Irish
people at all in the land of their fathers.
Just how little of Ireland is left to the
race will be seen by the following figures,
The whole aren of the islangl is« about
thirty millions of acres, nearly fourteen
million of which is owned by less than
two thonsand persons, mostly English-
men and non-residents, This land was
never acquired from the original owners
by purchase, but by wholesale confisea-
tion. ‘Henry II bestowed about a third
of the land upon his favorites. Six hun-
dred thousand ncres were confiscated in
Munster alone in the year 1586, and
Cromwell, after the close of the civil
war, took over another third of the whele
island away from the rightful owners,
At the close of the reign of Wil-
liam the TIIT  the nalive Irish
held only about one-eleventh of the
soil.

The English Papers of This Morning.

The Commercial save: The first passen-
genger oar throueh from Cincinnati to
Chattanooea will start to-day.
