WASHINGTON, April 19.

Tho ninlmnl to Iho Can. Yriaaarrl
tmnlT proridea that tha United Ktatce shall

njraga to on dna Tigilatce and all lawful
Banna toprvrentthe organnatn.n of hostile
ptrtiea in this country, intended for lha

kin of Nioaracna. While aome promi-
nent gentlemen look upon Ihia aa a retleot-io- n

on attr stood faith in carrying out the
neutrality lawa, and aa unneoeaaary, otheri
are disposed to regard tha ratification aa an
evidence of the diepoaition of Aricara(rua to
cultivate friendly relatione with tha I nited
Htaiat.

Ai ti tha amendment it iinot certain that
ft will be acceptable by the adminiatrntion
which haa not Kiven to it due oonaideration.

Wilh regard to the tflbrte of the llritiah
atithnritiee to remove tha obstacles ol the

'layton-llulw- er treaty, recent appearnncee
if notaaaurancca, are euch aa not to change
the belief that there will be a favorable ao- -
lotion of tho tiietion.

It haa heretofore been confidently stilted
that the Paraguay licet had been ordered to
Central America, but suoh does not now
eci m lo be probable, although several of the
vessel! will be sent to the liulf, when they
s it again us put to conimiKsion. It la
oonsidored that there is sufliuiont force in
Central America for all prnotioal purposes.

Supplementary to an act to provide for the organ-
isation of cities and incorporated villages, pas-
sed May 3, IS,. 2.

Section 1.- Be It enaetcd by tho General Artem-Vd- y

of the Stnte of Ohio, That tho council of nny
city or incorporated village within this state ahull
have power to provide that when a fine shall be
imposed for the violation of tho ordinances of any
such city or incorporated vilUgo, or any of thim,
and tho same is nut paid, the party convicted
shall, by order of tho mayor or other proper au-
thority, or on process issued for the purpose, bo
committed until such fine and the costs of proEecu-tio- n

shall bo paid or the party be discharged by
due proccxs of law; they shall alao have power to
provide t5at any per Hon or person convicted of a
repeated and wilful violation of any ordinance
who chall refuae or ncgleot to pay tho line impo-
sed and the costs of prosecution, shall, by liko or-

der or process, be Impr'soncd nnk kept In conllne- -
ment lor any time not exceeding thirty dnyK; they
shall have power to provide tb.U u 11 vagrant,
common prostitutes, find persons difturbiux tho
peace of such city or incorporated vilhio, shall,
on conviction theroof, be punished by imprison-
ment for such period as may bo provided by ordi-
nance, not exceeding sixty duys.
' 8eo. 2. When any person or persons thai I be

convicted under the provisions of this act, such
person or persons shall bo imprisoned in the iail
of tho city or incorporated village where tho per
son or pursons suau do so oonvictea, 11 sucn city
or incorporated village shnll ho provided with a
jail, fur tho use of such city or incorporated vil-
lage, and any city or incorporated village not pro
vided with a --Jail shall be allowed lor tne purpose
of impririonmont authorized by ltw, tho use of the
jail of the proper county until such city or incor
porated village ahull have elliciently provided by
appropriate ordinances and contracts a city orvil.
lag prison or at the expense of said
city or incorporated village, and alt persons so im-

prisoned in. the county jail shall be under the
charge of the sheriff of the county, who shall

missioners os any county may, nt their discretion,

ninety days after sach notice shall have beon riv
en, the city council of such city shall efiioientty
pruriun uj vii a tippropiiaiu uru.iiHuroa nuu con
tracts for the immediate erection of a city prison,
house of correction, or work bouse for the purpo-
ses of imprisonment authorized by this act, the
said city shnll continue, notwithstanding such no-

tice and prohibition, to have the use of the county
juil for the rurpofe herein autborixed, until such
city prison, house ot correction, or work home,
shall he erected nnd ready for uso.
