lin, hu got back to England with tb full
particular, and many memorial of th ill.
tarred expedition. Thee wer found on

tb North West soast ef King William' I.
land. A full record of th event that oo
curred in tb expedition, dated April 35th,
itvio, wm loona, and tbi ihow that 8ir
John Franklin died June 11, 1847, up to
wnien time nine officer and fifteen men had
died. Tb (armors, on hundred and five
in numrjer, wer proceeding South to tba
fireat Fish Kiver. Tha discovery confirms
tbo previous report that bar been receiv-
ed. Dr. Km ascertained from the Eequi.
maux, in 1854, that a party of about forty

'.white man wer on King William' Island
in 1830, and a few month later they found
their bodie not far from the Great Fih fliv
er.

Franklin
returned to England in 1821 In l2- he
wm ordered on another overland expedition
to the Arotio aea, and ba bad to leave the
sick bed of hia young wife, who died the
day after he went to tea. He returned by
way of New York, and landed io Liverpool,
.September 2itb, )M'7. On the xth of M iruh,
1828, he wm married to Jane (Iriflin, the
present respected Lady Frunklio. In the
following year he wm knighted. In I83U he

.ent to the Mediterranean, rendering
good aerrlce to the Greek cause. In 1830,
ha wm made Governor of Tasmania, or Van
Dieman a Land, which office he administer
ed ably till 1813, when be returned to Eng-
land. In 1845, be wm arnointed to mm.
mand a new expedition to eearch for tha
North Weet passage, and he aailed with the
Erebua and Terror on the 2(Uh of Mar, 1 S43.
Tha record end with hia death on the J 1th
of June, 1848, at tha age of aixty one year
and nearly three month.

Of the two wives of Franklin, tha firt,
Eleanor Ann Porden, was a lady of unusual
aaoompliehraentaand acholarship,who taught
hersolf Greek and Latin when eleven or
twelve year old, and became a proficient io
other language, besidea atudying various
brancbe of natural science. She wrote and
published several poems, one of which, "The
Arotio Expedition," which appeared ia 1818,
led Franklin to seek her acquaintance, and
they were married In 1823. She died with-
in lee than two year of consumption.
