FEDERAL TROOPS.

The march of the homeward bound
armies continues with unabated vigor.

Meade's velcran columns hardly made
their grand march through tho conquered
Capital of the rebellion, before tl.e curnn
fires nf Sherman's legions wero lighting up
the bunks of tho James. The advanco nf
ivfeaue's troops was in the vicinity of
Louisa Court House, and il ia expected to
encamp near Alexandria by Saturday night.
Sherman's four corps aro expected lo pasA
through Kichmond to morrow, and ihey will
press the Army of the Potomac hard in the
homeward march. Sheridan's cavalry loft
Petersburg yesterday, to move overland to
Alexandria.

The main part of the force will come In
Ibis vicinity, and probably undergo reorgani-
zation at once.

One brigade of cavalry will be left at
Lynchburg, another at Danville, and another
at Petersburg, which will patrol the country,
preserve order, ana punish guerrillas aud
outlaws.
